Roland Reed's Appearance
'Lend Me Your Wife."

Sacramentans Will Have a Chance to

Sco "The County Fair"—The Return

of Cleveland's Minstrels—General
Stage Notes of Interest.

Roland Reed comes to Sacramento and
presents his now play of "Lend Mo Your
Wife" on Friday night, May Ist, on the
following night giving "The Woman
Hater." The first mentioned play is a lit
vehicle for his fun. It is perhaps not
strictly speaking a new play, but it isnew
in tho form in which it is presented
by Heed, although well known in the
French. The San Francisco AIta ofthe
14th inst. had this to say about the play:
*' 'Lend Me Your Wife' is au adaptation
by the late Dion Boucicault and Sydney
Koscnfeld of a familiar French comedy.
Ithas been Americanized, aud tho dia-
logue, whilo it is clover and bright, has
been remodeled so as to eliminate much
that would have been objectionable in a
literal translation from the original play.
Whilo tho lines are in no sense 'Frenchy,'
the situations are sufficiently piquant to
stlggcst its origin; and Mr. Reed, whose
Bamnel Bundy in 'The Woman Hater' is
fresh in the memory of our theater-goers,
finds in Captain Abner Tarbox a charac-
ter in which he can display his talents
and quaint humor to admirable advan-
tage. The ludicrous situations and en-
tanglements of tlio play are duo to the
fact that Dick Easily tliarry A. Smith), a
nephew of the bluff old Captain Tarbox,
has deceived his uncle by writing to him
that lie has complied with his wishes and
taken unto himself a wife. The Captain
coming to New Yorkunexpectedly, Dick
determines to keep up the deception, and
prevails upon bis friend Tom Bunt-
ing to lend him his Wife for tho day, and
then the troublo begins. The Buntings
havo a yount; baby, which is about to be
christened. Thoy send Tarbox to the
wrong church, and by the time he re-
turns to tho home of the Buntings the
oeremouy is over, and he comes in tv
find Baby Bunting seated at the head of
the table, whilo Dick is on his feet mak-
ing a speech, as ho offers a toast to the
health and future prosperity of the Bunt-
ing heir.

•'There are two or threo good bits of
character acting among them, Alexander
Stirrup, Bessie's father, Benjamin Funni-
boue, the editor of tho Kennebunk
Torpedo, and a German waiter, Franz,
the latter cleverly played by Max
Fehrmann. Bessie Bunting is cleverly
played by Miss Isadore Rush, a pretty
woman, who displays a great variety of
handsome gowns that aro well adapted
to show off to considerable advantage a
well-molded figure. Hettio Tarbox,
the Captain's daughter, is played by Miss
Alice Free in a pleasing manner, and the
baby, played by himself, is a great sue-
• S3. Lo fact, he is tho twinkling little
star of the organization.

"It is not an easy matter to place
'Lend lieYour Wife.' Itis not a comedy,
a farce, or a burlesque, but it combines
many ofthe features ofall three, and per-
haps a farcical comedy would describe it
as well as any other term. Whatever
ono may choose to call it, it is undeniably
funny, and the very large audience that
witnessed its initial performance here
last evening placed tho stamp of its ap-
proval on it by liberal applause and a call
for Mr. Heed at tho close of tho second
act. Be responded in a ueat littiespeech,
fullof humor, and expressed the senti-
ments of a largo proportion of theater- 1
ci iers when ho said, '\\ o go to the theater i
Xo forget.'"

"TUE COUNTY FAIR."
This play is ono of tho very best that

has come to this coast in many a year,
and it was feared that Sacramento would

• huve an opportunity ofseeing it ex-
cept by going to San Francisco. Man-
ager liali has succeeded, however, in
securing the company for one night at
tho Metropolitan Theater on the 10th of
May. The best criticism upon this play
we have read appeared in tho San Fran-
ci-co News Letter, and was as follows:
"'The County Fair,' at the Baldwin, is a
quiet picture of rural New England life,
hardly tobe found nowadays, unless in
out-of-the way nooks and corners as yet
unreached by the artificialitJes of modern
life. But to any one who has soon tho
old-time farmer folk in these fastnesses
ofpast customs and fast vanishing sim-j
plicity, the pictures and characters are
actual copies. Even Mis* Abby's quav-
ering but triumphant treble, as She 'car-
ries the tune' of the evening hymn

