MODERN FICTION.
What Effect lias It L'pon Domestic

Happiness/

The novel of to-day, compared with its
predecessor of even a decade, shows what
great changes have taken place in thought
and practice. Greater changes still are in-
uicated^tlie tendency of which is to de-
velop in woman hitherto unknown or un-
used powers of mind, but judging from
representative fiction, these new endow-
ments do not increase her happiness.
The modern heroine may be compared lo
Join of Arc. says Helen Jay in Harper'a
Jhizar. She see \ isioiis and dreams, ami
listens to strange and sometimes heav-
enly voices, and is more successful as
leader, saint and martyr than in the
commonplace avocation of a wife.

As we read, we ask two questions:
First, does the novel ol to-day tairly rep-
resent the great number of loyal, happy
wives, who, "thank heaven, (hating, tora
good man's love," and are Dot afraid of
wasti'd affection, realizing that no one
can attain to anything greater than love?
We wonder, too, how* much literature of
a certain class is responsible for the very
evils it now, in some instances, lashes so
vigorously? Charles Lamb says that
"the next thing to making a child an in-
fidel is letting him know that there are
infidels at all.

is not much domestic anhappinessthe
result ol suggestion on the part of some
writers of fiction? The passionate love
story: the deification of sudden romantic
attachment; the advocating of anequai
Improvident marriages; the bringing for-
ward ot* the hysterical selfish woman as
an attractive type of character; and tlie
insidious justification of the wrongdoer,
be it husband or wife—may not those
have formed part ol* the first cause, the
effect of which is the danger which
threatens the home?

Julea Siinuii in tho lirnw dc FnmilU'
makes ast|t>n|; appeal to dramatists ahd
novelists to assist in promoting sound
and sensible ideas regarding the relations
of the sexes, lie would have them turn
from the psychology of the passions to
the stmiy <ii moral obligation.

An ppeal might also be made to women,
the readers of the world, to suffer no
book to cross the threshold ut' the home
which is not clean and wholesome In its
teaching.
