The brakeman on the first sec-
tion let his cars run, the grade being
downward, and when near the brick
yard, seeing the white light on the bridge,
he concluded that everything was all
Suddenly a red light was seen,
being waved violently, but the signal

| came too late. The impetus the train
had gained during its two-mile run on

the down grade could not be checked,
and the train ran into the creek.

The brakeman managed to jump from
the train as the last car went over,

As soon as the accident happened the
bridge-tender, Thomas Nefsy, skipped
out and has not been seen since.

Travel on the road has not been inter-
fered with to any great extent. The pas-
sengers are transterred at either side
the creek and no material difference in
time is made.

The steam shovel and wrecking appa-
ratus of the company are on the ground,
and it is expected that the debris will be
cleared away and the road in thorough
running order by Monday.

The cars that went over were all loaded
with general merchandise.

THE EMPEROR RUFFLED.

Bismarck's Appearance in the
Reichstag Displeases Him,

HE SAYS "I AM THE ONLY MASTER
IN THE COUNTRY.”

Premier Di Rudini’s Attempt to Fasten
on Secretary Blaine the Chargo of
Using a Private Dispatch Publicly
Meets With Little Success—DBlaine’s
Answer to It Thought to be I'rompt,

Dignifled and Conclusive.

NEwW Yorg, May 9.-—Yates’ TLondon
letter to the 7%widune says: *““There is
only one master in this country, and I
am he; there shall be no other
sides me."” Such are the authentic words
of the German Emperor at the Dusseldorf
on Tuesday. *“In the spirit,” adds he,
“I drink the welfare of the Rhine
provinee.”” But when the fumes of this
spirit had been dispelled, a more sober
second thought of the Emperor led him
to strike out from the official report of his
harangue this all too significant sentenee.
That it was spoken there is no doubt.
They who heard it were many. It was
his answer, think some, to the election of
Bismarck to the Reichstag.
