Barnum's Truism That the People
Like to Be Humbugged.

"Oh, it's a fake."
It is quite a common expression nowa-

days, particularly with reference to
crooked sporting affairs and theatricals.
The word "fake" is generally tabooed by
real nice folks as emanating from slang-
dom.

It may have been slang once, but it's
English now.

Just look in your big unabridged
"Webster's dictionary. You willnot find
tho word in tho regular compilation, but
turn back to the appendix or supplement
and you will see that the author defines
the word as "a trick; a swindle." He
might have added, as another synonym,
"humbug," but he was probably in a

hurry and forgot it.
Speaking of humbugs, fakes or

swindles, I might quote from the lato
world-famous showman, P. T. Barnum.
< Barnum used to say that peoplo like
to bo humbugged, and judging from tho
Buccess he had in the business, there is
lit—cdonbt but that he was right. Bar-
num was himself an expert in
that line, getting up more humbugs
anion a larger scale than perhaps any
other man that could be named. Ho evi-
dently knew what ho was talking about
win nhe made that remark. Peoplo do
like to be humbugged, and they aro
never satisfied unless they are "taken
in,'" paradoxical as it may seem.

An illustration of this peculiar quality
in human nature may be seen every
evening on tho streets of Sacramento,
Where the fakirs operate uninterrupted.

Some of those anti-labor individuals
peddle ont wondrous antidotes and
elixirs warranted to make tho old
young again, and the young still
younger. Ii their medicine could be ad-
ministered to a man who was justin the
art of shuffling off this mortal coil, no
matter what his ailment—broken neck or
anything else —ho would Unmediately
change ids mind, fool .the angels, and
Stay with us a hundred years, according
to the songs of these festive fakirs.
Others sell trinkets and novelties of
alluring type, and still others deal out
wisdom in art. science and such in large
chunks. Another class, of a more
aggravated type are tho so-called
street phrenologists, one of whom
operated successfully at Fourth and
i\ Btreets only a week ago. These
fakirs examine tne heads of people, tell
them allabout their peculiarities, eccen-
tricities, and ten lencii s, by feeling of
their humps, looking wise and declaring
that they can Interpret not only outward
marks and signs but the very thoughts
of their subjects. They awaken the

so, as long as her money holds out. In
this way you can get one or two season s
experience at some one else's expense,
and if 3*oll are born to be great, that
much practice will enable you to handle
anything from a Patti opera to a dime
museum.

And now that you are on the high road
to success, there are a few little incident-
als that should bo looked after, in order
not to impede your progress. Look out
for the newspaper dramatic critic. Your
future, your fortune, aye, your very lifo
depends upon the whims of the dramatic
crftic. Now and then you willrun against
a critic who has a warm spot in his heart,
feels sorry for you, and willnot "roast"
your show in the manner it might de-
serve. But you willnot find them often.
Tho average dramatic critic is cold-
blooded and hard-hearted. He might
have been sympathetic once upon a time,
but he's been too long Inthe business now,
and has been fooled too ofton. Don't
lie about your show to the critic. Lie
all you please on your show-bills, but
don't lie to this man. Let this advise go
unheeded, and you might succeed in get-
ting a fino advance notice from him, by
Ij-ing, but the next time you come to his
town you will be slaughtered. And don't
got too familiar with the critic. Tako him
up to the theater ifyou wish,and make him
acquainted with your soubrette, or prima
donna, but don't get too familiar yourself.

Allthis advice may seem superfluous,
but it is important. Ifyou should lack
perspicacity and strike the wrong man,
tho wrong critic, you are done for in his
city. A few years will suffico to teach
the showman to discriminate, and be
truthful at tho same time, and when he
has been i>ut several seasons ahead of some
"stupendous aggregations" he willsmile
at tho simplicity of tho obstacles which
caused him such anxiety and heart-
burnings, before his hair turned gray.

And all the time keep Barnum's advice
in mind: The people like to be hum-
bugged. Remember that it is not so
much what you have got, as what you
make the dear people believe you have
got, that will fatten your sack with dol-
lars. Hauji Pasha.

NATIONAL GUARD.

Regulation for the Semi-Annual
Target Practice,

No Place Yet Selected for the Ancrust

Encampment—General Mili-

tary Notes.

