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CHILEAN REBELLION.

The Insurgents Are About to
March Upon Santiago.

BALMACEDA GIVEN THREE MONTHS

TO SURRENDER.

More About the Itata Affair—Great Se-

crecy at "Washington Regarding

the Movements ofthe United States

Cruisers—Agent Burt, of the Robert

and Minnie, Makes a Statement.

Bpwlal to the RECORn-UNioN.
Pakis, May 10.—The Chilean Congres-

sional lenders here deny that the failure of
peace negotiations was due to the demands
ot* the Congressional party.

Their advices state that President Bal-
maceda, after oilering to treat, changed
his mind upon hearing of tho sinking of
the war-ship Blanco Encalada, and made
the publicity given to the proposals ofthe
Congressional party an excuse for
rupturing negotiations. Tho leaders of
the anti-Government party say that their
losses on the sea will not affect their final
victory.

The Congressional party, according to
the same authority, possesses an organ-
ized army which is about to march upon
Santiago. Even if the troops be confined
to threatening in action, Balmaceda
must surrender within three months be-
cause of tho collapse of his resources. The
115,000,000 reserve which he held prior to
the insurrection is exhausted, and he has
now no sources ofrevenue.

Fifty steamers at Valparaiso laden with
coal, which were detained by order of
Balmaoeda, have now* been released, un-
der pressure from foreign powers, and
are about to trade at the ports held by the
Congressional party. These vessels wiil
load with nitrates, the duty on which will
bring the insurgents a Targe sum. Al-
though Godoy failed to raise a loan in
Kurope, tlie agent of the Congressional
party has been promised assistance here.

TIIE ITATA AFFAIR.

Great Secrecy Regarding Navy Move-
ments Prevails at tho Capital.

Washington, May 10.—While there
arc no new developments regarding the
reported issuance of orders to the cruiser
Charleston and men-of-war composing
the South Pacilic squadron, to go after
and seize tho insurgent vessel Itata,
which is now supposed to be on her way
to Chile with arms taken from the
schooner Robert and Minnie, it is be-
lieved that orders have been sent to Ad-
miral B row n, command ing the Pacific Sta-
tion, and to Admiral Mc( aim, command-
ing the ships ofthe South Pacific Station,
to Capture the Itata by force, ifnecessary,
and take her to the first American port.

The greatest air of secrecy surrounds
the affair, and to-night it is utterly im-
possible to learn tliat auy orders of any
nature regarding the Itata have been
issued by the Navy Department or would
be Issued.

Secretary Tracy left the city yesterday
on the Dispatch in company with Com-
modore Folgerto inspect the new naval
proving ground, down on the Potomac,
and has not yet returned. At his house
it was said that he had probably contin-
ued his trip to Fort Monroeor gone down
to Chesapeake |to stay over Sunday. He
left word that he would not return until
noon to-morrow.

Commodore Ramsey, Chief of the Bu-
reau ol Navigation, and who issues all
orders directing the movements ofthe
ships of the navy, was seen to-night, but
declined to Bay anything on the subject.
There is the strongest reason for believ-
ing that orders were issued yesterday be-
fore Secretary Tracy left tbeDepartment,
and that the Charleston is now on her
way south after the Itata. Comni'xlore
Ramsey said to-night that he received an
unofficial dispatch this morning from
San Francisco saying that tho Charleston
had kouc to sea to test her guns. Imt had
not returned. As lias been stated, orders
were Issued some time ago by the Navy
Department for the Charleston to go to
senior the purpose of giving her eight-
inch rides a trial in tiring, while the ship
executed certain maneuvers, but
whether the orders were further supple-
mented by sealed orders or not cannot be
learned.

Assistant Secretary of the Navy Spley
has been absent from the Department
since Thursday, an.l when seen to-niyht
lie also declined to say anything that
would throw any light whatever on the
subject. Soley said he was not fully in-
formed SS to what had transpired at the
Department during hia absence, and was
not in a position to say anything in the
absence of the Secretary, who would re-
turn to-morrow. He also declined to
atlirm or deny that any orders had been
issued by the Department in consequence
of the sudden departure of the Itata.

Naval officers in Washington who are
conversant with the coast of Lower Cali-
fornia say it is likely the schooner Robert
and. Minnie may bave deposited the rifles
intended for the Chileans on some oneof
the small outlying islands near the COSSt,
and the Itata procured them there in-
stead of taking chances Of sighting the
\u25a0chooner at sea. This was the most prac-
ticable sehenie, and moreover would not
tend to arouse the suspicion ofthe I nited
stales authorities, as would he the case
.should the schooner be seen lying oil the
coast.

