EXPEDITION.

Lieutenant \chw-xtk-xs expedition to
Alaska, under the patronage of the New

York Ledger, is noww well upon its way.
The purpose of this geographical expe-
dition is to explore the unknown regions
between the Yukon River of British ter-
ritory and the Tanana on the north and
the Atna on the west. Possibly the ex-
amination may be continued to the mar-
gin of Behring Sea. From what can be
learned from Indians and what we know
of the region adjacent upon the south,
the field of Schwatka’s exploration will
be in a picturesque and profoundly in-
teresting region.

The Government has seconded this ex-
pedition and given it importance by
appointing to accompany Lieutenant
Schwatka Dr. C. Willard Hayes, of the
United States Geological Survey, and
Major Powell, the head of that depart-
ment, has outlined the observations Dr.
Hayes is to make. Both the Treasury
and Navy Departments have issued or-
ders for the party of Schwatka to be
reated with all courtesy and afforded all
reasonable assistance by our war ships
and revenue cutters and officials upon
Alaskan shores. The United States Geo-
logical Survey and the United States
Coast Survey have each supplied Lieu-
tenant Schwatka with necessary instru-
ments for his observations,

The Lieutenant has made two expedi-
tions into the north region. The first was
as commander of the exploring expedi-
tion of 1883, and the second as head of the
New York ZUmes expedition of 1886. For
his Alaskan explorations Schwatka re-
ceived from Russia the medal of the Im-
perial Geographical Society, and he is
the only living American who possesses
such a medal, which is awarded but rarely
and only for most distinguished serviees.
It is reasonable to expect that the contri-
butions the party will make to geograph-
ical and geological knowledge on its re-
turn a year hence—perhaps two years—
will prove of the highest value and the
profoundest interest.
