Why Is It Not Enforced by the
Trustees ?

An Ordinance Which is Dally Violated

—Enforce tho Law and Regu-

late the Dives.

\u25a0 We reproduce in fullOrdinance No. 2G3,
passed by the Board of Trustees of the
city ol"Sacrament.) July 14, 1890, in order
that the peoplo may get a correct idea of
tho action ol tho present board in permit-
ting a license to issue to the notorious
dive known as the "Rosebud" without
petition or bond, aud then refusing to
i'< Toko the license whon the matter was
brought squarely before itby Police Com-
missioner Cravens, Captain of Police Lee
and others. To tho credit of Mayor Com-
stock bo it said that he favored revoking
the license.

HERE IS THE LAW.
The Board of Trustees of the City of

Sacramento do ordain as follows:
Section 1. Itshall be unlawful for any

person or persons to hereafter establish,
open, or conduct, or cause to be estab-
lished, opened, or conducted, any bar-
room, public saloon, or other place where
wines, spirituous or malt liquors are sold
by the glass or bottle to be drank upon
the premises, or any theater, variety
show, dance-house or other place of
amusement in or on any public street
within the limits of the City of Sacra-
mento, without permission first obtained
from the Hoard of Trustees of said city.
The application for such permission shall
be made in writing, which shall bo in the
nature of a petition to tho Board of Trus-
tees, and the same shall be accompanied
by, and contain the names and signatures
of a majority of the citizens residing in
tiio city, block or square in which said
bar-room, public saloon, dance-house,
theater, variety show or place of amuse-
ment is proposed to be opened or con-
ducted. Provided, that all licenses in
full force at the time of the passage of
this ordinance shall entitle their holders
to continue their business until tho ex-
piration oi* said licon.se and no longer.

_rCST FILE A PETITION.
Section 2. If, after due consideration o *

the same by the Board of Trustees, tho
petition be favorably acted upon, it shai
be the duty of the person or persons in
whose favor said petition waa presented
and the prayer of which was granted, be-
tore openintr the said place, to tile with
the Board of Trustees a good and su Hi-

nt bond in such sum, not to exceed $.'M),
us may be fixedby said Board ofTrustees,
binding himself or themselves to keep
and maintain a quiet, orderly and decent
place so long as he or they have manage-
ment aud control of the same. Such
bond shall be drawn as to bind the

.rnees ofthe principals therein and
any transfer of the place of business cov-
ered by said bond shall not afieet in any
manner tho liability of tho sureties anil
parties to said bonds nor relieve tho said
assignees of their place of business from
any of the provisions of this ordinance.

NO SECOND PETITION FOR ONE YEAR.
Section... Every person whose bond ia

forfeited because the place conducted by
him has been carried on in a disorderly,
indecent and unlawful manner, a*, ad-
judged in the manner hereinafter pro-
vided or by legal proceedings in the
court, shall be barred from presenting an-
other petition to the Board of Trustees as
mentioned in Section 1 of this ordinance,
tor tho period of one year from the date
ol the order forfeiting said bond.

BONDS MIST BE FORFEITED.
Section 4. A written complaint filed in

the otlice of the Board of Trustees of the
••ity ofSacramento, and signed by six or
more citizens, setting forth that any bar-,,„.,., t„,i,ji,. dance hou**e. thea-
'."•'. variety show or other place ofamuse-
ment, maintained within the city limits,
is conducted in other than a lawful, or-
derly, reputable and decent manner,
shall be the foundation for action bythe
Board of Trustees, concerning the place
designated and complained of in said
complaint. If, after a full investigation,
ofwhich both sides shall have due notice
and the privilege of being represented by
counsel and producing and examining
witnesses, the Board ofTrustees finds the
allegations ofthe complaint to be true, it
shall make an order revoking the license

led to the person or persons owning
and conducting the place so complained
of and shall declare the bond given by
\u25a0such person or persona to be forfeited.
The (l»rkof the Board of Trustees shall
thereupon give official notice of such ac-
tion to the ChiefofPolice, whose duty it
shall be to immediately close up "the
(dace complained of in the complaint filed
vsitii the said Board of Trustees as afore-
said.

THE STATE MUST PAY.
Coyote Breedors Can Get Flvo Dollars

for Every Scalp.

Anew industry is said to be growing
up in localities where the brush is thick
and prying visitors are rare—in short,
that coyote breeding-farms are by no
means a myth.

However that may be, Attorney-Gen-
eral Hart has promulgated an opinion on
the subject of the legality of the new law
providing for the payment by the State
of five dollars for every scalp presented.

"1 am of the opinion," says tho Attoi-
•;,*-<ieneral, "that the Boards of Super-
iors of the respective counties of this

may at their first meeting after
.'une, 1891, pass upon or take into consid-
eration tho question of who shall be en-
titled to money under said Act; that each
board may authorize the payment of
money and include all scalps taken after
March 31, 1891, and during the quarter
ending June 30, 1891; and that tho first
quarterly statements of Supervisors
should be for the months of April, May
and June."

The Attorney-General also concludes
that the Act is a sufficient appropriation
for the purpose designated, as it names
the amount to bo paid for each scalp, and
provides that the amounts are to bo
paid from the general fund. "Ithink the
bounty should be paid," says the Attor-
ney-General, "notwithstanding the Leg-
islature has not made a special appropri-
ation for this purpose."

A CAPAY COLON!.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty

Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its

TN THE SPRING OP LAST YEAR
\u25a0*- Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associated
themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view ofsearching ont a;"suitablq
location in which to engage in the ptt»flta!>le
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, YoloCounty, and the Rhodes tract
at Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley l^aud Company, owning the tract in
question. With W. 11. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchaseof about :>2O acres of foothill land.
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoko to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 sores; W. T.
Harnett, 20 acres; N.T. Greathead, 20 ncres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Harker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. llas-
lett, lOacres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.
Kelly, 10 -u-res, and Frederick Kelly, lo acres.

So far this had been merely aprivate ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but In
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was sound that so many
more would like to joinit than thearea of the
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, "Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way.'"
Then lollowed the idea ot a stock company to
take bold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the wholeof It, after subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and tiually, on the sth ol
June, 1-90, the Western Co-operative Col-

onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-l-residciit, M. p. Brown;
Directors—H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manage
Neal D. Bark- r; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of the tract, 3?:: acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase of a large number of truit tree.?,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between §;>,OOO and
$'1,000 to the company, the prices in some
eases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Thosewho went into it doubtiniyg
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit trees, etc., the first year. Consequently
in this, the tirst season, some -10.000 trees
and between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will he
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effbet of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 2(>o
acres have been added to the sixty am-s
originallypurchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. How
tbis marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley..

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties--peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, llgs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their grateful shade
A considerable number of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be
ascribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which mightwith profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in itfrom time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it is thought that It
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and. to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the cast side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists arc
quite willing to give the necessary right or
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure of public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the wholo
county and SUite. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to
those who are willingto settleon the land and
show that the country also affords attractions
and comforts, and ways of making money
pleasantly, every inducement should be held
forth.

The following ls a list of the principal mem-
bers ofthe Tancred Colony, with the number
ofacres owned by each, aud a fact worthy of
mention is that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land.
