One of Them is Captured in
San Francisco.

THE OTHER IS AT LIBERTY
BUT _____ HUNTED.

Special Officer McLaughlin Gets

THE COWARDLY ASSAULT WAS DE-
LIBERATELY PLANNED.

A Partner of the Scoundrels, who was "Left
in the Cold,'* is in Jail Here—Story

of the Brutal Attack.

The cowardly and murderous assault
mado by two foot-pads upon Robert
Allen, the well-known turfman and sa-
loon-keeper, has been the ono topic of
conversation in Sacramento since its oc-
currence early Monday morning, and the
general opinion was—inasmuch as there
was absolutely no clue to the perpetrators
oi* tlie atrocious crime—that the police
would never succeed in running to earth
The eiiilly wretches.

But they have succeeded—that is, par-
tially—one of the thugs being yet at lib-
erty, but under close surveillance.

Upon receiving information of tlio lew
particulars of tho assault that were al
hand, Chief ofPolice Drew and Captain
Lee instructed the whole police force to
exert themselves in ferreting out the
thugs, and the men went to work with a
\u25a0will.

QUICK WORK.
As oarly us Monday night special officer

William McLaughlin reported to Captain
Lee that ho was on the track ofthe men—
and Im-wus positive that he was on the
right track.

«>n Tuesday the Record-Union was in
possession of the same information, hut,
at the request ofthe police authorities,
promised to withhold it from the public
until the men were captured—and would
have continued to withhold it until the
last of them was in custody, had n<>t the
namesof the parties been published last
evening.

The (acts of tho case are as follows:
Special officer McLaughlin obtained in-
formation that a young man named
I ey bad, upon learning of the assault
upon .Mr. Allen, remarked angrily, tiiat
'•Tlioso — have don.' that job.
and have left me out In the cold." Casey,
upon being questioned by an acquaint-
ance as to what lie meant, explained that

knew who did tiie"job;" that oneof
iliem was his partner, Gordon, by name.and the other was Jack Haley." Casey
said that he was to have been '"'in on it"
with Gordon, but in his absence Gordonbad picked up with Haley and left him

Allthis officer McLaughlin learned
Monday evening, and, after confiding
with officer John Campbell, reported it
to tho Chief and Captain Lee.

LEFT FOU THE BAT.
It was also learned that Gordon and

Haley had Left for San Francisco, and asit was feared that Casey might attempt to
follow them thero officers McLaughlin
and Campbell wore detailed to capture
him. Tliis they succeeded in doing at
about:: o'clock Tuesday morning, just as
he and a companion were leaving a coffeesaloon. The officers took both of themen to the police station. < 'asev was
locked up, but his companion was re-leased, as the polico had other use furhim.

Casey was charged with vagrancy,
pending further investigation, and in thoPoliceCourt the next day his case wasponed i'or a week.

officers any further than to admit that hewas acquainted with Gordon, and tliat hehad traveled under an assumed name inthis city- M.Kaig being his alias.

The fact that he had been "left out in

the cold" in the murderous affairangered
Casey, and it was bis indiscreet outburst
that gave the police their lirst real clue to
the affair.

Haley aud Gordon waited outside of
Allen's saloon, watched him as he counted
his money, and followed him to the
Golden Eagle Hotel alter he had closed
up. They waited until ho left the hotel
and then lollowed him home. Gordon had
one oftho Melvin hammers hidden under
his coat, and when the "proper" time
arrived slipped up behind Allen and
struck him with it. Allen fell, and did
not utter a word, so it was an easy mat-
ter to rob him without arousing the
neighborhood.

After despoiling their victim of his
money, the garroters hurried through the
alley lack of the County Jail, and made
directly for the depot, where they boarded
the early overland train for San Fran-
cisco.

TITOSK FOOTPRINTS.
David Falconer, who was one of the

first to hear of the assault, and who was
the first to inform the police of it, has
taken a great interest in the caso and has
rendered the police much valuable as-
sistance.

When Mr. Allen stumbled into his
home, bleeding and stunned from the
cruel blow of the hammer, his daughter
ran over to Mr. Falconer's residence,
across the street, and informed him ofthe
condition of her father. Mr. Falconer
dressed and went to the assistance of his
friend immediately. After putting him
to bed, be went for a doctor, and after
that wont to the alley where the assault
took place and investigated. He found
the hammer with which the cowardly
work was done, also Mr. Allen's keys,
and a small sum of money which the
garroters had evidently dropped in their
hurry. Taking the hammer with him
Mr. Falconer then went to tho police sta-
tion and told what had happened.

NOT IMPORTANT.
Two officers examined the alley shortly

afterward, and Mr. Falconer called their
attention to the foot-prints of the thugs,
plainly visible in the sand, the surface of
which had been washed smooth from the
water running from the County Jail
when that place was cleaned out Sunday.
As the officers did not consider these
foot-prints of much importance, Mr. Fal-
coner went to his home, mixed up some
plaster of pan's and took casts ofthe foot-
prints, lie obtained excellent results,
and now has tho casts in his possession.
They may prove ofvalue when the scoun-
drels are brought to trial.

