A YOUNG WOMAN SUICIDES.

Ghastly Dlscovery in the Woods Near
Colfax.
[Nevada City Herald, May 14th.]

The woman’s clothing, like her face
and hands, was gnawed full of holes by
the wood-rats.

The open Bible showed that the suicide
was premeditated. The poor creature
bhad evidently offered up a final plea for
mercy before taking her own lite.

Asno one is known to be missing from
Colfax or vicinity, it is thought the sui-
cide left some passenger train at Colfax
and wandered off to die.
