Now, as some of those thoroughly ac-
quainted with State politics explain the
situation, Hill has the official organiza-
tion cowmpletely in his own hands, but
the old guard—those who canvassed the
State for Tilden, and who have never
gone through the State with a purpose in
view that they have notaccomplished it—
are for Cleveland.

Hill, in trying to force things to go his
way rapidly and exercise a dictatorship
too soon, has made enemies of some who

were formerly his friends, and greatly |

embarrassed himself,

There
