ALLEN'S ASSAILANTS.

A Valuable Witness Discovered in San
Francisco.

Gordon and Casey Converse and Chief

Drew Overhears—Condition of

the Victim.

Robert Allen, the victim of garroters
Gordon and Haley, was reported to be in
a precarious condition last night, and his
friends, who had hope for his speedy
recovery, now feel somewhat discour-
aged. Dr. Simmons, who is attending the
wounded man, still believes, however,
that his patient will recover.

Another attempt was made yesterday
by the police to get Gordon to talk, but
withouteffect. The-young fellow stead-
fastly maintains that he knows nothing
Of the assault and robbery. Rut by some
clever work, however, the police have
gotten some valuable information from
the young thug. Chief brew and officer
White located themselves in the cell next
to Cordon's, and then MeCuig, alias
Casey—who was to have been a partner
in the robbery but was "left out in the
cold*—was placed in another neighbor-
ing cell. A prison "trusty"' then mah-
aged to letGordon and Casev know that
they were near to each other, and the
officers waited for developments.

OOBDOI* AND CASEY COJTVKBSED
For some time,but wore very careful to
use phrases and "lingo," the meaning of
which somewhat puzzled the ollieers.
Casey promised Gordon that he would
never tell what lie knew, and they both
agreed that if Haley keeps oul of the way
they aro safe. < 'ordon said that the police
thought themselves clever, but tbey were
not dcver enough for bim. it Haley was
captured, he said the "jig would be up."
They agreed t<> *X tuand speedy examina-
tions in the Police Court,and to make no
defense there, because they teared Judgs
Cravens. But in the Superior Courts
with juries they agreed that they could
"ixn' the cose."

The prospects of Gordon "beating the
case," however, are beginning to look
rather slim. The police believe that
they have evidence enough now to
convict him. The fact that Gordon gave
Allen's Masonic charm and fob-buckle to
"Pidg" Johnson, to sell for bim in San
Francisco, is a strong link. But what the

POLICE I'.KI.V MOST
Upon, is tho fact that they have a witness
in San Francisco, to whom Gordon con-
fided the whole affair, and this person
will be on hand to testily at the trial.

Brady, tin young man who gave the
police the first information that led to the
ci; ur;- of Gordon and Casey, will also
give some damaging evidence. In this
connection, il should be stated that Brady
is not an ex-convict, as has been pub-
lished. Ho is well known in this city,
and lias taken part ivseveral glove con-
tests here.

Th.- authorities arc still looking for
Haley, and still have hopes of soon locat-
ing him. He is described as being a
desperate criminal, and was no doubt the
one who planned the murderous assault
upon Allen. His real name is not Haley,
that being only one of iiu. aliases.
