The Supreme Court Aflirms the Judg-
ment in an El Dorado Case.

Deputy Supreme Court Clerk Govan
filed two opinions yesterday in cases be-
longing to the Sacramento district.

In the case of Ellis vs. Woodburn (ap-
{ pellant), appealed from El Dorado Coun-
ty, the Supreme Court orders that the
{ judgment be reversed. The action was
brought by Ellis, who is an attorney-at-
| law, to recover from Woodburn $1,000,
alleged to be due on account of profes-
sional services rendered by plaintiff to
defendant. The former recovered judg-
ment for the sum demanded, and the de-
fendant appealed from the judgment and
an order denying him a new trial. The

| In the case of Smith vs. Hill et al. (ap-
pellants), appealed from Dassen County,
the judgment is affirmed.

SALOON  LICENSES

Petitions That Seem to Bother the
City Trustees.

They Are All at a Loss to Know

Whether a Woman Can be
Called a ‘*Resident.”’

Discussions on the granting of saloon
licenses took up a considerable portion of
yesterday’s session of the Trustees. It

| was started by the taking up of the peti-

tion of one M. Hauser for a license to
conduct a saloon on the southwest corner
of Twentieth and M streets. The petition
of Hauser and the remonstrating peti-
tion were read, and the board resolved to
listen to the arguments on both sides.

A delegation of ladies, consisting of
Mrs. J. P. Lund, Mrs. W. F. Barnes, Mrs.
Sadie Curl, Mrs. W. F. Klare, Mrs. War-
ren Cole, Mrs. G. W. Morrill, Mrs. Delia
Lynn, Mrs, Kate Covell, Mrs. G. N. Fern,
Mrs. Emma Flanagan and Mrs. M. L.
Wood, all of whom reside in the block,
were present and handed in a petition
asking that Hauser be refused a license.

W. C. Curl addressed the board in be-
half of those who opposed the granting of
the license. He based his argument on
the ground that his petition was stronger
than that of Hauser, as it had been on
previous occasions when the subject was
under consideration.

W. A. Anderson appeared as attorney

for Hauser, and argued that his client
was entitled to a license under the pro-
visions of the ordinance.
Brundidge said she regretted
there was a possibility of a saloon being
established in the block. She had lived
there eleven years, and knew it was one
of the best neighborhoods in the city.

“Now, Mr. Mayor,” said she, “*please do
have a little backbone, and don’t grant
the license.”’

Action on the petition was laid over
until the aiternoon session.

When the matter was taken up in the
afternoon Major Anderson claimed that
some of the persons who signed the re-
monstrance are not residents of the block,

{ and that his client’s petition contained a

majority of one.

A discussion then ensued as to what is
meant by the term ‘‘residents of a bloek.”
The Mayor said he did not know whether
any person not a voter had a right to sign
a petition, and the other Trustees seemed
to be equally at sea.

A proposition was made to lay the mat-
ter over for further inquiry, but Trusteé
McLaughlin thought some action should
be taken at once.

The Mayor said that if a vote were
pushed at that time he should vote
against granting the prayer of the peti-
tion.

Trustee Conklin said he did not believe
it was the intention of the Trustees when
the saloon ordinance was passed to per-
mit ladies to sign petitions or remon-
strances, and he should hold that they
have no right to sign.

Major Anderson said it would be perse-
cution of Hauser to do otherwise than to
grant him a license at once. The Trus-
tees, he said, should have granted it a
week ago, when the petition was pre-
sented, and not to have considered the re-
monstrance. He wanted the board to say
yes or no and settle the matter.
