CHICAGO'S RACING ASSOCIATION
OPSINS ITS NKW TRACK.

Ten Thousand Tooplo "Witness Silver-

ado Win tho Dorby—Events on
Other Courses.

CUBQAQO, May 20.—The new track of

the Chicago Racing Association was
opened to-day. It is located at Thirty*
fifth and West Forty-eighth streets. The
tn:ck, as most new tracks are, was
springy and somewhat slow. In spite of
tho cloudy and somewhat threatening
weather, there was a large attendance.
About ten thousand people were present.

Tiie feature of the day's sport was the
third race, the Chicago Derby, for three-
year-olds, £10 entrance, $50 to start, with
$2,500 added, milo and quarter. The
starters wero Nero, Silverado, Dundee
and Brook wood. Nero was the favorite,
and piles of money wore bet on him.

The horses were sent away at the first
attempt on even terms. Silverado
jumped to the front, and at the stand was
leading Nero two lengths, with Brook-
wood last. On the tarn Nero made a

spurt, and when tho back stretch was
reached had taken the lead from Silver-
ado by half a length, the others two
lengths away. Tn the far turn Kiley let
loose on Brook wood, and took second
place from Silverado, and kept on forg-
ing ahead. A sixteenth from the wire
Brookwood had gotten ahead, and, com-
ing on strong, won easily hy two lengths.
Dundee made up a great ileal of ground
at the last, and beat Nero for the place.
Silverado was two lengths behind Nero,

BREWERS' ASSOCIATION.
Proceedinjjs of tbo Session llelng Hold

\u25a0I Cleveland.

Ct.evkland, May 20.—The thirty-first
annual convention of the United States
Brewers' Association opened here to-
day.

President Lofins, in his address, said:
"The past year has been very profitable
for the brewers. The legislation as a
whole lias boon favorable to us, while the
recent elections have been victories for
the cause represented by us. Iwould
advise tbe continuance of our present
policy in dealing with tho prohibition
question. This includes the sustaining
of an educational bureau. This will, to a
certain extent, prevent hypocrisy, black-
mailing and violation oftho law."

at a cost of$168,000, and he recommended
a full discussion ofthe subject.

Utilizingthe Old Umbrella.

Such
climbers as the morning-glory, canary-
bird vine, and other twenty-footers, are
better left for unsightly fences and build-
ings. Plants are better than seeds, be-
cause more certain, and they do not take
so long to catch tho knack of twinincr and
spreading. Umbrella ribs are not decor-
ative, and to see such an object standing
there week after week, waiting for its
clothes, does not give people a pleasant
impression of a garden.

But lirst find your umbrella, and this
may not be so easy, for "retired" um-
brellas that aro no longer fit for use are
seldom seen. Some member of the fam-
ily, however, may be able to produce
one; and then it should be immediately
stripped of tho few tatters left to it. The
next step is to paint the frame and handle
brown, and when quite dry, plant the
end of the handle firmlyin the ground,
with the frame fullyopened. Ifthe handle
is rather short it will be an improvement
to add a piece of wood to it.

It is now ready for the vines, which
should have some progress in grow-
ing; and when they onco begin to do
thi ir best, tho old umbrella frame makes
such a lovely green bower studded with
blossoms of red or purple or white—or
all together if the vines are mixed—that
everyone exclaims over its beauty.

A parasol with the same treatment is
equally pretty on a smaller scale, and it
would be very ornamental in the center
ofa round beel edged with bright-colored
phlox or candy-tuft. With a long-spouted
watering pot the vines could have a daily
drenching in warm weather, when the
sun is not shining on them, from their
roots to their highest green tips, and this
would keep them fresh. —Harper'fi Young
I'eoplc.

A CAPAY COLONY.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty

Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its

Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAR
Robert A. nnd Neal D. Barker associated

themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitabl
location in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After vttttfpg
many localities, they decided on the (V.; \

Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract
at Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning tho tract in
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agentof that company, tbey arranged for the
purchase of about 230 acres of foothill land.
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 10 acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, .20 acres:
Mrs. L. Greathead, .20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Rarker, 20 acres; R. A. Rarker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Has-
lett, lOacres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. \V.
Kelly, 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, l o acres.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchas.-d, it was found that so many
more would like to joinit than thearea of the
purchase would admit of, that lt was sug-
gested on all hands, "Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way.'"
Then lollowed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation ofthe whole of it,after subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the oth of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. I. Brown;
Directors—H. C. Eliis, Charles Brooke and
R.A. Barker; Secretary and General Manage
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for thepurchase ofa large number of iruit t:
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means ol" saving between 53,000 and
54.000 to the company, the prices in some
cas< s having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtinlyg
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set oul all their lands in
fruit trees, etc.. the first year. Consequently

! in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees
and between 20,000 and 30,000 vines willbe
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 200acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley" in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has como to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every oue who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties--peaches, apricots, Bartlett. peats,
prunes, llgs, raisin grapes, etc, while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their grateful shade.
A considerable number of citrus trees are also
bein« set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can b
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of tlie company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be
ascribed much ofthe success of the venture.

Mention should be made ofthe town-Site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed hy more
ambitions places. A small park of sonic three
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in itfrom time to time as many 'of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept T«!anct avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists aro
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous ofhaving a bridge
there, as thcfolony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure of public
money to grant ihem this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to tho whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts cf the cities are well known, but to
those who are willingto settle on the land and
Show that the country also aifords attractions
and comforts, and ways of making money
pleasantly, every inducement should be held
forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers ofthe Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned byeach, and a fact worthy of
mention is that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land. The ap-
parent success of the enterprise shows that
the ideas and plans ofthe colony, as set forth
in the prospectus some time ago, are not im-
practicable: C. T. Hull, Berkeley, 5 acres; W.
