A Collision Between Rival Factions
Impending.

Some Shooting "Was Looked for Last
Night—The Vigilance of

tho Police.

War \^as looked for in Chinatown last
night.

I>uring yesterday afternoon several
Chinese merchants called at the police
station and held a consultation with Cap-
tain Lee. They said that two of the
highbinder societies had had a difference
and were going to do some shooting.
They (the merchants) wanted the Captain
to have a detachment of officers on hand
to protect innocent persons from being
harmed, as they feared that should a gen-
eral riot take place there would be a good
deal ofrecklessness and the mercantile
houses would suffer.

Captain Leo detailed officers Higgins,
Campbell and Malay into Chinatown last
night, and gave them orders to watch for
developments.

A GAMBLING DEBT.
A Record-Union reporter, who had

learned of tlio impending trouble, went
into the Chinese quarter and had au in-
terview with a prominent Chinaman
who speaks good English. From tiiis
individual it was learned that the trouble
was over a gambling debt. Itappears
that several evenings ago a highbinder
named Suey Kirn played against Kee's
tan game, on Third street, and it is
claimed won a large sum of money. Tho
game-keeper asserted that Suey had been
< heating and refused to pay over the
money. Suey kicked up a great row, but
Kee was obdurate.

suey then reported the matter to a
miniIk r ofhis iriends who belong to the
same highbinder organization as he does,
and they ail agreed that Kee should be
forced to pay the money.

On Tuesday night Suey aud his retain-
ers visited the gambling den for the pur-
pose of covering Kee

And compelling him to disgorge. But
Kee, it seems, had heard of tlieir coming
and barricaded his place. <>n Wednesday
evening tiie Suey gang returned, and to
their joy found the tan house open. They
entered boldly, but before making any
demands they noticed a number of new
and ominous looking faces in the place,

Matters looked rather ticklish fora while.
Neither side seemed disposed to open
hostilities.

Finally one of the cooler heads sug-
gested that a parley be held, and this was
agreed to. Both sides presented their
cases ivtrue court style, and each argued
that they were right. Rut they could
reach no agreement. The game-keeper
woold not pay the money, and Suey and
bis adherents insisted tbat it sbould be
paid nr else there would be trouble. Bnt
the game-keeper and his men were per-
fectly willingthat there shonld be trouble,
and the parley ended by an agreement
that they would "settle if last night with
guns.

AMUSEMENTS.

Bronson Howard's great dramatic story
of the civil war, ''Shenandoah," will bo
presented at tbe Metropolitan Theater
this evening by the New Yorkcompany,
and with the original scenery and me-
chanical effects. "Shenandoah" has been
conceded by American critics to be the
Lest American play yet written. It has
been nnaually highly complimented for
its admirable construction, its effective
situations, and apparent naturalness In
dialogue and incident. Kit is given aa well
to-night as it was a year ago here, it will
well repay a visit to see it. Howard can-
not be called aprolific writer, for in more
than a decade he has given ns but seven
plays, beginning with "Saratoga" and
asoending to '•The Henrietta," the im-
mediate predecessor of "Shenandoah."
For a longtime "The Banker's Daugh-
ter** was est* emed the foremost produc-
tion of American authorship. The < ;\re
with which Mr. Howard bas done all his
work, the delicate treatment he has given
his subjects, and the fine dramatic in-
stinct which has enabled him to invest
his plays with realism, entitle him to
consideration as a foremost American
dramatist. "Shenandoah" differs widely
from any of Howard's previous works.
It is a military drama with threads of
romance rnnning through it. The story
is taken from events that occurred in anil
around Shenandoah and Washington.

