The satisfactory working of t his scheme has
had the oii.-et of attracting consldera
t. nth.nto tho work of the Colony Company.
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 200acres have been added to the sixty acres
originallypurchased.

For the company Is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautifal valley In
which their operations are conducted. How
this marv.-l.ms little garden has com. I
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it. but ono thing Is very sure, and
tha. la tiiat this neglect will never again bo
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, BarUetl peats,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc.. while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts Mill throw their gratefa] shade.
A considerable number ofcitrus trees aro also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can bo success-
fully grown In the volley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, pn
proper care ls given to the young trees. Neal
L>. Parker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be
ascribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be mado of tho town-Site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by moro
ambitious places. A small park ofsome throe
acres has been laid out right iv the center of
the town. This park it is proposed tobeautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
ofthc beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub lifo as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure ofmoney.
