sewer in the alley, notwithstanding the
fact that a majority of the property-own-
ers were opposed to the work.

Ex-Treasurer McKenna of the Robert

He Talks About Dynamite and War—

The Secret Cipher—Tho

Story Is Denied.*

"To the outside world the organization
was known as tho Robert Emmet Club,
and was ostensibly a social alVair. But
on the inside there was an entirely differ-
ent arrangement. It was then the 'U.
8.,' and its objects were to assist in a
secret preparation that is going on to free
Ireland trom England by force."

Mr. McKenna, ex-Treasurer of the
Robei't Emmet Club, was on tho witne<s-
standin Judge Van Fleet's court yester-
day trying t<> explain how he became
short in his accounts, and incidentally
gave away the Becret business of the club.
