HE GRASSHOPPERS.
Card from the Secretary of the State
Board of Trade.

E. W. Maslin, Secretary of the State
Board of Trade, sends out the following
for the information of farmers and horti-
culturists :

At a meeting lately of the California
| State Board of Trade, a number of horti-
| culturists being present, the subject of
| remedies for the extermination of the
|

grasshoppers came up for discussion, and
I was instructed to give publicity to the
opinions expressed, which were based on
the experience of 1885,

At the present timne, where the hopper
is on the plains and the grass justshading
into yellow and easily fired, the pest is
easily subdued, though at some cost,
when the neighbors will co-operate, The
wings have not yet formed, and as they
only skip and donot fly they are compar-
atively easily reached. One plan pro-
posed has already been stated by a south-
ern paper, to-wit: Take the axles and
wheels of a hay rake; attach to the axle a
piece of sheet iron bent near the ground
80 as to make a table, the edge being near
the ground. Upon this table put rags or
rubbish saturated with coal oil. Set fire
to the oil, and with a horse push the ma-
chine along. Any plan by which the dry-
ing grass may be iired is effective. In
the vineyard this plan would be diffieult
to apply, but in the orchard it is practi-
cable. After the wings have formed the
work is less effective.

The following formula was suggested
and is the same discovered by Mr. Menke
of Sacramento and published in Wieck-
son’s *“*California Fruits:” Forty pounds
of bran, fifteen pounds of middlings, two
gallons of cheap syrup, twenty pounds of
arsenie, mixed soft with water. A table-
spoonful is placed on a shingle near each
tree, ortwenty-five feet apart in the vine-
vard. The mixture has an attraction for
the insect and it is devoured with eager-
ness.

One orchardist thought that ten pounds
of arsenic was suflicient, and another had
rood results with fifteen pounds. A close
! fence will prevent the progress of the in-
| sect until the wings are formed. One
person succeeded in averting disaster
several years ago when his vineyard was
invaded by having half a dozen men be-
gin at the south fence and walking to the
north, with the wind, and whipping the
hopper out of the inclosure with bushes,
As there was no orchard or vineyard
within several miles no damage was done
to any other person’s property. The
arsenic remedy should not be placed
where chickens or turkeys havoe access to
it. The objection was made five or six
years ago that the arsenic not eaten would

dissipated by the air and resting on
the fruit the latter would be dangerous
for food, but analysis showed that neither
the arsenic nor its fumes in the least
affected the fruit. The remedy may be
used with perfect safety. It is hoped that
the country press will give publicity to
the remedies proposed.
