STRAIGHT TALK.

The Time Has Come for Work on a
Sewage System.

Our evening contemporary, the Bee,
disagrees with wus as to the amount
needed to repair the levees, but it comes
out straight and strong for a sewage sys-
tem. Itsays:

“The REcorp-UN10N agrees with the
Bee that the expenditure of $100,000 upon
our levees at the present time is entirely
unnecessary. It holds that, if we have
$100,000 to spare, we might put $30,000 of
it in our river defenses, ana place the re-
maining $70,000 in a sewerage system,
| which is sadly needed. To all of this we
| heartily agree, but we think that the pro-
| portion mentioned for the levees is en-
| tirely too high. The sum of §20,000 would
| be amply suflicient, while $10,000 might
i suflice if the railroad will raise its tracks
| on Front street.

*‘But there is no denying the fact that a
sewerage system is the crying necessity
in Sacramento at the present time. Our
streets were an eyesore, it is true, and
Sacramento did an excellent thing when
she put out §100,000 in bonds for their
improvement. But our present miser-
able lack of any system of sewerage is a
menace to stomach, brain and heart, a
constant invitation to contagious and
death-dealing diseases, and the money
we think we save by permitting it to re-
main in its present horrible condition is
really the most expensive: and reckless
bit of continued and. criminal extrava-
| gance of which the people of this city
have been guilty.

“By all means, let us get to work on
this sewerage system, which has become
an absolute necessity. Our present nig-
gardness in this regard 1li({5 only the
doctors and the undertakers.”

ABRIAL CYMNASTICS,

Recent Storms, Their Origin and
Routes of Travel,

\'i:nnl Officer Finley Explains About
Cyclonic Movements, Air Cur-

rents, Storm Centers, Ete.

Lieutenant John P. Finley, who is in
charge of the Pacific Coast Signal Service,
writes that many inquiries have reached

his office as to the causes which underlie |

the peculiar conditions that have pre-
vailed in California and parts of Nevada

. |and Arizona during the past two weeks,

The subject is an important one, and
should be fairly well understood by those
whose interests are affected.

During the first week of May, he says,
a cyclonie disturbance of decided energy

prevailed over Oregon, Washington and |

British Columbia. Severe gales occurred
off the Washington coast, and unusually
heavy rains were reported as far south as
San Francisco. The area of light rains
extended southward to Mexico. The
barometer was decidedly below the nor-
mal in all districts. Before the atmos-

| phere could recover its equilibrinm over |

soutbern California, southeérn Nevada
and Arizona, another storm entered
British Columbia, and again the barom-
eter began to fall in all distriets, at-
tended by the development of heavy
cloudiness and cool weather.

There has been a rapid succession of
these cyclonic areas passing
over British Columbia, which continually
aifected atmospheric equilibrium over the
| southern portion of the Pacific. Coast
States, and prevented any attempt at re-
| covery.

this season of the year, that weather
fluctnations are very gradnal there. Ouce
under the influence of a pronounced con-

| dition of weather the change from it is |

very slow. This is one of the marked
climatic differences between the south
Pacific region and the mnorth Pacific
regiorn.

Within the path of eyclonic movement |

across this country, from odan to ocean,
we find the maximum of meteorological

changes. - This region lies between 43°
and 53° north latitude. The area of a

cyclonic disturbance is a region of verti-
cal currents which give rise to high
winds, clouds and precipitation. Verti-
cal atmospheric currents prevail over the
south Pacific region not alwaysunder the
influnece of cyeclonic action, but from
the effect of the sun’s heat upon its vast
arid plains. Devoid of vegetation the earth
becomes excessively heated, and in turn
heats the air resting upon it. Therefore
low barometric pressure is a normal con-
{ dition of this region, in the summer es-
pecially.

The easterly movement of cyclonic dis- |

turbances over the north Pacific regfon
intensifies the low atmospheric pressure
of the south Pacific region, because the
two systems of vertical currents are prac-
tically the same, ditfering slightly as to
their origin. The air fromm the ocean is
drawn inland where, under the influence
of the vertical currents, its moisture is
condensed by the cold of elevation form-
ing clouds, oceasional showers, and giv-
ing rise to low temperatures at the sur-
face. If there is a marked increase in the
frequency of cyclonic disturbances pass-
ing over the north Pacific region, there
| results necessarily an increase in the con-
ditions which give rise to cool, cloudy,
threatening weather and showers in the
south Pacific region.

