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A POISONED DISTRICT.

What the City's Sewage Has Done
for the Lowlands.

Farms Destroyed, Livestock Poisoned,
and the People Sick and Thor-
oughly Disheartened.

The city sewerage question is becoming
daily of increasing interest, @nd the mat-
ter of its solution must very soon be
grappled with by the authorities.

Just now the city has no actual outlet
for her drainage. It is run into a little
ditch, which has very little carrying ca-
pacity, and its outlet is Sutterville Slough,
which empties into the *‘‘Pocket,” the
basin lying between Oak Hall and Free-
port. The result is that both the Pocket
and the slough are chock-full, and the
sewage backs up close to the city.

So much complaint has of late been
made by the land-owners and residenis
south of the city, because of the injury
that is being inflicted upon them by the
city’s drainage, that at its last meeting the
City Board of Trustees accepted an invi-
tation from Colonel James McNasser, the
largest land-owner in the district af-
fected, to visit that locality and inspect
the canal at various points.

Yesterday afternoon was the time fixed
upon for the trip, and at half-past 1 o’clock
the party left the city for the purpose
mentioned. It consisted of Mayor Com-
stock, Trustee Conklin, Colonel Mec-
Nasser, ex-City Surveyor Bassett, Major

Baut it is not alone the people south of
the city who are to be the sutferers from
the silurian policy pursued by this muni-
cipality. The sewage is no longer run-
ning off. The water in the ‘“Pocket” is
nearly on a level with the sewers of the
city, and when it will hold no more the
sewage will run backward into (or,
rather, stay in, the city’s sewers). It is
almost hexe now, judging from the condi-
tion of things at Sutterville.

‘What, then, will wedoabout it? Surely
something will have to be done, and why
delay action until further damage is done
to our neighbors, and until the people of
the city become siricken with pestilence.

POSSIBLE TEMPORARY RELIEF.

Whatever is done — and however
quickly it may be done—the first thin
should be to clear out the drainage cana
below the Pocket, and see if this summer
the latter cannot be relieved of the drain-
age water that is now flooding it.

A force of men should start in at
Beach’s Lake and remove the tule and
debris from the canal, so that, as the
water falls in the lake, that now in the
Pocket may be drained off.

In the meantime it behooves the people
of this city to be up and doing in the
matter of providing a thorough and per-
manent system of sewerage. The Rurc-
orn-UNI0N has pointed out how it can
be accomplished, and there can be no ex-

FOR FRUIT |

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase of a large number of fruit trees,
vines, ete. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between $3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit trees, ete., the first year, Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees
and between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will be
pianted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the SIXty acres
originally purchased.

For tne company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties--peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, igs, raisin grapes, ete., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their grateful shade.
