
EXPOSING BOODLE.

The San Francisco Examiner has
adopted vigorous measures in the way ol
exposing boodlers. It has selected one
of the many instances from which it
might have taken its choice to expose
their methods, but we are sorry to note
in the work it has undertaken careful
concealment of the name of any Demo-
crat Assemblyman who might have been
connected with these offenses. We are
scarcely disposed to credit the Examiner
"with ignorance of the complicity of Dem-
ocrats as an apology for its concealment
in the premises. The story atioat, which
»eems to bo very well authenticated, and
on which the Examiner's exposures are
founded, is to the following effect:

During the last session of the Legisla-
ture, a bill was introduced into the As-
sembly to make ticket-scalping a crime.
It is represented that a Republican As-
aemblyman from Alameda County vis-
ited the boss ticket-scalper of the coast,
and informed him that the bill was intro-
duced and was backed by the Southern
Paoitic Company. The members of the
ttokat-opalpibg profession were informed
of the danger that threatened their busi-
ness, and visiting Sacramento, arranged
•with at least one Democratic and one Re-
publican Assemblyman to kill the bill by
refusing it a report from the committee of
which these two were members. The
amount agreed to be paid for this service
\u25a0was $1,500. On the Saturday following
the adjournment of the Legislature the
two Assemblymen visited San Francisco
and demanded their money, but the boss-
ticket scalper, who had made the arrange-
ment.declined topay on the ground that he
Lad been deceived by the Alameda states-
man in the representation that the South-
ern Pacific Company was promoting the
passage of the measure. He declared on
his side that the bill had been introduced
l>y the people who had made the arrange-
Xnont with him for the purpose of cinch-
ing his craft, and that he had been in-
ducted by fraudulent representations to
enter into the agreement. He therefore
refused to pay anything, pleading that
the promise to do so had been extorted
by fraud. On the Saturday afternoon in
question, the two Assemblymen gave the
Bcalpcr until 12 o'clock Sunday to make
£ood his promise, under what threat or

coercive measure we are not ad-
Tised.

This is the story that was current when
tho Examiner took cognizance of the mat-
ter. The name ot the Democratic Assem-
blyman was as familiarly used in the
Representation as was that of the Repub-
lican. We call the attention of the Ex-
mmbter to the omission of this name. We
"would not for a moment, however, be un-
derstood as desiring to belittle in the
Slightest degree the great work in which
ihe Examiner is engaged; nor would we
for a moment desire that the names of
Republicans should be concealed in
the interest of the party which they
misrepresent. Let it be understood in
the political ethics of the Republican
party that whoever accepts a bribe in
public otneo ceases to be a Republican,
and lot tho party repudiate everyone
ivhose moral sense is not high enough to
adopt this doctrino. Republican boodlere
may just as well now take notice that
they are no longer wanted as representa-
ti\.'s ofthe party.
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THE DAY.

In no part of the Union willDecora-
tion Day be smiled upon by fairer skies
than in California. This State had no
very active part in the struggle out of
"which has been born the touching custom
peculiar to this day. But California has
given homes in this golden clime to some
hundreds of tho brave men who re-
sponded in tho time of need to the na-
tion's call. Nowhere are such men more
honored; nowhere are there more sincere
tributes paid to the memory of such of
tho nation's defenders as have fallen.

The men are not lauded; flowers are
not strewn above graves as memory
tributes to men; but it is to the soldier,
the new relation man holds to govern-
ment when the latter demands his all to
be laid upon its altar, that honor is paid.
To the soldier who lifted his arm to
defend his country, we to-day do the
homage that citizens of a proud republic
may well pay to their defenders.

Tho soldier of the United States who
puts aside private life and its duties to
\u25a0tcp up into the ranks of the citizen army

in defense of human rights, free gov-

eminent and an indissoluble union of
sovereign States, Iswortbyof the patri-
otio ceremonials that murk Memorial
Day.

These ceremonials are more than senti-
mental tributes; they are acknowledge-

tient that the basic structure of the Gov-
eminent is the citizen in twoindependent
and lofty relations, that of civic and that
of martial life. The hired arm strikes
feebly; the blow that tells is inspired by
love for the cause that invokes it. So let
us do honor to the men in blue living,
because they struck for the heritage that
we enjoy; because they proved that the
American citizen is his own chief de-
fender; that where the governed are the
governors liberty is secure and free gov-
ernment has at call on a "moment's
notice a vast army of heroes. Let us
honor tho men in blue who have died
because their deeds deserve to live after
them; because in the record of their
achievements with the sword we find
lessons of patriotism for our childron and
examples of devotion to the republic
that shall inspire resistless new armies
of Americans, whenever the citadel of
free government is assailed, or the in-
stitutions of our country are menaced by
foreign or domestic foes.
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A DISGRACEFUL. SITUATION.

