A DUAL LIFE.
An Afjed Man and Wife of Noblo Birth

Sent to Prison.
New York. May 31.—A Sun Berlin

special says: Baron Boltenstein, aged
seventy-live, and his wife have been ar-
rested in Frankfort for keeping a house
of ill-repute, and sentenced to six months
imprisonment. Both belong to noble
families. Every effort was made to hush
up tho case, but the law had to take its
course, and the story of their infamy was
told in full.

They lived in a lino mansion in an
aristocratic neighborhood and fashiona-
ble quarter of the city. Their evil pro-
ceedings were quietly conducted, and
the polico had no suspicion of them. It
was shown during the trial that they
were accustomed to entrap young girls
and introduce them to men of the town,
all under the appearance of the highest
respectability. The allair has caused a
great surprise.

Bill to TCogrulato Cnttlo Trafflc.
London, May 31.—Chaplin, President

of the Hoard of Agriculture, will intro-
duce in the Commons to-morrow a bill
to regulate cattle traffic on the Atlantic.
The bill proposes to enable the Board of
Agriculture to impose regulations on cat-
tle traffic, giving effect to the recom-
mendations of the committee which re-
cently investigated the matter. The
steamship companies are organizing to
oppose the bill, as the measure will in-
volve an extensive alteration of the in-
ternal fittings of the vessels in the cattle-
carrying trade.

American Art in Paris.
Paris, May 31.—A number of Ameri-

cans have obtained honors from the
Champs Elysees Art juries. Henry
Risbing, T. P. Dessar, and Harry Van-
derweyderden got third medals, while C.
P. Smith, Sergeant Kendall, William
Thorn, Mrs. C. E. WentWOfthand A. E.
Steiner received honorable mention.
Frederick McMonhies got second medal
for sculpture, and Charles Grailey re-
ceived honorable mention.

Financial Uneasiness lv Buenos Ayres.

Buenos Atbbs, May :Jl.—Reference to
a recent rising in the Cardoba caused a
stormy session in the Senate to-day.
Senor Alem, demanding a discussion as
to the cause of the rising, attacked the
internal policy of the Ministers, and
moved that a Government inquiry be in-
stituted. The motion for an Inquiry was
negatived. Financial uneasiness contin-
ues. There has been a run on some
banks.

Grain Tariffin Germany.
BSBUK, May 31.—At a council of the

Ministers held to-day it was agreed that
no reason existed for summoning tho
Reichstag to consider tho grain tariff.
The customs authorities report rye now
quoted at 200 marks, and m view of the j
favorable harvest prospects it will proba-
bly be down to 180 marks within a few
weeks.

Riotous Strikers.

Madrid, May .'sl.—Strikers in Bilboa
made a riotous demonstration to-day.
The mob was charged and quicklydis-
persed by the cavalry. Troops now oc-
cupy the town, and all theaters are closed.
A number ot Socialist leaders ehargsd
with inciting the rioters were arrested.

Bilboa has beon\ledared in a state of
siege.

One of the sleekest all-round swindlers
is now en route east, having corralled
everything in sight in this section.

Last fall N. W. Flaisig formed a part-
nership with Peter Baumanof this city,
as agents for the Garden City Billiard
Table Company of Chicago. As early a.s
last December, Flaisig made his first
move toward leaving the city and his
creditors, by attempting, during bis part-
ner's absence, to dispose of their goods J
for cash.

Flaisig's proceeding did not excite sus-
picion until early in May. Bauman was
absent, and Flaisig seized the .oppor-
tunity to dispose of the stock and make
his departure. Tho company got wind of
the trouble and sent out an agent, who
arrived the very day Flaisig left.

NEARING THE END.

LIFE OF SIR JOHN MACDOXALD
SLOWLY EBBING AWAY.

Though Conscious That Ills Doom, is
Approachinpr. Ho Maintains Ro-

markablo Fortitude.

Ottawa, May 01.—Sir John Macdon-

ald'a condition is practically imchanged
since last evening, except that his vital
powers seem to bo gradually weakening.

Touching references to the dying Pre-
mier were made in all the churches, both
Catholic and Protestant, this morning.

Hon. David Mills, M. P., a prominent
.1 and authority of constitutional

law, gives it as his opinion that in the
event of sir John's death, the Cabinet
Ministers would not have to resign and
appeal to the people before accepting
office under a new chief. Ho .said the
law was still in force that allows a Minis-
ter to resume office within thirty days
after his resignation without re-« lection.

Sir John's life now hangs only on a
slender thread. lie is fighting with
Characteristic tenacity against the dread
visitor; but with his vitality slowly
ebbing away, the unequal struggle can-
no; be much longer maintained. Since
Friday afternoon, though deprived <>!' the
power ofspeech, he hay maintained the. dnesa for which he is so noted in
health. Though still conscious, he re-
alizes that bis doom is approaching, and
seems.prepared for the final call. With
his left arna, which is still serviceable, he

I makes known his desin .
He passed the night quietly and en-

joyed periods of brief rest, whenever
Lady Macdonald enters the sick room
his face, which has assumed an
hue, lights up. Nothing can describe
the attachment he entertains for the
talented woman who for many years has
been the wife of Canada's greatest states-
man.

Finally
Alvarez and the men exhausted their
cartridges. Tho Marshal agreed to stand
guard alone whiles the posse returned To
town to get more meu and a fresh supply
of ammunition. Two hours later they
returned to the cabin and found it de-

, sorted. Alvarez was found inacorner of
the yard with a bullet hole in his head,
and was dead.
