
LOCAL AFFAIRS.

Itwould seem that the people of this
city are helpless in the presence of the
dives. One of the vilest in the city was
on Monday licensed anew in the face of
the statement of the police officers that it
is one of the worst possible deus of crime
and debauchery. An attorney for the
dive-keeper argued that the class fre-
quenting these places we have always
with us, and- it is therefore wiser to keep
them inside a certain district than to
scatter them over the city, and the Presi-
dent of the Board of Trustees appears to
have grasped this idea, and to have given
it his sanction.

It seems not to have occurred to the
Trustees that it would be wiser still to
drive these vile elements out of the city,
by prohibiting the opening of resorts, iv
the absence of which the objectionable
class will leave for more congenial quar-
tors. These low people are social beings,
as are other men and women; they must
have their associates, and their resorts
also where they can meet one another.
Failing of such places, they will depart
to places where they are permitted.

Nor does it appear to have occurred to
the Trustees that in the matter of "scat-
tering" the dives, the board has power to
prevent it by refusing them licenses.
Moreover, the thugs, sneak-thieves and
head-crackers who congregate in these
places, scatter from them to prey upon
the people throughout the city. Itis in
these dons that criminal expeditions are
plotted. Nor will the closing ofthe dives
Rt midnight help matters. Itwillnot de-
ter a solitary criminal, or in any respect
affect his conduct.
Ifthe midnight closing ordinance is in-

tended to be a cloud to obscure the ques-
tion of a higher license rate, it is an abso-
lutely vicious measure, working hard-
ships on hotels and restaurants, effecting
nothing whatever in the diminishing of
the number of places of low resort, and
adding not one cent to the city's revenue,
to compensate, in part, for the enormous
expense to which the city is put because
of the number of dives. Ifthisistobe
the outcome of all the recent agitation,*
then there has been a great amount of
labor expended for the benefit of the
community, without good result.

The question is, "Willthe people put
up with this weak policy?" Some weeks
ago the Record-Uniox asked for an
answer to this question: "Why should
the municipal license rate for sale of
liquors at retail be lower in .Sacramento
than in any other city or town in Califor-
nia, or any other place in the United
States?" To that simple stated inquiry
no response has been made, and no rea-
son advanced for the fact.

This city needs money for imperatively
demanded improvements. We havo
•hown how it can be procured without
increase of the tax rate. No one has en-
deavored, or ventured to controvert the
statement that we can have $27,000 net,
annually, from liquor licenses, instead of
|0,750, for the very good reason that no
sensible contradiction of the statement
can be made. Inthe tooth ot the showing,
in the face of tho city's need and the
failure to act on the part of the city
ofiicials, what are the people going to do
about it ?

THE LEVEE PROPOSITION.

Business nun appeared before the
Trustees on Monday with a plan for
pledging the city credit for moans to
thoroughly, linally and completely re-
pair the levees. Figures were given
showing, apparently, that it is cheaper to
do the work all at once, and to pledge
city credit for it—that, indeed, it will les-
sen the tax rate to do this, very materi-
ally.

The Record-Union' is open to the con-
viction that should follow the truth, on
any subject. It has believed that $25,000,
or at the outside $30,000, will be sufficient
to raise the Front-street and Y-street
levees to the uniform level they should
have. Itdoes not accept out of hand the
showing made on Monday; neither does
it protend without further examination
to controvert it. But of this it is con-
vinced, the raising of the levees as sug-
gested should be done, nnd now. Ifit j
should be determined to riprap them, !
that is a process secondary to and can
only followthe first work.

This will not be patch work. Itis the
first essential, and must be done in any
event. If tho figures given by tho com-

to the Trustees can be verified, we
Rio not undertake to say that itwould not

be wise to issue the certiorates of indebt-
edness and let tho next generation pay
the cost, precisely as this one is doing by
the debt of a former one. Let the calcu-
lations be gone over carefully, the esti-
mates of cost of work made by skilled
men, and then ifbusiness wisdom and
sound reason approve the plans reported,
the Record-Union will cordially aid the
work of adoption.

The city credit is good, even our exist-
ing debt is practically held at par. We
can borrow all we need, but let us not
adopt that method of obtaining money
until it is shown beyond all question that
it is beyond all odds the best means.

THE BEHRING SEA MATTER.

It now looks as if the close season
arrangement for seal taking will be
entered into by the United States and
England, pending arbitration ofthe main

issues of the Behring Sea matter. The
United States proposed a closed season,
prohibition of seal taking absolutely,
during the period of arbitration. Eng-
land accepted this after some vexatious
delay. Thereupon the President added
a condition that 7,500 seals might be taken
for the support of the 300 Aleuts living
at the seal-taking district. To this the
English Minister demurred, and mean-
while the opening of the sealing season
was near at hand. The matter then
went into Parliament and a bill agreeing
to the final proposition has passed to a

second reading under circumstances that
indicate its speedy final passage.

The demur of the English ministry was
that the Canadians object to the close
season, unless the fishers who have fitted
out are compensated for loss of pros-
pective take of seals. It appears to have
been thought in Parliament that it was a

hardship to have this cost of compensa-
tion fall upon the British Government.
But why should it pay it? These men
fitted out in the face ofthe fact that nego-

tiations were pending for a closed season.

