
DOUBLED THE RATE.

The Supervisors Take the First Step
Toward High License.

The Rate for County Liquor Licenses
Is Xow §30 Per Quarter-Iron-

Clad Restrictions, Too.

An air ofanxiety pervaded the Ilall of
Records yesterday.

The Board of Supervisors was in
session, and it was known that the liquor-
license problem had to be settled before
the adjournment hour. All were aware
that during the past two or three days
Chairman Greer had been putting in his
spare moments on tho preparation of a
l°nff preamble and resolutions, calculated
to perform the almost superhuman task
of pleasing everybody. Mr. Greer is
naturally adapted to this kind of work,
and his colleagues felt confident that he,
above all others, could come nearest to
getting them out of the ticklish position
they occupied. But, at the same time,
they fullyrealized the importance of the
occasion. They realized that the eyes of
the community were upon them. They
realized that the City Trustees would not
take up tho matter until they, the Super-
visors, had first committed themselves.

Is it any wonder that they were
nervous ?

PAINFUL SUSPENSE.
The morning session passed, and the

resolution did not materialize. Several
times did Mr. (ireer open his desk-
drawer and fumble among his papers —unnerving his colleagues greatly thereby
—but ho ciosed it again, and everybody
breathed tree again.

During the noon recess there was a
consultation and a partial agreement. It
had been discovered that the board need
not fix the rate of saloon licenses until
July—the beginning of tho fiscal year—
and thrco of the members concluded to
decide the license question without de-
ciding it, so to speak.

Upon reassembling in tho afternoon,
the regular routine business was taken
up :m<i proceeded with. It begun to look
as though the main subject was to be for-
gotten.

Shortly before 4 o'clock, however, Mr.
Greer again resorted to his dr.iwer, and
the hush that came over the room told
the story.

He had hauled out that resolution.
Tho Chairman rapped on his desk for

order, and then gravely handed the for-
midable-looking document to Clerk
Khoads to read.

nu: resolution.
It was an easy matter to hear a pin

drop—or a gumdrop—while the Clerk
was reciting the contents of Mr. Greer's
paper. Itwas as follows:

•' Whereas, Itappearing to the Board of
Supervisors of the County of Sacramento
and State of California, that it would be
to the best interest of the taxpayers of
said county, and also in the interestoi
good morals and society that tiie license
for the sale at retail of spirituous and malt
liquors in Sacramento County should be
increased; and, whereas, it is the opinion
of said hoard that the present license of
fcl-r> per quarter, or |5 per month, for the
sale at retail of spirituous liquors is in-
adequate to bear a just proportion of tho
expense incurred from the use of intoxi-
cating liquors, and believing that saloon
li"ei:Hes should be increased to an amount
that would bring revenue sufficient to
bear a just proportion of tho expense in-
curred from tho use of intoxicating
liquors, and that all licenses granted
hereafter shall be guarded with proper
restrictions; and all persons applying for
:i license for the sale at retail of spiritu-
ous and malt liquors, must present a pe-
tition to this board signed by a majority
of toe resident taxpayers Inthe precinct
in which said place for the sale of said
spirituous and malt liquors is about to be
Li cated, and said petition shall be accom-
panied by a bond in the sum of $1,000,

i with two good and suffieh nt sure-
ties, said bond to be approved by the
Chairman of this board; and whereas,
committees appointed by the Patrons of
Husbandry and Farmers' Alliance, an
well as large numbers of private
citizens have applied to said Board of Su-
pervisors in unmistakable terms, and
have asked this board to increase saloon
licenses in order to better the moral
standing of Sacramento, and to close, if
possible, the low dives and side-show
bars that are run under §»ver of some
other branch of business, but which are a
groat source of annoyance to our com-
munity and a danger to our sons and the
young men and youth generally, and we
believe these places ought and can be
closed; mill, whereas, it is not the desire
of tiiis board to injure anyone engaged in
a legitimate saloon business, and believ-
ing tiiat the respectable and better class
of saloons will be better protected with a
high license; and, whereas, under the
pro. Nt rate of license, crime is daily
being committed, and the peace, happf-
pineesand prosperity of our community
are being threatened with the dire conse-
quences that How from the sale of Intoxi-
cating liquors, and our jails, hospitals
Bod prisons are being taxed to their ut-
most capacity, and thereby an enormous
expense is entailed upon the taxpayers
oi'thi< county, and drunken ness and crime
run ri"t in our fair city and county, all ol
Which can directly lie attributed to the
low rate of license now in vogue lor the
sale ofliquors; therefore, be it

"JirsoLi.d, That on and after July 1,
1891, tho county license of Sacramento
County, for the sale at retail of spirituous
and malt liquors shall be lixed by
the Board of Supervisors of Sacramento,
at the sum of dollars per quarter,
payable in advance, under the following
conditions and restrictions, viz.: That
before any person or persons can obtain
a county license from tho License Col-
lector of Sacramento Counts*, for the salt
Of spirituous or malt liquors *:tid person
or persons applying for said license shall
I Dta petition recommending to this
board that said license be granted, and
Kaid petition shall contain a majority ol
all the resident taxpayers in the pre-

Mr. Greer explained that this was a
county license, which both the city and
country saloon-keepers would have to
pay alike, 'itie city would Impose an
additional tax upon its saloon-keepers.

