THE CRIMES

REGARDING

All Provisions Directed Against Crim-

inal Conspiracy to be

Withdrawn.

Loxpox, June 5.—Balfour’s proposal to
relax the Coercion Act will not be ex-
| plicitly announeced in the Commons until
next week, but enough is known as to
{ what the Government intends to propose
to justify the Conservatives in feeling
some little pride over the results of Bal-

| four’s policy. All the provisions of the
Crimes Act directed against eriminal con-

| spiracy will be withdrawn, whilst the
{ other provisions, notably the secret in-
| quiry section, will be retained. Balfour’s
first statement that there are 3,019
prisoners in Ireland who were sentenced
under the Crimes Act, has been the oceca-

sion in the Unionist press of telling con- |
trasts with the coercion policy under

Gladstone, when the prisons were full.

| In the face of prison statistics, and in
| the face also of the fact of absolute peace
| in every district in Ireland, and the ces-
sation in the press and on the platform of
expressions of discontent, the Gladston-
jan will find it difiicult to respond to the
Unionists’ plans. The accepted Liberal
explanation is that the pacification of
Ircland is due as much to the (Gladstone
policy of conciliation as to Balfour’s co-
i ercion.

DOUBLE  FRATRICIDE.

Terrible Deed of a Young German
Near Waterville, Wash.

HE SHOOTS TWO OF HIS BROTHERS
TO DEATH

A Prominent Mining Man Murdered
and Robbed Near Salt Lake Clty—
Fatal Cutting at San Francisco—The
Head Clerk of a Real F¥state Firm
Leaves for Parts Unknown, Taking
With Him Several Thousand Dol-

lars Belonging to His Employers.

SPoxANE (Wash.), June 5. —TPassengers
in from Coulee City bring additional par-
ticulars of the double murder near
Waterville Wednesday. Four brothers
named Von Bremen, Germans, young
and unmarried, occupied two homesteads
fifteen miles northwest of Waterville, on
the Columbia River. Two of the brothers
had lately arrived from Germany. The
murderer was named Robert. He com-
mitted the crime with a shotgun, and is
still at large. The remaining brother,
who can speak very little English, car-
ried the news to a neighbor, who rode
that night to Waterviile.

The Sheriff left at midnight with a
posse in pursuit of the murderer, but so
far nothing further has been learned from
the scene.

It is known that John and Jake had
been on bad terms for some time and
would bhave nothing to do with each
other. 'The partition of their stock had
been one cause of contention.

Peter, the surviving brother, said that
Henry was plowing and had in his team
a horse which belonged to Jake. The
latter came after his horse and a quarrel
ensued, during which John rode up on
his horse. Peter, who was not far dis-
tant, heard a number of shots fired and
went up to see what was the matter., He
fonnd two of his brothers dead or dying
and the third standing near,

Jake told Peter that he had killed his
brothers, and was going away, never to

{ return, and directed him to go and tell

and rode away. A shotgun and revolver
were left on the ground.

LURED TO HIS DEATH.

A Prominent Mining Man Murdered
in Utah.

SALT LAKE, June 5.—Ed. Callahan, a
well-known mining man, was murdered
early this morning on the road south of
this city. He had been out to the road-
house with a sporting woman, and she
says that while returning a masked man
stepped out into the road, fired three
shots at Callahan, and dragged him from
the buggy. When she drove back, after
quieting the horse, Callahan’s body lay
dead in the road, his pockets turned in-
side out.

He is known to have had £00 on his
person. 'The woman is suspected of be-

ing a confederate, who lured the man to
his death.

Methodists of the Pacific Northwest.
PorTLAND, June 5.—A large conven-
tion of representatives of Methodists from
Oregon, Washington and Idaho, which
has been in session here for three days
past, under the Presidency of Bishop C.
H. ¥Fowler, adjourned to-day. The con-
vention was held in the interest of the
Protestant University, and considered
general questions of higher education in
the Northwest. Betore adjournment a
resolution was adopted providing for a
cominission consisting of twenty minis-
ters and laymen from the field repre-
sented and three Methodist Bishops, to
unify the educational interests of the
church in the Paciiic Northwest.
A Physician Missing.

MARYSVILLE, June 5.—Dr. L. C. Cross-
man of Brownsville left home on Sun-
day, May 24th, and came to Marysville
with the intention of purchasing some
furniture for his new house. When leav-
ing home he said he would return on
Tuesday, the 26th, and when he arrived
in this city he stayed, as was his custom,
at the United States Hotel. He left the
hotel on Tuesday morning and went to
San Francisco. As he has not been
heard of since his family has become
very anxious about hii, as when he left
home he had no intention of going to the
city. The doctor is about 55 years of age.

