They Receive Many Petitions From
Saloon Proprietors.

Several Licenses Granted—Loud Com-
plaints Against the Ponndmnster

—Streot Work Ordered.

P. A. Lawson appeared before the
Board of Trustees at yesterday's session
and complained that the Health Officer
w-as not attending to his duty and he
wanted to know the reason of it. He
said that about a year ago, when he was
ordered to take up bis sidewalk at 703 J
street, he noticed a vault under the one
adjoining his place. Tho pipes thereto
leaked and there was a vent an inch and
a half in width, through which the foul
odors were permitted to escape. He no-
tified the Hoalth Officer at the time, and
had sent him several notices, but not the
least attention had been paid to it.

Sanitary and Building Inspector A. H.
Starr was present, and he said he had re-
ceived the latter's notices and had exam-
ined the nuisance complained of. He
ordered the pipes cemented a year ago,
and was about to! have them repaired
again, in a few days. He had all he could
dot) attend to complaints of otlier peo-
ple, and would serve Mr. Lawson in his
turn.

"Iwant to complain to tho board," said
Mr. Starr, "that Mr. Lawson is not erect-
ing his awning according to law, and I
can say further that he has paid no atten-
tion to notices Ihave sent him requesting
him not to throw the trimmings from his
tree* on the street."
"I'llhave the contractor build that awn-

ing properly," replied Mr. Lawson, "and
as to receiving any notice from you, I
don't remember of it ever having oc-
curred."

Mr. Starr assured the board that he
would see that the nuisance of which Mr.
Lawson complained is abated.

Wants All Saloons Closed.

" 'Come ou, boys, and take a drink be-
fore they raise the price!' shouted Mr.
Bates."—Recokd-Un ion.

Such was the cry of one of our digni-
fied county "Solons," so like a Roman
Senator, at the close of a long debate as
to the price that should be charged
wealthy saloon-keepers for the privilege
of training our fair, pure-minded youth
to follow in the footsteps of those who
daily commit crimes in this city or are
fillingdrunkards' graves.

"There was one Avild rush, and the hall
was deserted."—Recokm-Union.

What volumes this speaks of the wis-
dom and dignity of tiie men who guard
the morals of our county. Do our boys
need the lesson a higher license will teach i
them to lead them to shun the dive and
seek the music and glitter of the gilded
saloon that will just as surely land them
in the dive at last? It is only when our
boys become too degraded to "be allowed
the "open sesame" to the gilded saloon
that they are willingto seek the dive. It
is such a pity that each of our guardians
of morals has not half a dozen growing
boys, that this question ofelegant saloons
that can afford to pay heavy licenso might
come home to them with fullforce.

The highest figure named by Super-
visor Greer was far too low a price to put
on the training he is willing to give our
boys on the street.

How can any city or county be willing
to enrich itself with a paltry sum of
blood-money? If liquor-selling breeds
crime, as Mr. Greer says, how can he li-
cense wrong at any price? Ho sums up
in his "resolution" as follows: "Crime is
being daily committed, and the peace,
happiness and prosperity of our com-
munity are being threatened with the j
dire consequences that llow from the sale |
of intoxicating liquors, and our jails.
hospitals and prisons are being taxed to
their utmost capacity, and thereby an
enormous expense is entailed on the tax-.
payers of this county, and drunkenness
and crime run riot in our fair city and
county."

Anu yet the price fixed for the privilege
of filling our prisons, hospitals and asy-
lums, not quite so fullanother year, was
$30 per quarter.

What impression must this trilling
with the acknowledged monster of in- !
temperance, that threatens to ruin our
youth and the business and prosperity of
our city, make upon people from abroad
who are seeking a California home?

Small wonder they pass us by and seek
homes where there are few or no saloons.
Small wonder our census returns disgust
us and our school boards want the school
children counted again. Too many men
in Sacramento help to clotho liquor deal-
ers' families to be able to clothe and keep
their own in school. There are children
working out who would to-day be in
their class at school but for the drunken
habits of the father. There are 300 less
children, but the 900 saloonkeepers are in
their places. It is greater wonder that
more decent people do not leave a city
where in walking two blocks eight places
aro counted where liquor can be bought.
How can children profit by home train-
ing, properly, when on every block of
our city they have the constant example
of men and youth entering the saloon?
How can our boys become sterling busi-
ne-s men so long as the custom prevails
that not the smallest bargain can be
closed without the invitation given to
pour liquor down the throat? Our boys
are quick to learn, and they soon con-
clude that they cannot prosper in busi-
ness unless they treat—and the saloons
are so handy.

Why wUI not our City Fathers awake
to tho awful responsibility thrust upon
them, and in their God-given opportunity
cut otf the head of the monster instead of
clipping his tail now and then. Eet our
city and county officials join hands and
impose so immense a price, as has been
done in other cities, on the sale of liquors
as to closo every saloon, and let men who
must drink ship their liquor to their own
doors and thus prohibit entirely the sale.

Then, when proper sewerage prevails,
and our river dredgings havo been placed
on our levees, Eastern settlers willrush
more largely to our beautiful city than
tbeynow do to Pasadena or Riverside,
since every inducement can be offered asa thriving business and shipping center,
and the names of our City Fathers who
bring about this result will fillan enviable
place in the annals ofthe fair city they
may now mako or mar. M. ft. T.
