
THE SEWAGE QUESTION—A RE-
VIEW.

When the llkcoud-Uniox awakened
public attention to the imperative need
of Sacramento for a corrected sewer sys-
tem, and for the absolute necessity for
immediate provision for disposal of the
city sewage, it did so with expectation
that opposition would be evolved, and it
has not been disappointed. When, alter
waiting vainly for otlicials to propose
some plan for disposal, it presented elab-
orately the details of the chemical-treat-
mout system, so widely approved in Eu-
rope; when it sent to Worcester, Mass.,
and procured and published a history of
the success of the system in that city, it
anticipated that doubters aud objectors
would arise, and it has not been deceived.

The class has been heard from that is
content to continue going to mill with a
stone in one end of the bag. Some of
these people tell us that whilo a new sys-
tem would be an excellent thing, that we
have "got along" well enough for forty
years, it will therefore do no harm to
"let things go on" as in the past for a
time yet. Still others exclaim that the
cost of proper sewage disposal is too
gn at to be borne at this time; and a third
order ofretrogressionists deny absolutely
and flatly that there is any need at all for
any extraordinary expenditure; that we
have a right to drain through the drain-
ago canal and upon the people below the
city, and that it will be time enough to
art when we are enjoined from using it,
since we can light the case for years by
employing shrewd lawyers.

Tho replies lo theso people are obvious,
and so patent that it is really not neees-
essary to elaborate them. Allsanitarians
who havo knowledge of the situation
agree that we do need immediately rad-
ical sewer-system reform; that we havo
"got along" with the old system is no
proof that we can do so in the future,
since the present conditions are infinitely
worse than any of the past, and consti-
tute a menace to public health. The cost
is not nearly so great as is assumed by
opponents of reform, and there is not
need for expenditure of the entire cost in
one season. The city undoubtedly has a
right to drain through the drainage canal
the natural drainage waters, since tho
fallof the land is in that direction, and
the catchment area naturally drains down
through the low lands. Hut we have not
the right, and no lawyer willbe found
who willventure a contrary opinion, to
pollute the natural drainage flowing
down upon these low lands. These re-
marks cover all tbe objections raised.

Ata meeting held a few days ago by
invitation by the Mayor, the City Health
officer Dr. C. li. Nichols, in an incisive
speech really emphasized all theKtx'onn-
Union ha 9said upon the subject. He
said a great deal more however by enter-
ing with elaboration into details that
should not have been startling, since
they are really ancieut. In this detail
the officer, with commendable courage,
told the meeting that the demand for
reformation of our sewage treatment sys-
tem is so imperative that even a day's
delay is a menace] that should an epi-
demic wave of pestilence sweep this way
it \\ ould have Opn invitation by the con-
ditions here, and would empty our
houses; that tho cesspool system is bad,
and should bo abandoned, and that we
arc storing up wrath against a future that
may break upon us at any moment.
That in view of the menace of choked
sewers, and sewage accumulation just be-
low the city, coupled with contamina-
tion of tho subsoil of the city, no man
fchould be found so inhuman ns to con-
sider dollars and cents as against tho
lifennd health of his wife and family—a
statement that as a humane truth it is
humiliating should bo necessary.

Tho meeting was deeply impressed by
those remarks, deliberately, coolly de-
livered, and without any of the "wild-
eyedness" of the alarmist. For publish-
ing a portion only of the remarks of the
Health officer the press of the city has
>>een taken to task in the Improvement
Association, and told with lugubrious
gravity that it did very, very wrong to
fiive Sacramento such a black eye; that
these things, if they are facts, can be
talked around among the people, but
should not be published abroad. Allof
Whioh i9simply bosh. The press of tho
city has more at stake than tho Improve-
ment Association; its existence depends
upon the prosperity of the city; tho Im-
provement Association is a body that
may or may not continue, it may or may
not prove worthy of confidence. It has
done much good and we deny it no
praise that is its due, but its office is not

to advise the press to suppress the truth.
The direct method of dealing with the

skeleton in the dosel is to take it out,
rattle its bones and give ita decent burial.
Sacramento can take no harm from the
truth. Its concealment in such a case as
that of retained sewage would be little
less than a crime. To secure reform the
evil to be corrected must be exposed.

