CAPITAL TURF CLUB.
A Proposition to Make It a Permanent

Organization.

C. A. Luhrs, T. B. Hall, J. W. Wilson,
Robert Hale, W. O. Bowers and several
other leading spirits of the Capital Turf
Club, under whose auspices the late suc-
cessful spring meeting was given, held a
consultation a day or two ago, and all
agreed that it would be to the iuterest of
Sacramento and to the encouragement of
good horse-racing to perpetuate the club.

ltwas argued that to jump up, mush-
room-like, every year, reorganize, go
begging among the citizens for funds and
get ready for the races in a hurry, was
not the right way to do business. Other
cities had their turf clubs, and most of
them wero now wealthy organizations.
The idea now is to interest the business
men of Sacraniento, form a permanent
club and when racing time conies

around there will be no hurrying and
skurrying. The club has about $1,000 left
over from the last meeting, and this will
be turned over to the now organization.
Clubs of this kind aro always self-sus-
taining, so there will bo no drain upon
the members for money aftor it gets
started.

POLITICAL.

The lowa Prohibitionists Nominate a
State Ticket.

Dcs Moines, June 10.—The Prohibition
State Convention met here this moraine.

The convention this afternoon adopted
a platform and nominated a full State
ticket. The platform adopted is long and
complicated. It favors straight-out pro-
hibition, free and unlimited coinage of
silver, Australian ballot reform, a State
constabulary to enforce prohibition, and
the immediate abolishment of the wholo
United States internal revenue.

There was considerable discussion over
the platform, but it was finally adopted
as a wholo.

The candidates nominated aro as fol-
lows : Governor, Isaac T. Gibson of
Salem; Lieutenant-Governor, J. G. Lit-
tle of Perry; Superintendent of Public
Instruction, Mrs. M. H. Dunham of Bur-
lington; Railroad Commissioner, C. S.
Hart of Coyne; Superior Judge, I). B.
Twiney of Bennett.

The action of tho People's party in
dodging the prohibitory issue, both in
the Cincinnati and Dcs Moines platforms,
was commented npon and denounced.

FARMERS' ALLIANCE.
La Crosse (Wis.), June 10.—At to-

day's session of the State Farmers' Alli-
ance Convention a lengthy set of resolu-
tions were unanimously adopted. Thoy
favor a system of taxation that will not
favor ono class at the expense of another;
free coinage ofsilver: abolition of national
banks and the substitution of a legal ten-
der currency issued by the Government
in suilicieut volume to do the business of
the country; that the Government should
loan money to citizens, with certain pru-
dent restrictions on real estate security at
interest not to exceed two per cent.;* re-
commend an uncompromising effort to
secure to the farmers aud other wealth
producers a fair share in the management
ofthe Government: favor a corporation
of industrial organizations in securing
the demands of the St. Louis platform;
demand tho prohibition of gambling on
Boards of Trade; favor Government
control of telegraph and railroads; tho
election ofPresident, Vice-President and
Senators by a direct vote of the people;
the prohibition of non-resident alien
ownership ofland: the establishment of
postal savings banks; that ali interest ac-
cruing from a loan of public money
by any municipal corporation Bhall he
returned to the Treasury from which tlio
money was loaned: that towns, cities and
villages where license is granted lor the
Bale of liquor be compelled to pay all ex-
penses of prosecution, including'expense
of defense now allowed under the pres-
ent laws, which shall be incurred in the
prosecution of persons ibr any offense
committed whilo under tho influence of
intoxicating liquors.

The resolutions also favor woman suf-
frage; provide for admission to the Alli-
ances, fwives and daughters Of members,
with equal privileges and without fees;
that the Executive Committee be author-
ized to establish a purchasing agency, to
be under control ofsaid committee.

PEOPLE'S TARTY OP UTAH.
Salt Lakk, June 10.—Pursuant to call,

and following tlie apparent programme,
the People's Territorial Committee held a
secret meeting this afternoon. To-night
it is given out that it passed a pre-
amble, and that it is the sense of tho Ter-
ritorial Central Committee of the Peo-
ple's Party of Utah, that the party
throughout the territory should dissolve
and leave its members free to unite with
the great national parties, according to
their individual preferences. Little im-
portance is attached here to this action.

NEBRASKA INDIAN SCHOOLS.
An Objection Raised Asalnst the

Pupils Working Out.

Washington, June 10.—Commissioner
Morgan of the Indian Bureau has re-
ceived a second letter from Superintend-
ent Backus of the Genoa (Neb.; Industrial
School for Indian Children, explaining
more fully the situation in that section.

As to the employment of Indian chil-
dren in the beet fields, Backus, owing to
the opposition of tho working peoplo
about Norfolk, advises against putting
boys out to work, and says : "We havo
three polities] parties in this State at the
present time—the Farmers' Alliance ami
Knights of Labor combined and tho Ke-
publicans and Democrats. I feel sure
tliat ifwe allow our boj'B to work in the
beet fields the Farmers' Alliance and
Knights of Labor organizations willunite
as a party in condemning our action."

Commissioner Morgan, in reply, briefly
reviews tho history of the Indians as a
race in tiiis country, calling attention to
tho fact that they aro struggling with
many discouraging obstacles in their
efforts to secure far themselves a liveli-
hood, and briefly explains tho policy of
the Government.

The eominissioner explains that the
"outing system"-haa been of great ben-
efit to Indian boys and girls, and ho
greatly deprecated the action of some of
tbe laboring people of Nebraska in op-
posingthe scheme. He sugeeeta that if
the Superintendent finds his efforts to
secure proper employment for the* pupils
of his school at reasonable wages are to
be resisted by political parties or other
organized bodies of citizens Of Nebraska,
that he report tlie case fully, in order that
the maU.ii-may be laid before Congress
at the next session.

The commissioner further asks that if
in the judgment of the Superintendent
the people of Nebraska are <<> hostile to
the -fhe.nl in its endeavor to make intel-
ligent, independent citizens of its Indian
pupils, whether it would not be best to
stop all projected improvements with a
view of closing the school and abandon-
ing the enterprise. Th" money, he says,
can be expended to advantage in States
where citizens are only too glad to have
these institutions of learning.

National Federation ofAmerica.
NEW Y(.kk, Juno 10.—Dr. Thomas Ad-

dis Brmett, President of tho National
Ft I rationof America, has issued an-ad-
dress to tho friends of home rule for
Ireland. It severely arraigns Parnell,
and says the future guardians of Irish
affairs must be trusted only to a majority
of those elected to represent Ireland iii
tlie British Parliament. Money is needed
at on.-c. and the appeal is made to friends
of home rule.

The National Federation is similar to
the one existing in Ireland. The Trustees
will be controlled by the Central Board
of Trustees, and Eugene Kolly of New
York is Treasurer.
