
TWICE IN ONE DAY.

The Home Club Gains Two Victories
Over San Jose.

Ball-Playing of the Gilt-Edge Variety
—Chick Speer Suffers a Se-

rious Accident.

There were nearly 3,000 people inside
t&eSnowilako Park grounds yesterday
afternoon to witness the ball games be-
tween the Sacramento and San Jose
clubs. In point of merit the contests
have not been excelled in this city since
the season of '91 opened. They were of
the kind calculated to excite an audience,
and there was such a small difference in
the scores during the progress of the
games that a couple of bad plays, or two
or three bunched hits would have en-
tirely changed the complexion of the
score-board.

The first game was a pretty one from
start to finish, and was won by the Sac-
ramentos by a score of 4to 2. In the first
inning, after two men were out, Sun-
day swung his bat hard against the ball
and it cleared the right field fence by
about forty feet. The big out-fielder
trotted around the bases, scoring a home
run.

There was no more tallying until thefourth inning, when McGuirk, the favor-
lto of all the League audiences, lifted the
ball over where his big colleague, Sun-
-lay, had planted it in the first inning,
rhen the crowd howled with delight, and
it did the good-natured first-baseman
more real good than a half-year of prac-
tice.

Peoples scored in the fifth inning. He
reached first base on being hit by the
pitcher, and hits by Sunday and Works
brought him around the circuit.

1 p to this time the Garden City lads
had not scored a man, but their turncame in the next inning. Ebright waa
sale on a muff by Sunday, and the next

TIME FOR ACTION.

The City Sewage Question Should
be Disposed Of.

It Is Expected That the Trustees Will

Take Some Action on the

Subject To-day.

It is expected that the City Trustees,
at their session to-day, will take up for
action the matter of a better disposition
of the city's sewage than that afforded
by the present system. The subject has
jbeen very thoroughly discussed in the
last few weeks, and the necessity for
relief so abundantly established that
even the most confirmed Silurian has to
admit it.

The Record-Unton some weeks ago
suggested the more feasable plan for get-
ting rid of the city's sewage, and ex-
plained it at length—the system known
as chemical precipitation—and which
has been in such successful use by Wor-
cester, Mass., and other cities. This
system bus the-indorsement of eminent
doctors, and is also recommended by
Health Officer Nichols of this city, who
has been making a careful study of our
sewerage system.

The condition of the drainage canal
south of the city, as shown in the
Record-Union both from its own and
committee reports, is such that the City
Trustees should not lose \u25a0 day if they in-
tend to secure relief to the city and to the
people whose lands aro flooded and their
homes rendered practically untenant-
able by the daily output ofour sewers.

Itis stated on reliable authority that
the entire families of DeCosta, Whitely,
Williams, Nichols, Gosling and others
whoso premises are under water in the
Pocket are sick, and their illness is at-
tributed—not to the mere fact that there
is Hood-water in the district, but because
it is increased in quantity and polluted
by the sewage from this city.

There is, therefore, a double necessity
for prompt action by the city authorities
—the relief of the city from a lake of
sewage at its very outskirts, and the ro-
liefolthe people who have homes near
the drainage canal, and are sick and
Buffering from the effects of the lack ofproper methods ofcarrying the pollution
past and beyond their lands.

No citizen can visit the llooded district
south of the city and witness the pitiable
condition of the people there without
realizing that much of it is due to the fact
that this city is dumping all its sewage
down upon them; and no citizen who be-
lieves in the application of the golden
rule can find cause to justify the coarse
that Sacramento has been and is pursuing.

ANOTHER PIONEER GONE.
Death of C. D. Wlnerate, One of the

Argonauts ofForty-nine.
Charles Dilamore Wlngate died on Fri-

day last at the residence of his niece,
Mrs. C. E. Paine, on Seventh street, near
M, from which place the funeral took
place yesterday.

Deceased was a native of New Hamp-
shire, and aged 79 years, seven months
and ten days. At the age of 14 years he
went to Bangor, Me., where ho learned
the trado of blacksmith. He came to
Sacramento in 18*9. and engaged in the
hay and grain business for some years.
Subsequently he went to Aurora, Nov.,
remaining there about two years, and
returned to Sacramento in 1802, since
which time he has made his residence at
the home of his niece, Mrs. C. E. Paine.

He was one of a family ofthirteen chil-
dren, all of whom have reached a good
old age. Tho youngest of the family was
44 years of age before the first death oc-
curred to break the circle. Previous to
his arrival in California Mr. Winsate was
Colonel of a militia regiment in Uangor.

The members of the family of thirteen
remaining are W. P. and J. D. Wingate.
residing in the East; Aaron, Richard and
Nancy Wingate ofSacramento; Mrs.. W.
A. B. Cobb and Miss Harriet Wingate of
Carson.

Although tho funeral was private,
many beautiful and artistic floral designs
were received. The pall-bearers were:
C. Clinch, S. S. Nixon, Robert Deviin,
Janus McGuire, M. M. Drew and B. N.
Uugbev. Rev. J. B. Silcox delivered tho
funeral sermon.

L. Hawk returned from San Francisco
Saturday, where they had a conference
with Lloyd Tevis and L C. Stump in re-
gard to tho proposed division of the
Rancho del Paso into forty-acre tracts and
its possible sale to a syndicate of Saera-
mentans.

The committee were informed that un-
doubtedly the grant would be for sale,
but the owners wanted thirty days in
which to grade the valuations of differ-ent portions of the tract, some being rich
bottomland, others of medium quality
and others of poor and less fertile soil.

The members of the committee are dis-
inclined to talk on the subject at this time,
as too much publicity might i nterfero
with their plans.
