Charges Continue to Pile in Against
the Poundmaster.

Citizens Say Their Property Has Been
Injured and Families Insulted

by Privileged Parties.

And now comes Mrs. M. G. Eldred,
Vvho resides at Twentieth and Istreets,
"with a complaint against the Pound-
i.aaster. She states that on Monday, as
she was leading her cow from her gate,
the door-bell rang. She threw the rope
over a fence post until she could go to the
door, and although she was gone only a
few moments, when she returned she
found her cow in the possession of the
Poundmaster. Despite her protestations
that the cow was running loose, and
fc.ll her pleading, she says she was com-
pelled to pay the Poundmaster a dollar
before he would give her possession of
her property.

This is the lady's statement, and, in the
light of other complaints made against
the Poundmaster or his deputies, it bears
the stamp of plausibility.
It is not for such things that pound

ordinances are passed. Indeed, scarcely
a day goes by that complaints are not
mad'- by good and responsible citizens
ugainst the Poundmasit r's conduct.
Where there is so much smoke itwould
seem there iiiu^t be some tire.

There is abundant testimony before the
Trustees going to show that certain per-
sons enjoy special privileges at the hands
of Poundmaster O'Neill. Now if the
Trustees have any doubt on the Babied,
why do they not summon before them
the alleged favorites of that official—
those who pasture their cattle in the
Btreets and on other citizens'premises-
place them under oath and question
them as to how aud why they have been
thus favored. Such an investigation
might develop something interesting.

Citizens of good character ba\ c testified
before the 'l testees to alleged conduct
on the part of Poundmaster <>'Nei!l
which, if established, should not only
deprive him of his office, but would, in
\u25a0ome communities, entitle him to a ride
on a rail beyond the city limits. These
citizens say they base been deterred from
taking the matter into their own hands
because whenever they have protested
against the abuses heaped upon them,
their wives and daughters have been
made unwilling listeners to the foulest
of language and—on the part of a certain
cattle-owner who enjoys the Poundmas-
ter's favors —to absolute ad.- ofindecency.

Rather, than take the law into their own
hands, these citizens have left their em-
ployment time and again to lay their
grievances before the City Trustees, and
itwould seem that the board should do
something more than merely interi
the Poundmaster as to th>' truth of the
charges made against him. These have
been specific, and Bhould be fully in-
quired into. Men who pay taxes,
and who labor hard for the means with
which to establish and improve their
homes and rear their children in a moral
atmosphere, should be protected by the
authorities from injury Co their prop rty
as well as from the class of iudigiiitu 9 to
Which they allege their families have

• ibje sted.
Tins is not a trifling matter to them,

and it is one that is not beneath the dig-
nity of the City Fathers to investigate.

His Second Trial for the Alleged Theft
of Quinn's Watch.

The Peculiar Story of the Arrest—