tbtlesa regarded by amajority of the
audience as a bit of amusing exaggera-
tion!, can still be heard in away-back
country church choir or at the family
gathering when, the milking over and j
tiie 'chores' done, the tired but not ex-
hausted workers sit down to refresh j
themselves with singing to the accompa-
niment of a wheezy little organ. It is
well for us to have brought before us,
now and again, such a picture of the
beauty of Simplicity, honesty and »in-
cerity, by contrast with the'varnish of
conventionality which overlies our every
day Ufa

"Abigail Prico and Otis Tucker are de-
lightful portraits, and he is unfortunate
who has never seen the originals. Tho
quaint homeliness of diction andbashnxl
awkwardness ofmanner, with tbe under-
current, always apparent, of innate re-
finement, kindliness and principle, are
presented by Marie Betes and Thomas
McGrath, with a quiet naturalness which
niaki s one lose sight of the fact that it is
;.cling. At the beginning ono i.s conscious
ofa feeling of disappointment in not see-
ing the familiar Widow Bedott of Neil
Bargeas modified Into the spinster Abi-j
fnil, but this wears off under the spell of
[arte Hates' excellent acting of the part, j

James R. Smith keeps equally close to
nature as Solon Hammerhead, and tho
younger people are satisfactorily person-
ated by two pretty yoong women and
pleasant young men. Cold Molasses is,
of course, not only a i-tar, but a eynosuro
at that. The husking bee might'bc a lit-
tle more natural if a little more husking
were done, but Margaret May's light and
nimble feel dance so airily amid tho
buskers Who do not husk, that objection :
is forgotten. Ifone come to 'The County
Fair* with the spirit he takes to a French
sensational drama of intrigue, jealousy
and fractured command meats, he may
find it "slow" no doubt, with the excep-
tion of the loudly heralded horse rare,
which is exciting enough. The mechani-
cal illusion ofthe tliree horses running at

sp i. neck and neck, is a marvel of
effect, and the enthusiastic shouts ofthe
audience lit in appropriately with tho
spirit of the scene and seem apart of the
Stage production. 'The County Fair' is a
play that will gain on tho public by repe-
tition. "• *

THIRTY YEARS AGO.

An Incident of the Legislature of the

A Jealous Husband's Experience with

a Private Detectiye-»Fort

Sumter's Fall.

While Legislatures of the present day
are often accused by the press and public
ofbeing governed by the almighty dollar,
they used to say in earlier days that a
few suits ofclothes would go a great way
in securing the passage of a bill. One of
the press correspondents here during the
session of 1861 wrote to his paper a little
sketch concerning a prominont Sacra-
mento clothier, who was also a heavy
buyer ofscrip.

He had a claim before the Legislature
forupwards of$3,000 which had been as-
signed to him by attaches of the preced-
ing session for extra services. The bill
had passed the Assembly and was on tho
Senate flic, and the merchant was in tho
lobby waiting anxiously and nervously
for it to be taken up.

A wag, who understood the situation,
went to the Sacramentan and gravely as-
sured him that he knew* of two Senators
who would vote against tho bill unless
they each received a new suit of clothes.
The merchant's glass eye actually shed
tears at this terriblo announcement.

"Oh, Mishtor B ," he cried, "I

fooden'tshtandtte bress, s'help mine Cot,
gooden't! You dellsh 'em I gifs 'om

each a bair o' bants!"
"No, they won't stand that," replied

tho heartless wag.
"Veil,den, I gifs 'em each a goat!"
"No, they won't take anything less than

an elegant suit."
"Veil,Imusht haf der monish, zo hero

goesh—l gif dem de chloshe, but s'help
me, Moses, I'll nefer again dry to do
pishness mit der Lechislather!"