The somi-annual target practice of the
National Guard has been ordered to take
place iv June and September of this year.
The shooting here will by companies, at
the Twelfth-street ranges. The battery
will probably take to the hills.

The dates for the regiment willbe set
by Colonel ("nthric, and tho Inspector of
Rifle Practice must superintend. The
shooting must be conducted under the
rules prescribed in Blunts Manual as
far as practicable. Blank rolls will be
furnished by the Adjutant-General, and
live copies must be made out for each
command and delivered to the Inspector
before the practice commences.

All members of companies, tho Signal
Corps, field and stall*, etc, must shoot on
the same day. The aggregate scores made
in June and September willbe the basis
for the reward of medals, and the stand-
ard has been raised. To all making sixty
per cent, a silver medal and bronze clasp
will be given. Those in the eighty per-
cent, class willreceive silver medals with
silver clasps, and all who do not make
less than ninety per cent, will get silver
nn dais with gold clasps.

Members of companies must have a
record of sixty per cent, attendance at
drills in order to be awarder' a medal.

The place has not yet been decided
upon, t.eneral Allen is about to i^sue
strict orders that no ladies be allowed in
camps of the National Guard.

AMUSEMENTS.
At the Metropolitan Theater this even-

It would be a dull
clod indeed who failed to get a bit excited
while the race scene is on, and the
horses are running for dear life, while
the jockeys are whipping for all they are
worth. And when Cold Molasses forges
slowly to tbe front and comes under the
wire a neck in tho lead, it is much the
huene as Borstios swimming the Tiber
when

'•l'.ven tlie ranks of Tuscany
Gould scarce forbear to cheer.

THIRTY YEARS AGO.

Grand Sentiments by Lincoln in His
Younger Days.

Excitement Over War "News—lncor-

porators of the Central Pa-

ciflc Railroad.

Lincoln's address at the dedication ot
the Gettysburg National Cemetery
twenty-six years ago lias been and is re-
garded as ono of the grandest orations
ever uttered; and, as evidence that it was
no mere accident of speech or occasion,
but that Lincoln was one of the pro-
foundest thinkers and philosophers of
his time, the following extract from one
of the speeches of his younger days—de-
livered away back in 1840—is reproduced.

Itwas found In the Union ofApril 26,
IS6I, just after Lincoln had taken his offlce
as President. The sentiments therein ex-
pressed, and tbe manner of their ex-
pression, servo to rank Bide by side with
his immortal address at Gettysburg,
tweuty years later :

"Many free countries have lost their
liberty, and ours may lose hers; but if
she shall, be it my proudest plume —not
that 1 was the last to desert, but that 1
never deserted her. I know that the
great volcano at Washington, aroused
and directed by the evil spirit that reigns
there, is belching forth the lava of politi-
cal corruption in a current broad and
deep, which is sweeping with frightful
velocity over the whole length and
breadth of the land, bidding fair to leave
Unscathed no green spot or living thing,
while on its bosom are riding, liko
demons on the waves of hell, the imps
of that evil spirit, and fiendishly taunting
all those who dure to resist its de-
stroying course With tho hopelessness of
tii tire—Oils- and knowing this, I cannot
deny that all may be swept away. Broken
by it 1 too may be; bow to it I never will.
The possibility that we may fall in tho
struggle ought not to deter us from the
support ofa cause which we believe to be
just. It shall not deter me. If ever I
foe! the soul within me elevate and ex-
pand to those dimensions not wholly un-
worthy of its Almighty Architect, it is
when I contemplate the cause of my
country, deserted by ail the worldbeside.
and I standing up boldly, alone, anil
hurling defiance at her victorious op-
pressors.

"Here, without contemplating conse-
quences—before Heaven, and in the face
ofthe world—lswear eternal fidelity to
the just cause, as Ideem it, of tho land of
my life, my liberty, and uiy love! And
who that thinks with me will not fear-
lessly adopt the oath that I take? Let
none falter who thinks he is right, anil
we may succeed. But if, after all, we
shall fail, be it so. We still shall have
the proud consolation of saying to onr
consciences, and to the (departed shade of
our country's freedom, that the cause-
approved 01 our judgment, and adored of
our hearts in disaster, in chains, and in
death—we never (altered in defending."