The Itata is an iron screw propeller
ship, 200 tone, and waa built in Knglaud
in 1*7.;. She has compound engines of
antiquated make,and is not capable prob-
ably ofSteaming more than nine or ten
knots an hour. She was formerly owned
and operated by the Chilean Steam Navi-
gation Company, and how she came into
the hands OS the insurgents is not known
ttore, unless she was seized by them at
the beginning ofthe insurrection.

The United states vessels in Chilean
waters are the Baltimore, and the flag-
ship Penaacola, with Rear-Admiral Mc-
Cann in command. The Ssn Francisco,
when last heard from, had left Peru, an.l
willlikely join the Baltimore and Penaa-
cola early thie week. With the Charles-
ton, the Admiral will liave under his com-
mand three ef the finest ships of the new
navy, i \u25a0 sides the Penaacola, which is the
best of the wooden class in the service.
With those four ships it is not antici-
pate.! by the naval officers that much op-
poutaon would be met with should the
I nited States see tit to capture the Itata.even should she be reinforced by the bestships ot the insurgents.

DEPENDS n-iiv cikciwistaxces.
The Charleston Has BeaUy <;one After

the Runaway Itata.
WASHIHOTOX, May 10.--At a late hour

to-night it was learned tliat the tele-
graphic instructions sent the captain of
tiie Charleston leave a good deal to thai
officer's discretion and judgment.

in case he overtakes the Itata. ho is di-
rected to take the Chilean vessel, pro-
vided he can do so without manifest
injury to his own ship.

The d Apartment does not anticipate
anything like hostilities between the
Charleston and the Itata, but the latter
\evsel may be joined by a battleship of
the insurgents by the time the United
{States cruiser overhauls her. |

Ihe protection which surrounds the
Itata will govern tho action of Remey.
11, in his opinion, he can forcibly seize
the Chilean vessel without destruction to
the Charleston and death to her officers
and men, the Itata willbe brought back
to an American port.

Captain Remev, of the Charleston, is
not expected to meet with a forcible ob-
jection should he succeed in finding tho
Itata, but Admiral Brown, of the San
Francisco, and Captain Schley, of the
Baltimore, may, in obeying orders to in-
tercept the Chilean, encounter the navy
of the insurgents. This discretionary
privilege is not likely to be abused or
render the United States oilicers over-
cautious. The Department holds that the
first duty of a Commander in war is to
take great risk only for the accomplish-
ment of great ends.

AGENT HURT TALKS.

He Does Not Think the Robert and
Mlnnlo Did Wrong.

Los Angeles, May 10.—The schooner
Robert and Minnie is safely tied up to
the wharf at San Pedro, with an United
States Marshal in charge. George A.
Burt, supercargo and agent of the
Chilean insurgents, and pilot Dillof San
Diego, who took the Itata out to sea, are
under arrest, and under charge of Mar-
shal Gard in this city.

Burt was interviewed at length to-
night. He insists that he has violated no
law, and seems to lie confident that he
will be released. He stated that the Mar-
shal was acting in good faith in arresting
him, but that the Government would lind
itself mistaken and would liave to pay
him forjtho trouble and annoyance it had
put him to. Ho had not evaded a single
maritime law, nor lad he violated those
relating to neutral powers. He had done
nothing to be afraid of, and was perfectly
willing to abide by the consequences of
his acts. The Government, he said,
should have got after Hartly and Gra-
ham of Dion, New York, manufact-
uring exporters of arms shipped on the
schooner, and not after him.

When pressed to speak of his voyage in
tlie schooner Robert and Minnie, Burt
said that there was nothing mysterious
about her at all. The arms had been
shipped by rail from the Kast, and loaded
in the ve,-w,el at the Oakland mole inbroad
daylight. There had been no attempt at
concealment, he said, because there was
no necessity for it. She left at 6 o'clock
in the morning, and not at 3a. m., as re-
ported, with a crew consisting of himself,
Captain <)•Farrell, a cook and four sea-
men, and was towed by the Vigilant
down the coast until off Catalina Island.
When she left the mole there were 200
cases of arms piled upon her deck aft to
make her easier, and these were not
stowed away until after she left the
Heads. When boarded by the customs
oiiicer at Catalina, the vessel's manifest

j was shown and several other papers. He
j at first said that there was something sus-

, picious about the vessel, and left a manj on board, but after telegraphing to Wash-
• ington subsequently took him off again.
| The vessel then cruised about for sev-
eral days, but Burt finally got tired wait-

! ing, and as he could gain no information
j as to the whereabouts rf the steamer he
was expecting, lie determined to put in at
San Diego. On arriving at the mouth ef

; tho harbor, however, he sighted thej steamer lying in the stream within, and. at once put about, and soon afterward re-
ceived a communication from her.