Tho police had nothing to do with the
casts, and did not order them taken, as
has been stated.

It has also been stated that had the
police beon informed of the robbery im-
mediately they could have stopped the
flight of the assailants ofMr. Allen. Mr.
Falconer, being the first on the scene,
this blame is evidently directed at him.
But ho spent fully an hour in caring
for Mr. Allen, and another half-hour in
securing the attendance ofa physician.
it could hardly be expected of him to
desert his friend when in such dis-
tress in order to start the police.

ALLAN'S CONDITION.
Mr. Allen's condition during yesterday

remained unchanged, and he was appar-
ently improving rapidly, though he fre-
quently lapsed into what seemed to bo
unconsciousness. Last night, however,
it, was reported that his condition was
not so favorable.

BANKING, OR CHANCE?

Denver Sports Attempt to Establish
a Gaming Resort.

OHioer*- Declare Thoy Wero Running

Chuok-a-Luck Under Wheel-of-

Forrunc Protection.

The buzz of tlie wheel at 827 X street,
next door to the Postoffice, wusnot heard
last night by the people who passed the
place, and the voices of the Denver sports,
inviting the public to come up and try
their luck on the red or black, were
silent.

Constable Brissel, Deputy Alter and
Deputy Sheriff Kripp are responsible for
this interruption. On the preceding
night they swooped down upon the pro-
prietors of the game and gathered them
in, together with their layout. The par-
ties arrested gave their names as 17 I>.
Simmons, Albert Brown and John Oram
Thoy are said to be strangers here and
lately from some camp in Denver.

They claimed to have boon operating a
"wheel-of-fortune," which is not in-
cluded in the games of chance prohibited
by our state anti-gaming law; but the
Officers who made the arrests declare that
it was nothing but a regular "chuck-a-
--lur-k" device for swindling all that played
at it. The only difference, says Consta-
ble Brissel, is that a wheel is used instead
of the usual dice.

Tho othcer claims that it is only a
scheme to operate a prohibited game un-
der cover of the legalized wheel. The
game is played with "chips," which the
players buy from the dealers and thou
"blow them in" against the game.

Asa means of keeping up interest in
the came, and to encourage thoso whose
"luck" had not been good, the dealers
gave '-ut cards or tickets twice each even-
ing which entitled the holders thereof to
draw down whatever they might win by
a turn of the wheel. This they called the
"premium roll," and it took place at 8
and 9:30 o'clock each evening.

The dealers were taken before the Polico
Court yesterday morning for trial. They
were accompanied by theircounsel, w. a".
Anderson, and were ready for trial, but
the case went over until next Monday.

The arrests were freely commented on
yesterday, and some say they were made
at the instance of the faro-game proprie-
tors, <>r their agents, who are very jealous
of any intrusions upon the monopoly
which they are said to enjoy.

When the case of the Denver men
comes to trial tho prosecution will, of
course, endeavor to prove that the game
is not of the wheel-oi-fortune kind, bnt a
regular banking game run upon percent-
age principles. It will require some ex-
pert evidence to proi c this, and th
monyis likely to prove quite interesting.

A MOTHER'S SIN.

She and Her Boy Paramour Shadowed
by Her Son.

The Cause of One Man's Death, and

Likely to nave Another Yet

to Answer For.

"Isaw one man killed in a quarrel over
that woman, and that is enough?"

The speaker was an elderly person,
and he was addressing himself to a
youth apparently yet in his teens as a
Kkcori>-Union reporter happened within
earshot of them on J street a couple of
nights since.

The young man was swearing ven-
geance against another—also a mere lad—
who had just passed in company with a
well-dressed woman.

"Let them turn into a lodging-house V*
he hissed between his teeth, "and I'll
show him how to get his heart cut out!''

These and other threats he did not,
apparently, try to prevent being heard,
as he moved along in a crouching way in
tho shadows of the building, keeping his
eyes on the vanishing forms of the man
and woman whose presence had aroused
his wrath.

The reporter instinctively listened for
what he might hear. Presently the elder
of the mon, who seemed to be well ac-
quainted with the other, remarked:

"I tdl you it will never do for another
man to lose his lifo on account of that
woman, even if sho is your mother!"

For some time tlie speaker pleaded
with the youth to abandon his apparent
desire to slay tho man in company with
his mother (for such the woman was),and
after a while tho son promised to take
his advice, and moved off in another di-
rection.

What desperate deed the youth might
have committed had not the elderly gen-
tleman happened to meet him at that-
time can only be imagined, but lie seemed
to be desperately in earnest. The re-
porter learned from the elderly gentle-
man that the parties are but slightly
known in this city, and he declined to
give their names or to tell where they re-
sided. He said he had known them for
years, but his meeting with them hero
was something of a surprise.

Tho woman, he said, is old enough to
Vie the mother of the lad with whom she
was in company. The son evidently
meant business.and if his nfother's para-
mour had been killed it would make tho
second human life for which she would
have to answer, besides subjecting her
»>wn son to trial for murder, as she had
once subjected her husband. The latter
had done years ago that which the son
was now threatening to do—he had killed
a man for invading the sanctity of his
home.