The opening scene is laid in a ball-room
in Charleston, on the early morning of
the day on which tho first shot was tired
on Fort Sumter. Here the principal per-
sonages of the drama are assembled: two
young officers bosom Iriends at West
Feint—('lie a Virginian and the other a
Nev. Yorker discuss the great question
of the hour, and each avows his love for
the sister ofthe- other. The young ladies,
who share the patriotic sentiments of
their brothers, enjoy a little patriotic
quarrel on their own own account, cioe-
ingthe encounter with tears and kisses.
The Virginian wins his suit promptly,
but the New Yorker is less fortunate—
the cnu*' of Beauregard bringing Ids
courtship to an abrupt and angry termi-
nation. In the second and thirdacta the
scene is transferred to the Shenandoah
\ alley, and tho introduction of realistic
war pictures is attained. By certain co-
incidences the chief personages are
brought together, and the New Yorker,
nowa Colonel, makes a prisoner ofhis
Southern lady-love, who has undertaken
to deliver Confederate dispatches. The
interrupted courtship is continued under
disadvantageous circumstances, but when
the Colonel is almost killed love tri-
umphs, and the fair Southerner surren-
ders at discretion. The war incidents in-
clude the reading of the enemy's signals
fr.-m "Three Top Mountain.'" and the
conversion ofa rout into victory, alter
Sheridan's famous ride. Thirty men of
Company A, First Artillery Regiment,
will assist this evening in the military
s cues of the drama.

CAR BURGLARS CONFESS.

Bradley and Burns Will Not Resist
the Law.

Entered th© Freight Car at Port

Costa and Left It at

Davisville.

WilliamBurns and William Bradley,
the car burglars who were captured by
Constables Brissel and Alter in this city
on Wednesday, made a confession to Dis-
trict Attorney Ryan yesterday.

In the forenoon both of the young men
were taken before Justice of the Peace
Henry for arraignment. As they had no
counsel they were given until Tuesday
next to plead.

Bradley is only li) years ofage and says
that he never did anything wrong before.
He attributes his present condition to the
Influence of Burns, who is said to be a
professional sneak thief and burglar.
Young Bradley wept bitterly in the
County Jail yesterday, and signified his
willingness to make a clean breast of the
whole afl'air.

IT WAS AT PORT COSTA.
When brought into District Attorney

Ryan's private office Bradley stated that
he and Burns were "tramping it" from
San Francisco northward, as they could
find no work at tlie metropolis. He did
not know Burns' reputation, and con-
sidered him a good fellow. Upon arriv-
ing at Port Costa Tuesday night, they
stopped to rest a while, and while there a
north-bound freight train pulled in.
Thinking they might steal a ride to Sac-
ramento, they went over to where the
train stood and walked along beside it for
somo distance in search of a suitable
place to hide themselves. Just as they
approached one of the box cars they
were surprised to see three men emerge
from it and run away. These men, said
Bradley, must hare thought that he and
Burns were trainmen. They looked into
the car deserted by the trio, and observed
that the

CONTEXTS OF THE CAR
Had been thrown about in great con-
fusion. While thus engaged the train be-
gan to move, and the idea struck them,
so Bradley says, that they could hide
themselves in this car.

They did so, and rode in it to Davis-
ville. Here Burns suggested that they
bad 1 letter leave the train, and, being
short of funds, he also proposed that they
take with them the bundles of dry goods
which had been placed in gunny-sacks
and left in the car by the men who ranaway at Port Costa. This they did. After
remaining in Davisville for a conple of
hours they boarded a passenger train for
this city, and upon arriving here started
out to sell the goods. It was while thus
engaged that they were overhauled by
the Constables.

]ii:itxso*rrs in, too.
When Burns learned that Bradley had

confessed, he, too, wanted to plead guilty.
He told District Attorney Ryan sub-
stantially the same story as that told by
Bradley.

Both men will plead guilty to the
charges of buglary when their cases are
called in court.

The authorities are inclined to doubt
the story of the burglars, in so far as it
refers to the Port Costa runaways. The
articles found in the possession of Burns
and Bradley arc only a small portion of
the property taken from the car. Al-
together there were several hundred dol-
lars' worth of goods taken, and Constable
Brissel and the railroad officers say that
they are confident that Bunt, and Brad-
ley know where the remainder of the
stolen property is. They are inclined to
the belief that these two young men were
assisted by others in the robbery, and
they think a further and more complete
confession is in order.