For the reasons above given, the
weather of the latter region is particu-
larly dependent upon the movement of
eyclonic disturbances along the northern
boundary of this country. Even after

| the cyclonic ecenter reaches eastern Mon-
tana and Dakota, its southwest quadrant
is still connected with the low barometric
pressure in the south Pacific region. Low
barometric pressure and vertical currents
over Nevada will cause westerly winds,
and cool, cloudy weather over Northern
California.

If this condition is prolonged by the
passage of cyclonic disturbances to the
northward, light rains with snow in the
mountains will follow, attended by low
| temperatures in the valleys. If the ver-
tical eurrents are checked over Nevada
| by the presence of an- anti-cyclone (high
| baromeétrie pressure) then the flow of air
| from the ocean and consequent condensa-
tion is prevented. The sun’s heat pro-
{ duces its full effect in the quiet air, the
| ground heats up rapidly, and lack of mo-
| tion in the superincumbent air tends to
| accumulate the heat over such a region.

POLICEMEN'S SALARIES. -

Auditor Young Must Draw His War-
rants for Them,

Judge Van Fleot Issues a Permanent
Writ of Mandate—Happy
Police Oflicers.

There were a number of happy men to
be seen on the streets of Sacramento
yesterday.

Some were policemen and some were
ex-policemen. They were all the men
who, under the unconstitutional Act of
the Legislature of 1889, increasing police
forces, served Sacramento City for a
year without salary.

The history of the policemen’s salary
case is probably familiar to most every
citizen of Sacramento. After the Act had
been declared unconstitional the case
looked somewhat hopeless. But the last
Legislature passed an Act allowing cer-
tain cities to levy a special tax to paya
certain indebtedness, and everything
looked bright again. Then another cloud
arose on the horizon. Reformer Burr
brought suit in the Superior Court to pre-
vent the payment of the money—the tax
having been

VOTED FOR BY THE PEOPLE,

And the money ready for payment—to
the policemen. The merits of this suit
were heard by Judge Grant of Yolo, who
who was sitting temporarily in Judge
Catlin’s court in this city, and he decided
that, while he considered the tax, asit
was levied by the City Trustees, illegal, it
was then too late for a remedy—the time
for contesting the election having ex-
pired.

There was then talk of appealing the
case to the Supreme Court, and the
policemen were sad.

It did not go to the higher tribunal,
however, and officer Ike Simmons peti-
tioned the Superior Court fora writ of
mandate compelling Auditor Young to
draw his warrant for the officer’s longed-
for salary, This petition was considered
by Judge Van Fleet yesterday, and, after
hearing the arguments of the lawyers—
| Bruner for the policemen and City Attor-
i ney Hart for the Auditor—ordered that
| the writ issue and that the Auditor pro-
ceed with the drawing of warrants.

That was why there were numerous
happy policemen and ex-policemen in
town yesterday.

There was another happy man, too,
and that was Sam Ginsberg. During the
earlier part of the trouble Sam had
bought up much of the officers’ *‘time,”
being confident that in the end the sal-
aries would be paid—and, as the result
shows, he knew what he was doing.

CHANGED THE DATE.

The matter of officer Simmons’ peti-
tion was set for hearing for the ist of
June, but by an amicable arrangement
of both sides, it was brought u yvester-
day. Judge Van Fleet, in rendering his
decision said: “In this cause an order
having been heretofore made fixing the
hearing thereof for Monday, June ist,
now on this day, the ]])urtics bereto, peti-
tioner and respondent, appearing in
court in person and with respective coun-
sel, and a stipulation having been filed
herein that said proceedings be heard at
this time, and that the same be heard and
determined by the court upon the peti-
tion filed herein, without answer thereto
by respondent, and the court having
thereupon proceeded to hear said matter,
|and the same having been argued and
submitted upon said petition, and the
evidence having been taken, it is ordered
| that said petition be granted, and that a
| peremptory writ of mandate issue as
{ prayed for therein, without costs to peti-
| tioner, the same being waived in open
| court.