The statement that California must bo
content with Maxwell as the head of the
horticultural department of the World's
Fair orbe defrauded out of the position
altogether, beyond being a very improb-
able lie, is the most disgraceful subter-
fuge ever urged on behalf of a candi-

late. Mr. Maxwell is a small beer poli-
tician from Los Angeles. He belongs to
that large class of political larva from
which boodlers are hatched. His kind
have infinite cheek and immeasurable

"acuity for obtaining positions. It is
enough for them and their supporters to
know that they want positions. Max-
well belongs to a very large class which
infests cities and who usurp the preroga-
tives of governing the country. They
parcel out among themselves all the fat
.offices. They are office-seekers for what
there is in it. They are devoid of con-
science as to the public good, and from
their ranks are recruited the saloon poli-
ician, the ward striker, the professional

rounder, the voting repeater, and in legis-
lative positions the boodler. The ap-
pointnient of a politician at the behest of
the bosses, to the neglect of the horti-
culturists of this State, is about as great
an outrage as has ever been attempted on
the sober, right-thinking and industrious

ilasses of the community.
An interest of the first magnitude has

arisen in California. Itis a great indus-
trial interest, and its creation was due to
the intelligence, the energy, the sobriety
and the virtue of an agricultural class.
Honesty of purpose, earnestness of effort,
combined with a thoughtful and intelli-
gent industry, have given to California a

horticultural interest, producing an an-
nual profit to the State of 920,000,000.
rhere are men who created this great

enterprise, but they are spurned aside as
iftheir lives had been contemptible, their
motive unworthy, their high endeavor a
reproach, and a small beer politician is

selected for the honor and emoluments of
a great office, having in charge the highest
interests of this great industry. It cannot
be denied that this is an insult to the in-
telligence of California, and when we are
informed that Director-(General Davis has
at any time said that California must take
an incompetent or nobody, we take the
liberty of denying it absolutely. The
situation never existed which obliged
California to this humiliating alternative.
It is a kind of subterfuge which has been
used always in the promotion of bad can-
didates. The skillfulplace-hunter secures
the nomination, however unfit for the
office and however unworthy of public
confidence, and the members ofthe party
nominating him have the choice between
losing a party candidate or electing an

unworthy man to ofiice. In all such situ-
ations it is the duty ofthe voter to repudi-
ate tho candidate and lose the office.
When bad men are nominated for office,
the party nominating them deserves de-
feat. Only men of enfeebled moral con-
viction and weakened intellectual per-
ception will contend otherwise. The
poor party-ridden wretch, who subordi-
nates the high dignity of his citizenship
to the behests of party discipline, and
conspires against good government and
the best interests of the whole people by
voting for an unworthy candidates is
about as great a fool as the farmer who
will eat the chaff because he has raised
the wheat.
If the headship of the Department of

Horticulture has been forced into the
same position, it has been done in the
selfish interests of people who want to
control that department, and the threat
that California will lose it or force her hort-
iculturists into the humiliating position
ofbeing represented by incompetency
should deter no one in their opposition.
The worst impeachment the Pacific Coast
representatives on the National Commis-
sion could possibly have is to admit the
truth of the statement that California
must accept an incompetent candidate t>r
be denied the position at all.

There are a few things this people will
not forget, and first among these is that
California was entitled to the headship
of the Department of Horticulture, and
that a decent respect for those who by
their diligence and intelligence have
given us this great industry demanded
that they should be consulted as to the
candidate. They were so not consulted. If
California loses tho headship of tho De-
partment of Horticulture, it will be be-
cause of an injudicious selection of a can-
didate, and not because the opposition to
the continuation of that candidate is not
honorable and patriotic

MEAN MISREPRESENTATION.
The Central Califorw'an, published at

Fresno, says that the Kkcord-Unign has
opposed Maxwell because he was a coal
heaver and poverty-stricken. The Cali-
fvmian in this wilfullyand grossly mis-
represents any statement made in the
Record-Union. It cannot point to a sin-
gle line in this paper in which Mr. Max-

\u25a0well's poverty has been referred to, and
ifit was a decently fair journal it would
simply admit its unjournalistic misrepre-
sentation in the premises. Itis quite evi-
dent that the Fresno Republican and the
Central Californian are inspired by the
same contemptible spirit of misrepre-
sentation which induced a resident of the
city in which they are published to de-
clare that General Chipman was an aged
and decrepit veteran of the Mexican war.

Honorable men and honorable news-
papers do not resort to this species of piti-
ful and cowardly warfare.

MIDNIGHT CLOSING.

It is astonishing to notice how many
saloon-keepers favor the adoption of
Trustee McLanghlin's ordinance provid-
ing that saloons must close at midnight,
and several claim to have urged the
Major to introduce such an ordinance.
Why? Because they know the people of
this city are determined that the liquor
license shall be raised, and this side issue
is gotten up to divert attention and defeat
the increase oflicense. They know, and
everyone knows, that the proposed ordi-
nance would be more of a hardship to

restaurants, hotols and decent saloons
than to the dives, and they also know
that the Trustees already have the power
to close the dives entirely, but have not
the manhood to do it. The proposed or-
dinance is a "blind," but it will not de-
ceive the people nor divert attention from
the true solution ofthe question—a rea-

sonable license for revenue, and the clos-
ing of the dives under the regulative or-
dinance.