They "took their chances" as other busi-
ness men do and certainly have nothing
to complain of. But it is evident that the
English Government is afraid of the
Dominion Government and people. This
fearfulucss appears at this distance to
amount almost to cowardice.

THE RECIPROCITY POLICY.

Reciprocity, even in so limiteda form
as conceded by the last Congress, has re-
sulted so beneficially thus far that no

voice is heard in any direction liftedup
against it. Ifnow the concessions made
to and by Brazil and Spain are so benefi-
cial to us, and if the expected reciprocal
adjustment with Venezuela is so good a

thing, why should the application of the
policy be limited? Ifwe are to benefit so
much by a reciprocity schedule with San
Domingo and Hayti, as to stimulate an-
ticipation export by even negotiation for

reciprocal exchange, why should we not
enter into similar relations with any
other nations by which the arrangement
willbe to our gain?

The reciprocal policy is no longer
tentative; in practice it is proving itself,
broadening our markets and enlarging our
home production for export. We are
really giving away nothing; the balance
is in our favor, and ifall the Latin Amer-
ican States are brought into the reciprocal
arrangement, we will have only addi-
tional proof of the wisdom of extending
the policy to any and all nations that will
take those things we produce to best ad-
vantage, in exchange for those we pro-
duce to least advantage, but which they
produce to best advantage.

There is more than one good reason to
be advanced in support of the Michigan
plan for selecting Presidential Electors
by Congressional Districts. In that State
the new law requires the Electors to bo
chosen in each Congressional District,
save from two grand divisions of the
State, as provided in the Act. The sys-
tem commends itself because, for one
thing, it does away with the "pivotal
State" business, and therefore cuts short
a great amount of rascality, corruption
and ballot-box manipulation. Under
this system—which, by the way, was
practiced a number of years in the earlier
history ofthe republic—the States classed
as "certain" will become less so, and
those rated as "doubtful" will be more
doubtful still. Just in that proportion
the incentive to tamper with the elec-
tions dishonestly willbe reduced. Under
the Michigan system there is minority

representation, and the election of Presi-
dent is brought nearer the people without
abandoning the electoral system, which
is wise and should not be discarded, since
it represents the sovereign States of the
Tnion. Election by direct vote would
tend to centralizatian that is not wholo-
some or necessary, and would give to
congested population undue voice in the
Federal administration. But, under the
plan Michigan has adopted, States will
break up their electoral vote in many
cases, aud go solid as States in the few
only. There is no good reason, it would
appear, why the electoral vote of a State
should not divide and the minority have
representation in the Electoral College.

A million aihe was called upon a jury
in Chicago the other day and asked to be
excused because of the pressing demands
of his business. Judge Gresham said that
ho could not set the precedent ofexcusing
a man of his class. But he stated tho case
to the lawyers on either side, and left it
to them to pormit tho rich man to escape
the duty of the citizen. This does no
credit to Judge Gresham, eminent as he
is as a jurist. Suppose a hod-carrier bad
been called and had advanced the same
excuse, and which he could have done
with far better grace and with more of
reason, would the court have referred his
case to the lawyers also? We douM it:
rich men, busy business men, do escape
jury duty because of just such excuses,
and these same men are the first to de-
nouuee the weakness of jurors who do
serve.

Connecticut poople demand a new
Constitution, and they should have it, if
tho figures given by the New Haven
News are correct. It appears that Now
Haven, with 86,000 population, has but

two representatives in the Legislature,
while eighty towns aggregating 86,000
population have 108 representatives. On
joint ballot of the two houses of the
Legislature, 100 towns have 107 votes—a
majority—though they represent but one-
sixth of the population. This is minority
representation with a vengeance. The
Constitution of Connecticut, which per-
mits such inequality, is too ancient for
the time and tho spirit of fairness of the
age.

The sentiment of the people is rapidly
crystallizing into a verdict that tho natu-
ralization laws should be so amended
that no alien shall be admitted to the vot-
ing privilege on mere "declaration of
intention." For tho act of admitting to
citizenship in one State really admits to
that privilege in all, and the people are
awakening to this truth. The mere fact
that State bounds limit the exerciso of the
suftrage does not prevent the force of the
vote ofthe unnaturalized alien being felt
throughout all the States.

GRASSHOPPERS.
They are Dolner Much MisclHef, But

No Great Damage.
Secretary LeLong of the State Board of

Horticulture states that the damage dono
in the interior by the grasshopper pests
is not as great as represented by some of
the local newspapers, but he admits that
the grasshoppers are doing a great deal of
mischief. The greater loss will fall on
the small orchards. The large orchards
will fare the best.

From all the upper portion ofthe Stato
information has boen received of thepresence of a greater or less number ofthe insects, and some complaints havecome from orchardists to tho south ofBin Irancisco. The State Board of Hor-
ticulture at present has an expert out
gathering information in regard to the
pest and his report will be awaited withmuch interest by the orchardist3 through-
out the State.