Mr. Millerthen objected to the idea ol
compelling citysaloon-keepers to obtain
the consent of a majority of the resident
taxpayers of their precinct. He thought
this would entail too much work upon
them. If «hey would get the consent
r>!' \u25a0 majority on their block it would be
enough.

resolution was aimed at the deadfalls and

Supervisor Black agreed with Mr. Mil-
ler that the consented on a block would
b« better than those ofa whole precinct.

Mr. Hates poo-poohed this idea. There

Mr. Miller then said he was not infavor
of a high license. He was willing, how-
ever, to agree to a reasonable increase
over the present rate.

Itwas explained for the benefit of Mr.
Miller that the resolution fixed no rate at
all. That would be attended to in July.
At present it was only intended to show-
that the board believed there should be a
raise, and to provide a vigorous process
through which applications for licenses
would have to pass.

This satisfied Mr. Miller, and, in fact,
everybody else. This was gotting along
swimmingly,

A LITTLE SNAG.
Mr. Miller moved the adoption of the

resolution, and Mr. Bates seconded the
motion.

But before a vote could be taken Clerk
Rhoada called the attention of the board t
to the fact that unless the blank—fixing
the rate of license—was filled out the
resolution would bo invalid.

This was an unlooked-for snag.
Mr. Bates was in favor of going ahead

anyhow. Somebody else suggested a
postponement, but this was spoiled by
Mr. .Black, who loudly proclaimed htm •
sell" as in favor offixing the rate of li-
cense then and there, and was ready to j
vote. Mr. Greer said he was ready to
vote, too, and tin re was no chance for
anybody to back out.

There was a death-like sileneo for some
moments, nobody caring to open the
ball.

Finally Mr. Bates rose, and said that
while be was iU favor of raising liquor
licenses to a much higher figure than they
arc at present rated, and wanted to see
the saloon-men contribute theirproper
proportion to the support of the county
government, yet he did not care to "bust
'em with the iirst shot." It was well to
move by degrees. He was in favor of
placing county licences atsso per quar-
ter.

There was no second to Mr. Bates' mo-
tion, so Mr. Black moved that the figure
be fixed at $25 per quarter.

Mr. Bates moved to amend Mr. Black's
motion by raising the sum to >>'>(), but
again he was not favored with a second.

nsNKisrs 1 views.
Supervisor Jenkins had been keeping

very quiet all along, bat he now felt that
it was time to express himselC Ho said I
he felt that the City Trustees should be
consulted before any action was taken.
"Ifwe set the county license too high,"
be said, "the result will be that the city
will impose little or no tax upon the city
saloons, deeming our license sufficient
ofa burden upon them. I don't believe
that extreme high license is the
proper remedy. It might close out the
country saloons, but it would not do
away with the very evil we are aiming
at—the dives. I am aware that a great
deal ofcrime isdneto liquor, but I will
say, without fear of contradiction, that 1
none of itcomes from tlio country. On*
County Jail here is fullof prisoners, and
they are all from the city. lam in favor
of protecting the community from these
crime-breeding dives, but I don't believe
that an extremely blgh county license
will do it. If the city will double up its
license, though, I will stand in for a high
county license. But the city willnot do
it, and, that being the case, a high county
license alone would do more harm than
good. Let us see what the city is going
tO do."

When Mr. Jenkins made reference to
the non-production of criminals from the
country, Mr. Bates was observed to grab
a pile of bills which lay before him, and i
go through them.

A Word to Every Citizen.
Eds. Record-Union: Permit me

through your free-lance column to ad-
dress a few words to my fellow-citizen—
he who reads this letter:

My Dear .Sir: The census school re-
port shows a falling off of nearly 300
school children. Do you know the rea-
son—one reason ? Because men of fam-
ily will not locate in a place so over-
burdened with saloons. If you doubt
this, go into Southern California, w here
prosperity reigns, and there is not one
saloon to every 500 of population, while
in Sacramento there is one to every
eighty-tive. Go to real estate agents,
bankers, and others, and a.sk them if
newcomers proposing to settle berodo
not come and go and give that as a rea-
son. They are not prohibitionists, but
they decline to raise their children where
there is one, saloon toless than everyseven-
teen voters. We expend in the saloons
in our town about\u25a0 £!,OUO,OOO a year of the
wages of industry. How much better if
even half that sum was in homes and
home comforts. See the saloons nightly
filledby young men, find them inlarge
numbers there by day also! UotoPasa-
dena, with her 5,0(10 people, and not a
saloon in the city, no police, no lockup,
do criminal classes. Why? There is no
place for that class, for the idle, the young
and impressionable to gather and loaf.
<;<> to Riverside, with her regulation and
few drinking bars-go to other Southern
California towns generally and see what
it is that pleases the Eastern man.