San Francisco’s School Census,

SAN Francisco, June 5.—The School
Census Marshal has about completed his
report. This year there isa gain of 1,312
children over last year, there now being
enrolled 62,456. This is the largest in-
crease in any one year that has been
noted for a long period. There are 934
Chinese children, as against 907 last year,
and 248 negroes, as against 244 last year.
The gain in white boys and girls is 1,281.
There are 24,037 children under five years
of age. This, added to the children of
school age, gives a total of 86.493. There
are 38,145 children attending the public
schools.

Fatal Stabbing Aﬁ‘ray.

SAN Fraxcisco, June 5.—Late this
evening Jack Ratto, once messenger in
the Coroner’s office, was fatally cut by
William Raymond. Ratto has been living
with a woman named Brinkman for some
time.

IS IT MURDER?

GHASTLY FIND THIS MORNING IN
A BURNED BUILDING.

Evidence Tending to Show That a
Dastardly Crime IHas Been

Committed.

Evidence of what has probably been a
brutal murder was discovered at 1:30
o’clock this morning.

Shortly before midnight an alarm of
fire was turned in from box 51. The fire
was on Sixteenth street, between H and
I, and was the cottage owned and occu-
pied by John Olsen, an aged man who
has for some years been a street-sprink-
ling contractor. 'The building was com-
pletely gutted before the fire department
subdued the flames.

GHASTLY FIND.

After the fire was extinguished a fire-
man, in rammaging about in the wreck,
found the charred and smoking remains
of a man in what was the dining-room of
the house.

The Coroner was notified and Deputies
Fenton and Clarence Clark, accompanied
by a REcorp-UNION reporter, hurried to
the scene.

Upon examining the remains it was
found that the right side of the skull had
been crushed as if struck by a hammer or
some heavy instrument.

The police were then notified, and Cap-
tain Lee and Officers Ferral, Lowell and
Snook were soon there and investigating,

WAS IT OLSEN?

John Olsen has occupied the house
alone for a long time. Last Wednesday,
however, he left the city, saying that he
would return either yesterday or to-day.
He left the place in charge of Joseph La-
them, a former employe.

Lathem was seen at the house yester-
day afternoon and it was at first believed
that it was he whose remains had been
found. Inquiry at Lathem’s residence,
at Eighteenth and P streets, however,
proved that it was not him, he being
found there enjoying a sound sleep.

It was then agreed that it must have
been Olsen himself—if he returned home
last evening, as it was expected he
would.

The police and those who were on the
ground this morning, were fully con-
vinced that the man, whoever he was,
had been murdered, and the house after-
ward set afire. Everything indicates that
such was the case.

Olsen was known to be in rather afiu-
ent circumstances, and he may have been
murdered by robbers.

MUST HAVE BEEN DEAD.

Just woen the fire broke out Hugh M.
Larue, Jr., who resides near the Olsen
cottage, rushed over to the house, and,

tearing off the shutters of the din-
ing-room, called out loudly if any-

body was within. He received noanswer.
At that time the flames had not gained
much headway, and if thers was any-
body within who was alive, Larue’s call
would have been heard—particulurly as
he shouted into the very room ip which
the body was found.

Some persons say they heard a noise,
as if there had been an explosion,
just as the fire started, and it is pos-
sible that the wunfortunate individ ual,
whoever he was, lost his life in
this manner, but it is doubtiul. It was
generally agreed by the police that the
man’s skull had not been crushed by
falling timbers, as most of the scantlings
were not harmed by the fire, and besides
there were none heavy enough in the
building to have caused such a wound.

When the Rrcorp-UNioN went to press
Captain Lee and his men were still inves-
tigating the matter.

THE BACCARAT SCANDAL

It Outrivals Theatrical Attrac-
tions in Point of Interest.

BUT THE SOENES ENACTED LOWER
THE DIGNITY OF THE COURT.

Sir John Macdonasld’s Condition Rap=

idly Growing Worse — His Death
Looked For at Any Moment--Tho
Behring Sea Closure Biil Passes the
Commons—England Not Plodged to
Defond Italy in Casc of an Attuck

Loxpon, June exhibitions,
theaters, musical ontertaimments and
other such attractions have been fully
eclipsed, shadowed into aimost complete
neglect by the interest which has been
taken in the great bacearat show which
has been presented throughout tho week
at the Queen’s Bench Division of her
majesty’s Iigh Court of Justice. The
court has been crowded daily with the
“smartest” Londoners, those who were
able to obtain the necessary ‘‘season
tickets,” and the familiar eriticisms of the
English newspapers to the effect that
there is considerable lack of dignity in
the United States courts has been so
weakened that they should never ¢

be reviewed in the face of the fashionable
display of luncheon exhibitions and other
scenes wit

nessed during the progress of
g atl case,

Lady Coleridge, wite of the Lord Chief
Justice, has been seen each day seated on
the bench at the right hand of her hus-
band, entertaining her numerous cirele
of friends, laughing and talking when
she has not been writing notes for her
husband, and sending them around the
court with the same freedom as if she had
been at a garden party. Sir Charles Rus-
sell was nhligml more than once to
suspend his examination of the wit-
nesses on account of the lack of decorum
displayed in the court.