This rebuke by the Improvement As-
sociation members was preceded a few
hours by a report to the Trustees by a
Committee of Inspection of Sewage anel
Sewage Depositions appointed by the
Mayor. This committee, led by a phy-
sician, reports in a manner that reflects
upon the statements of the Health Officer.
It proceeds—after treating of the possi-
bility of cutting out the drainago canal
and supplying it with new outlet ways,
from which to pump into the river, as a
means of handling the surface drainage—
to do precisly what the Record-Union
did a week earlier. That is to point out
that the sewage must be shut out of the
canal, and for the present trained to
and pumped into the river while a per-
manent method is being settled upon.

The committee then proceeds to defend
Sacramento's health record and to show
that we have a very low death rate ; that
cesspools and foul sewers are not breed-
ers ofor aid to diphtheria, typhoid fever,
cholera, etc.; that the porous character of
our soil and the rise and fall of water in
it minimizes the danger of soil pollution
by filth-pits and cesspools, and so on.
Nevertheless the committee thinks our
sewage disposal methods ought to be
radically reformed. But if retention in
the soil under the enforced system of
"emptying and cleansing" is not danger-
ous, why we should make provision for
other sewage disposal, or the care of
offal and sewage from factories, is not
comprehensible.

The truth is, the new Health Officerdid
not say that the public health ofthe city
is bad ; he did not say that the death rate
is high; he did not say that zymotic
diseases prevail. He did say that our
sewage disposal system is very bad ; that
all other conditions are so good for this
city: that it is one of such high promise,
beauty and excellence, that its defective
sewage system is like a repulsive ulcer
upon a clean, fair bodj-, and ought to be
taken out at once; that we do by storing
sewage set up conditions that are a
menace to the people; that filth-pits and
cesspools are disease breeders, ofl'enses to
eye and nostrils, and a shame to an other-
wise cleanly people.

Despite the committee, which appears
in part to be of the Improvement Asso-
ciation also, we venture to range our-
selves with tho Health Officer in his state-
ment that the cesspools and filth-pits are
not the innocent affairs the committee
would have the people believe. Dr.
Nichols by bare possibility may be wrong,
but just now he has all sanitary author-
ity with him that is anywhere near
abreast of the intelligence and cleanli-
ness ofthe age. He is "a new man" and
"a rustler," it is true, and we are awaro
that new men and rustlers are obnoxious
to the old coach and stone in the bag, go
day, come day sort of people. We need
new men and rustlers to stir the blood in
some of the animated corpses that aro
holding the city pinned down to tradi-
tions ofa dead past and tho conditions of
a lifeless present.

The Kix'oni)-Union- never has per-
sonal candidates ; it is never the advocate
of men and has no man-worshiping sen-
timent about it. But it does believe in
standing by courageous officials who
strive to do their duty. Itcommends the
energy and courage of Dr. Nichols, there-
fore. Though it had at no time any con-
ference with that gentleman and took it3
position without knowledge ofhis views,
it was aware that in endeavoring to put
this city into a cleanly condition, and to
still further better its health and mortal-
ity records, he had brought upon him the
opposition of classes before whom he will
be forced down unless the people stand
by him.

CAHILL'S DEMAND.
Legal Debate Over It in tho Superior

Court Yesterday.
The suit of P. H. Cahill against Con-

troller Colgan, to compel tho latter to
draw his warrant on the State treasury
for?oo4in favor of the plaintiff—alleged
to be due for services renderetl as receiver
of the California Sugar Refinery in San
Francisco—was heard by Superior Judge
Van Fleet yesterday afternoon.

Cahill was represented by J. C. Camp-
bell of San Fraucisco and Bruner <$:

Bruner of this city, while Attorney-
General Hart appeared for the Controller.

The Attorney-General maintained that
Cahill's claim had been rejectod because
it had not gone through the proper course.
The claim was drawn against the fund
set apart for paying the costs of litigation
wherein the State is a party. Tho
money of this fund was exhausted
when Cahill put in his bill,and, although
the claim was approved by the Board of
Examiners, it should have been sub-
mitted to the board again after the Legis-
lature had replenished the fond. It was
only a technicality, but the Attorney-
General argued that the Controller had a
right to elemand that the law be complied
with to the letter.

Cahill's attorneys argueel that ono ap-
proval of a demand by the Board of Ex-
aminers Avas sullicient guarantee for tho
Controller to act upon. When the fund
was exhausted the law provided that tho
board, after approving the demands,
should notify tfc Legislature of the total
amount neeesa_fcy to pay them. After
that all was plain-sailing for the Con-
troller. Thero was no necessity for the
demands going back for a second ap-
proval by the Examiners.

Judge Van Fleet took the case under
advisement, and will render a decision
shortly.