The supposed lobbyist was about to
start ofl* to see tho two Senators, when
tho clothier stopped him and inquired:

"Py te vay, who vas te Sonaters vat
vants to close?"

Ithappened that thero were two very
large men in the Senate—one was Watt
ofNevada, nearly seven feet tall, and tho
other a Major C ,of whom it was said
at the time that he was as broad as tbo
Bell and Everett platform. The torturer
ot the clothier mentioned their names,
whereat tho latter threw up his hands in
horror and exclaimed:

"Oh, mine Cot, tero isn't a suit in
mine sthore as vill fit doso men! I
goodent got dem short of New Y'orrick.
unt tey cost like der tuyfel. Ofo it vas
only little Sharley De Long unt' Arry
Dornton, I good lit'em ovid mit ease,
for Ihave a large unt elegant sthoek ofo
poys' doting. 1 good tit Barks or Curnel
Tickeson, or Shon Eakan, or Boats, or
Heocoek, or Shon Vatson, or Tick Irwin,
or Toe Fance, or Toe Vranklin, or Toe
Harvey, or Sol Sharp, or Henry Etcher-
tine—but Watt and Glark! Mem Cot!
Watt vas so high as ter 'Rabian chiant,
and Glark is so pig te otter vay ! No.mem vrent, let ter pill go to ter vaste
basket—l goodent sthand ter bress!"

They put the bill through, however,
and the Sacramento merchant got his
money, but the frigid he had suffered let
him out on buyiug up warrants after
that time.

A very good story had got into
tho local papers concerning a gentleman
then well known in society and business
circles here and in San Francisco. He
had a young and very pretty wife, of
whom he was decidedly jealous; and. if
the gossips of the two cities could be be-
lieved, his jealousy was not without
cause. As thoy were persons of means,
the wife spent considerable of her time
in San Francisco, and in making the
journeys to and from that city she was
the center of attraction on the steam-
boats. Acertain river Captain, who was
considerable of a gallant, was especially
attentive to her. Rumors of his wife's

private detective.

On the 25th of April the pony ex-
press brought the news of tho attack
upon and the fall of Fort Sumter in
Charleston harbor, and President Lin-
coln had issued his proelauiation calling
out an army of 75,000 men in the hope of
its being sullicient to put down the up-
rising. Like others, oven Lincoln did
not dream of the deep-seated treachery
that prevaded the Southern States.

On the day following receipt of
the news tliat Fort Sumter had been tired
upon, "Old Mose," the octogenarian
bootblack, secured an old uniform of tho
Sutter Rities, and marched through tho
streets talking war. The old fellow's
heart was stirred to its very depths by
the news and a liberal supply of whisky,
and he would have fought a regiment bf
men.

General E. V. Sumner arrived in
San Francisco by the steamer Golden
Age, on the 24th of April, 1861. He camo
with authority of tho President to relieve
General Jo Johnston, who was in com-
mand of tho Federal forces, and who—it
is believed—had already determined upon
turning the Government forts over to
the secessionists.

.........In the Legislature of 1861 George
S. Evans (afterward Adjutant-General)
was a Minute Clerk at $W per day; T. W.
Hubbard was an Assistant Engrossing
Clerk ; Harry R. Mighels was Engrossing

Clerk; M. D. Boruck was a Committee
Clerk; J. Clock was Porter for both
Houses, each of which paid him $1 a day;
Hiram Arentz was a Page iv the Assem-
bly.

George C. Gorham was then edit-
ing the Marysville Democrat, a paper
which advocated Democratic principles.
Six years afterward Gorham was the Re-
publican candidate for Governor.

Probably the first Republican over
appointed to a Federal office in Sacra-
mento was George Rowland, whom Pres-
ident Lincoln named for Postmaster in
April, 1801.

Fitzhugh Lee, now Governor of
Virginia, and a General in the Confeder-
ate Army during the war, had just re-
ceived a First Lieutenant's commission
in the artillery service.

On the night of April Ist tho safe
of County Treasurer W. N. Brooks, at
Cacheville, Yolo County, was broken
open and ?8,000 taken. The robbers got
away with their plunder.