Tho Shasta Courier, referring to
tlie reproduction of old-time reniiiles-
cences, says: "Itis common sense fur
those who live In the present, and have
heirs to succeed them, to remember the
past, recall events, refresh memories, and
make the young generation acquainted
with events and local history of the
Beenes that transpired in the days tiiat
have gone, things that occurred in the
neighborhood of their birth. To recall

rly-time historj- the ' bimer, Rec-
obd-Union, Yreka Journal, Weaverville
Journal, the Mountain Democrat, and
other papers, occasion—lly go back to the
early records that they arc fortunate
enough to possess, and give extracts and
local historical matters that are highly
relished and prized as information and
history of the times spoken of.

"Ofcourse there are a simple set of
aftermath swallows and gulls thinly
skimming tho waters of the present, who
don't want to know aboat what has pre-
ceded them, or for anything of to-day,
ev (.,.j,t what they <an get by cheek and
loud pretense* and what they leave after
them will not be worth recording in the
papers. The newspapers of to-day that
in addition to giving tho current new.- of
local and transpiring events, can give au-
thentic and photographic views oflocal
cents and times of the past, have a man-
ifest and well appreciated advantage.

L< t glimpses of the past history ac-
company the current events of tin*; v st-
ent and there will be no kickers except
those adolescents that are born to be rec-
ognized in their day and generation as
envious or 'crippled under the hat.' "

Political feeling was running high
in those days, and sensational occur-
rences were frequent. One night au
Italian organ-grinder was turning the
crank ofhis wheezy machine at second
and X streets, when a Southerner, whose
heart had been duly "tired" (and his
brain, also, by frequent libations!, ap-
proached the musician and commanded
him to play "Dixie." a Republican,
who had been celebrating in honor of
Major Anderson's gallant defense oi Fort
Sumter, happened along about that time
time and overheard the Southerner's de-
mand. He objected, and toldthe organ-
grinder to grind out "Yankee Doodle."

Then the war broke out, and a rough-
and-tumble light ensued between the
Democrat and the Republican, during
which the Italian was rolled on and his
organ ground to splinters. To add to the
excitement, two pistol-shots were fired,but nobody was shot.

The trouble lasted for some time, and
camo mar causing a general riot, but was
finally quelled by the police.

In the Assembly John Conness
made a masterly speech against Zach.
Montgomery's bill providing for a di-
vision ofthe public school funds so as to
enable ditierent religious denominations
to maintain their own schools. Mr. Con-
ness is an Irishman, and although it was
reported that the hill was introduced at
the instigation of the Catholic Church he
denied the charge, and said the principle
involved was not asked for by the major-
ity of Catholics. He toldhow. aquarter
of a century before, he landed upon the
shores of America from an emigrant
ship; how ho was "deposited there as a
single grain of sand upon the sea-shore;"
bow he found his way into a free school,
where ho was given an education and
never asked what his religious view-,
might be. 11 is speech occupied several
column.- of the I'mox. and was one ol
the ablest and most eloquent delivered
during that memorable session.

The stockholders of the Central
Pacific Railroad Company met in Sacia-
mento on tho Ist of May. 1861, and took
the firststeps toward effecting an organ-
isation. Articles of association were
adopted, and a Board of Directors and
one of Commissioners appointed. The
Directors were L. A. JBooth, James
Bailey. C. P. Huntington, T. D. Judah,
Leland Stanford, Charles Crocker and
Mark Hopkins, Sacramento* I*, ay.
Strong, Dutch Ihit; Charles Marsh, Ne-
vada. Commissioners —B. P. Moore
Dutch Flat; Edward Brickoll, Illinois'
town: F.. x.. Waite, Nevada; Charles Mc-
Laughlin, Grass Valley; Samuel Cross,
Sacrameuto.

The reduction ofFort Sumter had
set the nation practically on lire. Men
were flocking to New York from all
directions in response to Lincoln's call
for seventy-five thousand volunteers, and
war vessels were being h'tod out in haste.
It was feared that the Confederates would
move on the National Capital, and bodies
of militia wore preparing to go to its de-
fense.

Jeff Davis laughed at Lincoln's pro-
clamation, ami said ho would havo Wash-
ington in thirty days The New York
Herald office was threatened, and com-
pelled to run up the Stars and Stripes.

The steamers Chrysopolis and
Nevada had a great race from here to San
Francisco ono day in April. The first-
named won by fifteen minntes, and tlie
f I \u25a0 I • • iphed here that night tied

somo of her passengers who left Sacra-
mento at '2 o'clock in the afternoon took
their toddies in the Bank Exchange sa-
loon, corner of Montgomery and Wash-
ington streets, at 8 o'clock in the evening.