Soon alter a tug with Marshal (Jard on
board approached and steamed within
one hundred yards of her, but did not
hail her, much to the surprise of Burt
and the crew ofthe schooner. On Thurs-
day morning they discharged their cargo,
and after taking pilot Dillon board sailed
to San Pedro, where they arrived yester-
day afternoon.

I Burt refused to say where the schooner
discharged her cargo, but did not deny
that the arms had been placed on one of
the small islands in the San Clemente
group. He evidently knew* both Captain
Mauzeum and Silva, Imt states positively
that he had not been on board the Itata.

Burt expressed himself as confident
that the Itata could not possibly have
been detained by the force at the command
ofthe United States Marshal, as her crew
would most certainly have resisted any

i attempt to board her. He also expressed
surprise that Marshal Gard did not seize
the schooner when he went out to her in
the tug, ifshe was to have been seized at
all.

Burt has telegraphed the facts as to his
arrest to Senator Trumbull, engaged at-
torneys and will fight the case, but ap-
pears to be expecting advices from Wash-
ington ordering his release.

D3UJS STORY.

He Tells How He Wus Compelled to
Cuide the Itata.

Los Angeles, May 10.—Pilot Dill of
San Diego came up from San Pedro tliis
evening with United States Marshal Gard.

Dill says he had uo alternative but to
take the Itata to sea. He says the captain
put three armed Chileans on either side
of him and remained himself with re-
volver in hand to see that he did not run
the steamer aground. He says that he
s:iw from fifty to sixty armed men on
!oard. but there may have been more,
and two cannons on the forward deck,
lie was told that there were six more

i cannons and two Gatling guns on board.
Dill says he is confident that the Chil-eans would have resisted any attempt to

detain her, as a matter of lifeor death.
Ddl declines to say how tho arms were

transferred, or where: hut there is no
doubt that it was done at the San
Clemente Islands', as he took the Itata to

, that place. He *ay< he then went to bed
and knew nothing more until called by
tho Quartermaster at 1 o'clock Thursday
morning, and was told that the schooner
had discharged and to go aboard, which
he did. He says the Itata was a veritable
man-of-war when he took her out o
the harbor, but had the appearance of a

I merchant vessel w hen he brought her in.
Captain O'Farrell of the schooner re-

fuses to make any admissions. He says, he did not know* that he was violating
I any law, but refuses to say what became
: of his cargo beyond the fact that he has a
Clear receipt for everything, and that he
would not Dave been captured had he had
his lull crew.

The Federal officers are very reticent
1 and decline to say what orders, ifany,
have been received'from Washington.

The Charleston Located.
Dos Anoi i.i.s, May 10.—A dispatch

from San Pedro says the United States
war vessels Omaha and Charleston came
to an.-hor oil that place this evening, and
exchanged signals.

Will Not Tiilk.
San Pedro, May 10.—All on board tlie

Robert and Minnie are under arrest.
They have delivered their cargo, hut de-
cline to say anything whatever about the
Itata.

ADMIRALROHAN'S ROMANCE.

He Hated His Brother and Spurned
the Family Name,

BUT BEQUEATHS HIS FORTUNE TO
HIS BROTHER'S WIPE.

Chinch Bngs Will Be Foueht Off With

Contagious Disease—Costly Fire ln

Xew York—Progress of the Presi-

dential Party—The Williams-Martin

Fend ln Illinois.

Washington, May 10.—The will of
Admiral Rohan was filed at Washington
Wednesday. It was executed on tho
steamship Gascoyne, of the French line,
on April 27,1887, on a voyage from Havre
to New York.

The entire estate is willed to his sister-
in-law, the widow of Rear-Admiral Dahl-
gren.

On August 21st, a few months before ho
died, he sent a note to Mrs. Dahlgren,
properly witnessd, in which lie said: "I
bequeath all my estate to you by will of
1887, which you have."

Over half a century ago he quarreled
with his brother, Admiral Dahlgren,
knocked him down and was fined in tlie
Police Court. The result of this was that
he refused to longer bear his father's
name, and took that of his mother's
family. He refused to serve in the
American navy (luring the civil war, lest
he should be brought under his brother's
orders. He served in the Turkish navy
as Captain, and with Garibaldi for the
liberation of Italy, commanding tho ma-
rine division at the siege of Home. He
advanced nearly a quarter of a million
dollars to the house of, Savoy, and wasnever repaid.