Be sure of this, dear sir. No com-
munity in history can be named
that did not go down where debauchery
and indulgence were Die rule. They
rule here; you know it. No town
of this size can carry 900 liquor bars on
ity back and not break down. Think of
it, every seventeen of us who are over 21
years old (exclusive of Chinese) support
one saloon. Talk of taxes! Just think,
man, was there ever such a tax as this
put upon a people? Does not commonsense teach us, and history, too, that
moral supineuess before the "slavery of a
vicious luxury means eventual "com-
munity death? Shall Sacramento go
backward? This is the simple question
for you to answer. Will you have cour-
age and sacrifice a little business that the
Saloon can take from you, or sacrifice
your sons and daughters and home, and
have yoi:r taxes increase and your In-come and business decline? Think it
over. Shall we cut out half the tempta-
tions of the saloons and make the other
half pay the cost they make you? That
will relieve us some—not all that it
Should, but some. Itwill give strangers
a belter opinion of us, when, instead of
11 arly every fourth door on business
streets being a saloon entrance, only everj'
tenth door has a whisky sign 'out. I
am not a fanatic. T have sense enough totake a half-loaf rather than starve. Look

the matter. Hunt out thecauses that are
eating away Sacramento's lite, crippling
business, driving population from us
and ruining our boys.

ARE THE FIGURES CORRECT?

IfSo, Where Are Our School Children
Drifting?

What the Returns of the School

Census Marshals Show—Facts

For Reflection.

The following figures returned by the
School Census Marshals are puzzling tho
brains of the members of the Board of
Education. They cannot understand how-
it is that there is a smaller number of
school children in the city than there
were last year, in view of the fact that
increased facilities have been necessary to
accommodate the pupils. The census
was taken by R. B. Harmon (First Dis-
trict), J. C. Medley (Second District),
James S. Carroll (Third District), L. G.
Nixon (Fourth District), and J. J. Trar-
bach (Fifth District). Tho returns by
districts are:

First District—Between 5 and 17 years
of age, 1,1'Jl; under f> years, 43<i.

Second District—Between 5 and 17 years,
1,038; under 5 years, 882.

Third District— Between 5 and 17 years,
l.lGo; under ."1 years, 454.

Fourth District—Between 5 and 17 years,
938; under 5 years, 874.

Fitth District—Between 5 and 17 years,
7(i"): under S years, 'Jlu.

The total number between 5 and 17
years (the school age) is 5,090, and under
5 years, l,\KiTt.

The number of children between ."> anrl
17 years of age who have attended the
public schools at any time during the
year is A,mi\, showing that 1,154 have not
attended.

The number between 5 and 17 years of
age who are reported as having attended
only private schools is !i">, show ing that
there are 1,060 children ofschool ago who
have not attended any school.

The native-born children in the city
under !7 years of age is 0,527, and of
foreign-lorn ISS, making a total of 7,015.

Last year (1800) the number ofchildren
reported of school age was ."),.")J7, or 247
more than the marshals have returned
for this year. The number under ;> years
of age was 1,743, as against IJJ2S this year,
an excess of 182 in favor ofthis year.

In 1880 there were reported 'i.'M'J chil-
dren between the ages of 5 and 17 years,
only 141 less than this year, but 408 less
than last year. In that year QfSrtti the
total number of children under 17 years
was f),.^;,"), or 4."i4 less than this year.

The returns for ÜBl, as'compared
with those of 1880, show a satisfactory
increase, but how to account for the ap-
parent falling off in the number ofchil-dren between 5 and 17 years .since last
year is what puzzles the members ofthe
School Board. It is possible the mar-
shals have overlooked a few hundred.
At all events, it would bo well for parents
who have not been called on by the
census-takers to report to the Board ofEducation the number of school cnil-
drcn in their families.

Some of the School Directors say they
are In favor of having the work done
over again—at least in localities where
the falling offis most marked.

But there is another mystery involved
in these figures. What* becomes of the
1,050 children who do not attend uny

Ischool, public or private? And what
Isort of pa rents have they, or at least the
majority of them ? Surely the number
(ifany 1 that are to poor to send their
children to school must be very small.
The solution seems to lie in the "fact that
there are parents who feel no concern
whatever about their children's welfare,
and the latter must be "growing up in
the streets' 1 without moral restraint or
parental care.

It i« to be hoped, however, that there
are mistakes in the figures returned, for
it would bo painful to be forced to believethat in a community like this there are
upward of ono thousand children of
school age who do not know what aschool is.