In this, the fifth day of the trial of the
famous baccarat scandal suit, there was a
repetition of the scenes witnessed during
the previous days. The cross-examina-
tion of Mrs. Lycett Green was resumed.
Edward Clarke had the young lady go
again all over the grounds he covered
yesterday.

After some further questions Mrs.
Arthur Wilson, mother of Arthur Stan-
ley Wilson, was called to the stand.

Mrs. Wilson, when asked by Sir
Charles Russeil as to whether she had
seen Cumming cheat, replied with great
emotion: *‘‘Yes, unfortunately, there is
no doubt about it.”

Mrs. arthur Wilson said she was
esent at Tranby Croft, in the room
where baccarat was being played, Sep-
tember 6th. She distinetly recalled her
son Arthur looking at her with a puzzled
expression on his face, and that he atter-
ward made a ‘‘horrible communication”
to her. It was to the effect that he had
seen plaintiff, Cumming, cheat while
playing cards. Witness then repeated in
detail the evidence which had already
Leen given as to the manner in which the
Baronet c¢heated.

Lord Coventry followed Mrs. Arthur
Wilson into the witness-box. His testi-
mony covered all that gone over by the
other witnesses. Coventry said General
Williams and he told the plaintiff, after
the accusation of cheating had been made,
that Lycett Green and one of the gentle-
men who had witnessed the acts com-
plained of, had announced a desire to be
confronted with Sir Wiiliam. ‘But,”
added the witness slowly, “plaintift did
not express any desire to meet Mr. Green,
or to be confronted with his aceusers.””
The earl produced a note-book, in which
he had entered memoranda of the prin-
cipal events which tood place at Tranby
Croft in September last.

Sir Charles Russell read the entries re-
ferring to the baccarat scandal which had
been made there by Coventry. It was
soon seen that the account in the book
agreed in all the main particulars with
the evidence already presented upon be-
half of defendants. The memoranda
closed with the words, “Was induced to
recommend this course in order to avoid
scandal, and in order to keep the Prince
of Wales out of it. I concluded I had
done my duty to society, so far asthe
case permits, by insisting that the ac-
vuu(u]l shall never play cards again.”

This conecluded the case for the defense,
and Sir Charles Russell, in behalf of the
defense, addressed the jury.

Sir Charles, in his address, severely
scored Sir William Gordon Cumming.
He asked how the plaintift’s conducs
could possibly be considered consistent
with Innocence. The defendants had
been blamed for not at once publiely ex-
posing Sir William Gordon Cumming, if
he was really detected in cheating, but the
jury would admit that it was too much to
suggest that men, honorably balieving
themselves to be acting as the plaintif®s
friends, should be treated as coming into
court and not believing him gnilty be-
cause they did not issue against an un-
merciful edict of irrevocable condemna-
tion. Could anything be imputed to
witnesses to justify the assumption that
hey were nol credible? He had not
known in his experience five witnosses
who gave such coneurrent evidenco which
was 8¢ absolutely nntovel:ed by cross-
examination.

At the conclusion of the address the
court adjourned to Monday next.

PROTEST ¥FROM THE METHODISTS,

CArDIFF, June 5—The Methodisis of
South Wales have adopted a resolution
expressing regret at learning that the
Prince of Wales took part in the game of
bacearat at Tranby Croft. 1t adds: “Wo
respectfully submit to his royal highness
that by his conduct he offends the relig-
ious sense of the people and draws the
royal house from the high position in
which it stood, and tends to lessen that
loving and devoted affection to the throne
which has ever been cherished by us.”

England Not Pledged.

Loxpon, June 5.—Relative to theleiters
published in tbe Paris figaro to the
effect that England has given a wriiten
pledge to send a fleet to protect Italy
against an attack upon the part of France,
FFerguson, the Parliamentary Secretary ot
the Foreign Office, to-day denied that
England is pledged to the defense of the
interests of Italy.

Irish Land Bill.

Lo~NDoN, June 5,—In the debate on the
Irish land Bill in the Commons last even-
ing, Raussell, Irish Liberal-Unionist,
oflered an amendment giving the benefits
of the bill to tenants evicted within the
last five years. The amendment was ac-
cepted by Balfour and later by the House.

Catholics in Prussia,
BERrLIN, June 5.—The lower house of
the Prussian Diet has adopted a bill re-
storing to Catholic clergymen the stipends
formerly allowed by the Government,
but which were withdrawn under the
operation of the Kulturkampf,

Behring Sea Closuro Bill.
Loxpox, June 5.—The bill providing
for the issue of an order in council pro-