There were expert pickpockets in
those days, as well as now. Whilo a
stage driver named Baker was piloting
his stage from Mariposa to Hornitos one
of his lady passengers—who was very
anxious to "ride on the box with the
good-looking driver"—picked his pocket
of all his wealth.

A 100-vara lot on the corner of
Fourth and Mission streets sold for $4.*"-,-
--000, aud tho owner thought he was get-
ting a fine price for it. The same lot
could not nowbe had for less than twenty
times that sum.

Drytown, Amador County, has
the honor of being the place where the
tirst L'nion Club (political) was formed in
the State. E. D. Lemoin was President,
Wm. 11. Hooper Vice-President, and S.
K. DeLong Secretary.

Odd Fellows' Hall in Marvsville
was dedicated on the 20th of April, 1801.
A feature of the exercises was the ora-
tion by Newton Booth oi Sacramento.

Henry XV. Halleck was then
Major-General of the Second Division of
the California militia, but it was not long
before ho was called to tho head of the
Federal army.

Pacific Coast Failures.
The Bradstreet Mercantile Agency re-

ports fourteen failures in the Pacific Coast
States and Territories for tho week end-
ing yesterday, as compared with nine-
teen for tho previous week, and eight for
the corresponding week of 1890. The
failures for tho oast week aro divided
among the trades as follows: Three sa-
loons, one wood and coal, one hotel, ono
furniture, one well-borer, one grocery,
one gem ral store, ono bakery, one dry
goods, one clothing, one restaurant, and
one cigars and tobacco.

WOMEN AROUSED.

The Wives and Mothers of Gait Are
Up in Arms.

War Declared on the "Red Light"

Bagnio of Georgia Lawrence—l—icy

Developments in Store.

Tho village of Gait, in this county, is
just now tho battle-ground between" de-
cency and shaniclessness, and it looks
very much as ifthe former is going to
got away with tho fight. The latest de-
velopments in the struggle are thus set
forth in yesterday's Gazctft:

"Ladies of tiie Women. Christian
Temperance Union of Gait havo taken
upon themselves the ridding-of the town
of the notorious Georgia Lawrence, and
the closing up of the 'Red-Light bagnio
near the school-house, and have appealed
to the strong arm of tho law to aid them
In their undertaking.

"Amember of that society, Mrs. A. P.
Clough, on last Wednesday swore to a
complaint charging Georgia Lawrence
With the crime of vagrancy, and she will
be prosecuted by the District Attorney
under the new vagrancy law enacted by
the last Legislature.

''"Constable Phillips arrested the brothel
keeper and took her before Justice of the
Peace (lenient. Her plea was not guilty.
She waived time and asked for a continu-
ance of the case until next Saturday the
loth inst. J*

"The trial will be one of thoso racy,
gossipy ones, repleto with sensational
developments that will cause the blush
and pallor of shame to surmount tho
cheeks of the unsophisticated witnesses
who willbe called upon the stand to givo
testimony in the case.

"Itis H-d that the prosecution has been
diligently at work for some time procur-
ing the names of patrons of the 'Red
Light,' for the rmrpose of proving be-
yond all peradvent-re the character aud
purposes of the houso and nuisance eorn-
plained oi".

"We willnot be surprised to see an ex-odus of Galtities rushing to tho springs
and other distant resorts during the nextfew days.

"The suit, however, will determine oneoftwo things. Itis understood that the
defense will demand a jury trial, and if
there can be found in this township
twelve men who favor the keeping and

i conducting of a houso of prostitution at
jtho very threshold of tlie public school,

! the sooner this fact is made known to tho
jcommunity the better.
j "It will not do to disguise the 'Rod
jLight'as a saloon, dram-shop or public
inn. notwithstanding tho fact that the
landlady may have procured a license to
sell liquors and cigars.

"The suit commenced is only tho fore-
runner ot other criminal actions to be
commenced later on by the prosecution,
should it fail in tins instance in closing
the doors ofa brothel in close proximity
to the school-house.

"The ladies of the XV. C. T. U. are de-
termined to abate tlio nuisance, and they
will have the best efforts ol the District
Attorney to help them out."