IN COLORADO.

The Presidential Party Still Receiving
Big Ovations.

Glexwooij Springs (Col.), May 10.—
The train bearing the Presidential party
arrived here at four o'clock this morning.
About eight o'clock a committee from
Denver, including Governor Routt, ex-
Senator Hill, Mayor Rogers and others
waited ou the Presidential party and
assured them a cordial welcome at Den-
ver. There were no formalities.

Soon afterwards the visitors were wel-
comed formally 1 »yMayor Rogers of Gien-
wood Springs and a committee and es-
corted in carriages to the Gienwood Hotel
where breakfast was partaken of.

The President, Postmaster-General
Wanamaker and Mrs. McKee afterwards
attended divine service at the First Pres-
byterian Church.

During the afternoon the President re-
ceived delegations from Lead ville, Aspen,
Colorado Springs and elsewhere. The
delegation from Aspen presented him
with an elegant souvenir—a beautiful
plush case containing in letters of sterling
wire silver, the words "Free Coinage-
Aspen, Silver; Colorado. Honest Money."

A children's mass meeting was held at
tho Opera House this evening in honor of
the visitors, and was attended by an im-
mense crowd. The President aiid Post-
master-General made short addresses.
In iiis speech the President said he had
come to Gienwood Springs for rest, but
he felt he could not deny himself to the
large body of friends before him. Our
Government, he said, was instituted by
wise men, men of wise views. It was
based on the idea of equal rights of men.
Itabsolutely rejects the idea of class dis-
tinction, and insists that men should be
udged by their behovior. That is a good

rule. Those who are law abiding and
well disposed, those also who pursue
their vocations lawfully and with due re-
spect to the rights of others, are true
American citizens. "Iam glad to know,"
he continued, "that the love of our insti-
tutions is so deeply imbedded in your
hearts. It has been a most delightful
and cheering thing that tho starry ban-
ner, the same old fiag that was carried
amid the smoke of battle, is in the hands
ofsuch children."

In conclusion the President said: "Men
should have at least one free day in which
to think of their families, of themselves
and of things that are not material but are
spiritual. 1 desire to express my sincere
and earnest hearty thanks to you all for
your kindness, giving yon ih return a
simple pledge that I will in all things
keep in mind what seems to me to be the
true interests of our people. I have nothought of sections. I have no thought
upon auy of these great public questions
that does not embrace the rights and in-
terests ofall our people and all our States.
I believe we shall find common interests
and safe ground upon all these great
questions and by moderating our own
views and making reasonable and just
concessions we shall find them all settled
wisely and in the Interest of the people."

After a consultation with the railroad
Offidaia it was decided to tako a quieter
spot and accordingly at six o'clock the
train left for Gypsum, twenty-four miles
from here, where it was side-tracked. It
will leave forLeadville at two o'clock to-
morrow morning.

PENSIONING GOVERNMENT CLERKS
A Scheme to Retire Those "Who Have

Grown Old In Service.
Wasuinotox, May 10.—The -Sunday

Herald says: Amovement is on foot in
the various departments of the Govern-
ment located in this city to establish
what might be termed a comparative
pension scheme for tho benefit of those
clerks who, through advanced age or
physical disability incurred by their ser-vice for the Government, became onable
to attend to their duties, by a fund estab-
lished through a small monthly deduc-
tion made from the salary of each clerk.
Those sick or aged will receive a pension
during the time oi their disability or for
life, or when regularly retired hy the
action of an authorized board.

Tho number of clerks of advanced age,
who are retained in tlie departments
simply because of their faithful service of
many years, is very large. With a pen-
sion these could be retired with the
result that a number of promotions will
be made along the line.

DESTRUCTIVK CHINCH BUGS.
A Novel Plan to Scatter Contagious

Disease Amoni; Them.
X ansas City, May 10.—A letter to Sec-

retary Molder, of the Stato Board of
Agriculture, from Chancellor Snow, of
the Stato University of Kansas, concern-
ing his conclusions regarding the present
wheat peats, has just been made public.

The Chancellor says the present spring
has been particularly unfavorable for tho
health of chinch bugs, but still in twenty
countiesin the southeastern part ofthe
State the chinch bug is out in full forceIn other counties the pest is not so num-erous. Tlie bugs now in the fields are a
remnant of last fall's brood. The femaleshave been laying their eggs, and theyoung will soon be hatched. The eggs
are very susceptible to the influence ofclimatic conditions, and if we shouldhave heavy rains between now and May
20th the crop ofyoung bugs willbe muchensmalled.

,• .Continuing, the report says that actiye-!

measures must be resorted to tokeep the
pests down. Much hope is placed in the
outcome of the workings ol* a new
remedy, namely, the attempt to spread
artificially a contagious disease among
the bugs. Experiments early in the
spring in the laboratory indicate the ac-
tivity of the contagion, and if the co-
operation of farmers, by sending in large
numbers of live, healthy chinch bugs
may be relied on, tho station willbe pre-
pared to scatter infected bugs all over the
State.

Several reports showing tho presence of
the Hessian fly have been received, but
uo serious apprehension is felt.

CAME WHEN NEEDED.
Kansas City, May 10. — Dispatches

from points all over Kansas state that a
cold rain, such as Chancellor Snow, in
his report on wheat pests, said would rid
the fields ofthe chinch bugs, fell to-day.
The storm came directly from the north
and the thermometer dropped to forty
degrees.

DISASTROUS FOREST FIRES.
Great Damage Done In Various Ports

oftho Country.
Philadelphia, May 10.—A special

from Keating Summit says: Ono of tbo
largest forest fires known for many years
is raging south and west of Austin. The
fire has been burning since yesterday
noon. It is estimated that 30,000,000 feet
of logs and 10,000 cords of bark are de-
stroyed besides ten miles oftram railway.

Mnj-.VHJ-.JB (N. J.), May 10.—A disas-
trous forest fire is raging in Cape May
County to-day. The fire burned (ncr

three miles in one direction and four
miles in another. Petersburg was com-
pletely surrounded b3' the fiames yester-
day.

Grand Rapids (Mich.), May 10.—On
(Saturday the people of Doer Lake were

I panic-stricken by the near approach of
j the fiames from the burning lore-its, and
j parties of this city interested in lumber-
ing there sent a special train with a lire
engine. Upon arriving this morning
they found the danger averted by change
of wind and the rain, although the inhab-
itants of that little village in the woods
had a narrow escape. All the telegraph
offices in the smaller towns being closed

I it is impossible to get reports of the dam-
I age, but in this city a copious rain is fall-
j ing, and it is hoped that it has also
reached tho sufferers in the north.

Clearfield (Pa.), May 10.—A large
portion of this county is be.ng swept by
forest fires. The loss to lumbermen is
heavy, hundreds of cords of bark, fences,
etc., being destroyed. The town of Cur-
wensville, with a population of 2,000, is
threatened.

furnish more than half the imports of
that republic. Of exports ofthe precious
metals the United States takes Gti per <
cent., England 21 per cent., Germany 3.7
per cent., and France 7.7 per cent.

Fatal Railroad Accident.
Trinidad (Col.), May 10.—A Santa Fe

freight train of twenty cars, loaded with
cattle, started down Raton Mountain,
near here, last night but became unman-
ageable, the air-brakes failing to work.
While turning a sharp curve the engine
and tender broke away from the train
and sixteen cars went over a twenty-foot
embankment, demolishing the cars and
killing 360 head of cattle. Brakeman
Kearns was slightly hurt. Four tramps
who were stealing a ride are reported
killed.

Williams-Martin Feud.
Benton (UI.), May 10.—John Martin

last evening met W. H. Williams aud
wife on the street and opened fire on
them. Mrs. Williams was fatally
wounded. Williams then wrenched the j
revolver from Martin and turned it upon
him, but it failed to explode. Williams I
then pulled a pocket-knife, inflicting a I
wound upon Martin that will cause his !
death. Ihis is tiie third shooting affray
that has resulted directly from the Will-
ams-Martin feud.

Incendiary Fire.
Boone (Iowa), May 9.—The fire at

Manning this morning was the work of
an incendiary. Itbroke out in the Post-
office block, aud destroyed the hotel,
Postoffice, three dry goods stores, three |
groceries, a restaurant, three saloons, a I
jewelry store, drug store, clotiiing store,)
beside dwellings of those living in build- j
ings. Very few goods were saved, a high
wind causing tho tire to spread rapidly.
The loss exceeds $125,000, with but little
insurance. ,

Rain to tho Rescue.
Marquette (Mich.), May 10.—The rain

of Saturday practically extinguished all
the fires south of Portage Lake, in the
upper peninsula in Houghton, in Hough-
ton County. The lire ran through large
tracts of pine to-day, burning out several
logging camps and several hundred cords
of wood, and part of the railway trestle
near tho Osceola stamp mills are de-
stroyed. All tho fires in Houghton
County are reported out to-night.

Brooklyn Handicap.
Ni:w York, May 10.—Tenny is now

regarded as a sure starter in the Brook-
lyn handicap. He and Judge Morrow
and Cassius seem to have as good pros-
pects as any of the other starters. Los
Angeles is not at her best, and will bo
dangerous only in the mud.

TREATY WITH SPAIN.

Two of Envoy Foster's Proposi-
tions Were Rejected.

THE RUSSIAN MINISTER OF FINANCE
CHANGES HIS MIND.

Dynamiters Arrested in Brussels—

Honorable Journalism In Paris—ln-

crease of Population in Germany

and Franco Compared—Tho Manl-
pur Gencral-ln-Chlef Yields.

Special lo the Record-Union.
Madrid, May 10.—General Foster, the

American Reciprocity Envoy, having
failed in his negotiations for a general
treaty between Spain and the I'nited
States, suggested a secret treaty which has
also failed to meet the approval of the
Spanish Ministry.

He therefore agreed to conclude a
simple convention on the basis O'Donnell
proposed for a treaty.

This convention necessarily comprises
a doable tariff, tho first commencing in
July and enduring until Spanish treaties
with other powers are renounced in July,
1882, when the second comes into opera-
tion. Tho convention provides for the
free entry into the United States ofsugar,
honey, cocoa, coffee and skins from the
Spanish West Indies, tobacco and iron
ore paying the duty exacted by the
United States tariff, ln exchange the
Spanish Colonies in the West Indies are
to receive American coal, ice, wood,
boots, shoes, fresh and salted meats and

; fish either free or under small duty,
while batter and drippings are entirely
exempt and the duty on Hour is reduced
from three and one-half to one half dollar
per barrel with the same reduction on
corn.

The tariffon dry goods and husbandry
machinery will afford the United States
no material advantages until 1602, because
any privileges accorded will be repeated
by Oreat Britain, France, Germany and
Belgium treaties, thus injuring America's
future interest. Competent authorities
calculate that Cuba will suffer a reduc-
tion in the custom receipts of $500,000
monthly.

BAIT SMUGGLERS.

Eight of the Ring-Beadors Arrested
at San Jaques.

Halifax, May 10.—The latest advices
about the affairs at Fortune Bay, Nova
Scotia, are to the effect that more than
eighty schooners had escaped with bait
to St. Pierre.

The crews of the schooners disposed of
the bait all right, but the trouble was
how they could get home again and
escape the law.

Alter much deliberation in St. Pierre,
thirty-five of them determined to risk it,
and accordingly put out for home. They
were accompanied by twenty more
schooners which had not been in the
bait traffic but whose crews sympathized
with them.

i The Tiona, Lady Glover and Favorite
j helplessly followed, the men onboard the

i schooners threatening to fire if they
were interfered with.

The ileet got into San Jaques in the
, evening and the smugglers soon ascer-

tained the strength of the bait protective
squadron as represented by the crews of
Tiona and Lady Glover. They landed
with tho fixed determination ot defying
arrest.

The Tiona and Lady Glover however
received reinforcements by the steamer
Conscript, and tho men, seeing that they
had overwhelming numbers to deal with,
gave in. Thirty-five men were at first
arrested, but that number was afterward
reduced to eight, who were considered
to be the ringleaders of the law-breakers.

CRISIS IN PORTUGAL.

Fears of a Revolution and Other
Causes to Blame.

Lisbon, May 10.—The Lusitano Bank of
this city, which on Friday was reported
to be In difficulty, has loug been known
to be in a doubtful condition. The bank
did a highly speculative business in un-
derwriting loans. Itis probable that the

j failureof tho recent Government topay tho
loans sapped its resources. The Govern-
merit has declined to allow the bank a

I delay of six months to liquidate, but re-
ferred itto the Tribunal of Commerce.

It is estimated that silver to the value of
1250.000 was withdrawn from the Lisbon
banks on Friday and Saturday. The
troops kept order at the doors. At the
leading banks bills are readily discounted
at 7 to 7* per cent.

ARGENTINE CONGRESS OPENED.

President Pellegrini Blscusses tho Na-
tion's Finances.

BtTKxes Ayres, May 10.—President
Pellegrini opened Congress to-day. His
message, which is a lengthy document,
deals mainly with finances. Tho politi-
cal situation he says is hopeful, and, in
spite ofthe decrease of the customs reve-
nue, the state of the treasury is satisfac-
tory. Referring to the collapse of State
banks, he appeals for union on the part of
all sections to save the nation from bank-
ruptcy.

The President is decidedly opposed to
the fresh issue of paper, but is willing
to accept any rational solution that Con-
gress proposes. He suggests the forma-
tion of an occasion to decide the matter.

In conclusion the President favors re-
form in currency on a silver basis and
announces important financial changes.

CHANGED HIS MIND.

The Russian Minister of Flnnnce Does
Not Withdraw the Balances.

Paris, May 10.—Reassuring advices
have reached the bankers here from St.
Petersburg regarding the intention of M.
Vischnegnadsky, the Russian Minister of
Finance, to withdraw the balances held
here and in London.

Fearing that a struggle with the great
financiers of London and Paris would
imperil hia own position as well as tho
finances Of Russia, he has decided to per-
mit to remain the 300,000,000 roubles in
gold deposited in foreign banks.

Pari- houses hold half of this amount.
The Minister's decision ought to relieve
the financial tension.

Newfoundland Arbitration.
Paris, May 10.- A report has been

made to tho Senate by the Committee on
Newfoundland Arbitration. The com-
mittee alter referring to the treaties upon
which France bases her claims, concluded
by urging the Senate to adopt the bill.
Tho committee looks forward with confi-
dence to the decision of the arbitrators.

St. Johns (N. f.), May io.—The Leg-, islature has decided to indorse the action

of the delegates to England, and carry
into otfect the proposals mado by them to
tho British Parliament. A bill will be
submitted enforcing the modus iivctuli.

Getting Serious.
Brussels, May 10.—Many arrests have

been made for intimidation in Liege and
Charleroi, and domiciliary searches have
resulted in the discovery of a quantity of
explosives. Gendarmes arrested three
meninOugree forest near Liege to-day
while they wero busy charging bombs
with dynamite.

There is evideneo that poverty will
drive the Belgian miners now on a strike
to reeumo work. It is reported that one-
half of the strikers in the Liege district
will return to work to-morrow.

Terror-Stricken Jews.
London, May 10.—Since the Greek at-

tack on the Jewish quarter of Corfu, the
Jewish residents of that town have not
dared to open their shops or let them-
selves be seen on the streets. They creep
out of their houses at daybreak to buy
food, for which they have to pay three
times its value. All the synagogues are
closed, and a recent Jewish funeral re-
quired an escort of troops. The anti-Se-
mitic movement is increasing. Almost
daily attempts are made to set lire to the
Jewish quarter by means of rags soaked
in petroleum.

Honorable Journalism.
Paris, May 10.— Gclipiunu publishes

the decision of a Paris court, condemning
it for libelling J. W. Mackey apropos of
the Bonynge trouble. The paper accom-
panies its retraction with an expression
of regret for tlie unfair statement which
appeared in its columns.

Prospective Duel.
Paris, May 10.—Rochetort in the 7a-

transigeant has blamed M. Isaacs, Sub-
prefect ofAversness, for ordering the
troops to lire on rioters at Fourmies.
The result willbe a duel between (aaaca
and Rochefort.

Trounlesomo Secret Societies.
Valparaiso, May 10.—Secret societies

exercise a complete terrorism here. The
futile attempts on the lifeof Yeenna, can-
didate for the Presidency, are attributed
to them.

Railroading In Columbia.
New Yobk, May 10.—A letter from

Cartagena, Colombia, states that work has
begun on a railroad to connect Cartagena
with Magdalene River, eighty miles
above the mouth.

Tho Chief Yielded.
Calcutta, May 10.—Information has

been received to the effect that friendly
Manipuris have captured tbe Regent, aud
that tho Manipur General-in-Chief has
yielded.

Suspension ofExpulsion.
MOSCOW, May 10.—The decree suspend-

ing the expulsion ofJews allows a year's
grace to Jews who do not own real prop-
erty, aud two years grace to those who
do own real property.

Germany Ahead.
London, May 10.—The census in

France shows an increase in population
of 108,000 yearly, as compared with an in-
crease of 435,000 yearly in Germany.

IMPROVEMENTS AT OROVILLE.
Flourishing Orchards of the Olive and

Citrus Fruits.
[Marysville Appeal.]

Two Yuba City young men Avere in
Oroville Friday, looking about the town.
They Avero much pleased with tho appear-
ance of the place and the thrift that is
manifested. Just across the river are the
tracts owned by E. W. Fogg and Major
McLaughlin. For over three weeks these
gentlemen havo had from six to sixteen
Chinamen at work with pick and shovel,
clearing the land and grading the road
between the two places, and there have
also been at work a ten-horso road-
scraper and several hand scrapers.

A portion of Mr.-Fogg's land ism olive
trees, and a more thriftyand better-look-
ing orchard cannot be found anywhere.
The remainder of his land, which he lias
just cleared, willalso be planted to oliA*es.

A gang of men is digging holes in Mr.
McLaughlin's tract, preparatory to plant-
ing. The road between the two places is
very Avide, Avith a tAvelve-foot sidewalk
on each side. Ornamental trees will be
set out, aud Avhen the work on the
orchards and the road is completed, a
finer aArenue cannot bo found in this part
of the State.

Much expense has attended the making
of these improvements, but the owners
are men of considerable property about
Oroville, and they are doing everything
in their power to enhance the Aaluo of it.

Between Oroville and the Bella Vista
Hotel, in Thermalito, men aro working
their orange and olive orchards and
planting new ones. The trees are in the
A-ery best of condition. The beneficial
results of irrigation are clearly shown,
as numerous strawberry beds may be
seen ou high and rocky soil, and the A*ines
are loaded with luscious fruit.

Few more beautiful locations ran be
fouud anywhere than the Bella Vista Ho-
tel. Ithas already cost §30,000, and it Ib
estimated that as much more will be re-
quired to comnlete and furnish it, if that
is ever to be done. The large structure
stands on the edge of a bluff overlooking
the river on the south and the toAvn of
Oroville on the east. Standing upon the
balcony of the building one gets a fine
view of the surrounding country. A
glance at the river channel and gravel
shows the vast extent of earth and rock
that has been washed away by hydraulic
mining. One place particularly is in-
teresting. Standing out into the river-
bed is an acre of land probably seveuty-
fiveora hundred feet above the water.
Behind it the earth has been cut away, in
the process of mining, about half way to
tho Avater, and in this trench or ravine aro
two hydraulic monitors just as they Avere
left seven years ago, Avith their nozzles
pointing towards the mound, ready to
tear it down and Avash the debris into tho
mer.

The Origin of High Heels.
Heels, it is said, oavo their origin to

Persia, where they were introduced upon
sandals in the shape of blocks of Avood
fixed underneath, such being tho root
idea of those deformities to which lovely
woman owes so many of her avocs. A
high, unsteady heel, it is an open secret,injures the leg tendons and affects the
spine as well as the internal organs,
which are liable to be displaced bythe
thrown-forward position entailed.

In Persia, the first home of the high
heels, however, the blocks of wood wereused simply to "raise the feet from the
burning sand of that country, and were
about two inches high." With tho Per-
siah women these blocks Avere vastly
higher than those erected by the moil,
their bight being from eighteen inches to
two feet, thus becoming more of the na-
ture of stilts than anything else.

Strangely enough/ many years after, a
similar fashion came into vogue in Ven-ice; but the motive in this case Avas comi-
cally different, for "by its means jealous
husbands thought they Avould be able tokeep their wives at home." The supports
of such shoes in Venice Avere called
"chapineys." and to appease tho vanity of
the ladies, and doubtless also to sugar thopill, were made highly ornate.

The bight of these chapinevs deter-mined the rank of the Avearer, 'an extra
coating for the pill, "the noblest dames
being permitted to Wear them one-half
yard or more high."— The Hoapiinl.

Itbas been asserted that the injury
to the eyes, of which the growing short
sight edness ofthe day is but one result, is
due to the heat rays and not to the light
rays. Ifthat be so, the electric light is
less injurious than any other. If tho
eyes are exposed to the strong light of tho
arc lamp, its ultra-A'iolet rays haA-e a
painful eflect, but no oue has "ever oom-

{dained of the influence of a steady gIOAV
amp upon the sight, and it is poss'ilue to

read and write for many hours by such a
light without experiencing the least fa-
tigue.—New York <Su v.

The Great Powers of Europe.

The nations coming under tho designa-
tion of the great Powers of Europe are
Great Britain, France, Germany, Austria,
Italy and Russia. Until about twenty
years ago Prussia figured instead of Ger-
many and Italy Avas not in the list. The
war of 1370-71, which resulted in the
erection of a new German empire,
in which Prussia is the most popu^
lous and conspicuous State, put Gor-
many on the roll: and the opportunity
which that Avar furnished to Italy to se-
cure lull nationality, with Rome for it*
capital, gave that country a place in thr
list. Spain lacks tho population and,
military importance to enable it to secur^
recognition as a first-class Power. Th<
population of Spain is only about 17,500,-
--000, Avhile that of Italy, which is th<
smallest of the other nations named, it
over 30,000,000.
