Churchill has a small field adjoining his
shop, where persons coming into town
have been accustomed to turn their
horses, using the blacksmith shop as an
éntrance, as the gate had been nailed up.
Churchill instructed his assistant to al-
{ow no more horses in the field. On his
return home he found his order had been
disobeyed, and a quarrel ensued between
himself and his assistant. Churchill drew
ais revolver and shot the man dead.

Churchill then mounted his horse and
made his escape.

WITH BARE XKNUCKLES.

A Stockton Editor Knocked Out in the
First Round.

STockTON, June 17.—The sensation of
the day here was a meeting between
Supervisor Otto Grunsky and E. L. Col-
non, editor of the Mail, in which the
newspaper man was knocked down by
the angry official with a well-directed
blow on the jaw,

The trouble arose over a brass sign
which Colnon had placed in the corner of
the new sidewalk around the Courthouse
square. He claimed to have had permis-
sion from three Supervisors to lay the
letters, but yesterday the board, by unan-
imous vote, ordered the contractor to
:omplete the work according to the con-

ract.

The reference to the matter in last
evening’s paper, Mr. Grunsky says, was
not fair to him, and when the men met
to-day, after hot words, the Supervisor’s
arm went straight out and the editor fell
flat on the sidewalk. When Colnon got
up Grunsky handed him his hatand cane,
and the trouble was at an end.

The newspaper man weighs more than
200 pounds, and is clever with his hands,
but Grunsky, who weighs about 140
pounds, was too quick for him.

Book Firm in Financial Difficulty.

Sanx FranNcisco, June 17.—The J. Dew-
ing Company, hook publishers and deal-
ersin fine art goods in this city, has is-
sued a circular among its creditors offer-
ing to compromise its indebtedness by
paying fifty cents on the dollar. The
outstanding obligations of the firm are
said to a{gregate $200,000.

A member of the firm states that there
will be no assignment. He attributes
the present condition of the firmto a
want of ready money, due to the dullness
oftrade and the recent large outlays of
capital.

Wants to Be Relnstated.

THE SEABRIGHT FIRE,

Every Business House In the Place
Destroyed.

Long Brancu (N. J.), June 17.—No
lives were lost in the Seabright fire.
Every business house in the place is de-
stroyed. One hundred and fifty families
were rendered homeless. Men, women
and children slept last night in barns,
bathing-houses and fishing-huts, and 500
homeless people were fed at Rutherford
Arms. The expenses were met by the
Relief Committee. This morning 700
persons were fed., Lumber has been
ordered from Long Branch for the pur-
pose of ereeting temporary buildings.
It is impossible to estimate the loss or
The fire swept over
an area containing thirt{ acres of build-
ings. The people are still distracted with
terror and cannot tell the amount of their
losses. The summer cottagers are re-
sponding nobly to the appeals for aid,
They have already subscribed about
$5,000. All the wires are down, and the
stroets are filled with half-burned furni-
ture and store goods. ‘T'he Relief Com-
mittee telegraphed to Governor Abbett
and Quartermaster-General Donnelly
asking them to loan the State tents for
the temporary shelter of the sufferers.
Eugene Kelly, a stableman, has been
arrested on the charge of starting the fire.

THE CAMPAIGN OPENED.

Ohio Republicans Place a Strong
Ticket in the Field.

M'KINLEY NOMINATED FOR GOV-
ERNOR BY ACCLAMATION.

The Delegates Fairly Go Wild With
Enthusiasm—The Convention the
Most Harmonious Ever Held in the
State—Every Candidate Nominated
on the First Ballot—Blaine’s Name
is Greated With Tremendous Ap-
plause.

Special to the RECORD-UNION.

CoruMmBus (0.), June 17.—The closing
of the Ohio Republican State Convention
was unrufiled by any scenes of dissen-
sion. Every nomination was made on
the first ballot. For every office except
Governor there were from three to half a
dozen candidates, buton the first bal§ot
the nomination of the leading candidate
was each timé made unanimous.

In one respect the proceedings differed
from those which have characterized Ohio
Republican conventions for the past
twenty years—the failure to specially in-
dorse the public career and services of
Hon. John Sherman and recommend
his re-election to the United States Sen-
ate. It would be an injustice, however,
to the venerable Ohio Senator to suppose
that this omission was due to the lack of
Sherman men in the convention. It was
due to a personal request of the Senator
that his friends made no effort to secure
the adoption of the accustomed resolu-
tion by the convention. The ambition of
Foraker to succeed Sherman in the Sen-
ate is well known, and it was in keeping
with the general desire for harmony anc
unity that Senator Sherman requested
that the coming Senatorial contest be not
made the subject of discussion.

This convention passed off without a
single unseemly dispute or contest to
mar the proceedings. Foraker himself
paid a glowing tribute to the character
and public services of Senator Sherman,
and that the euloEy found a hearty ap-
preciation in the breasts of the majority
of the delegates|] was manifest by the
tremendous applause which followed.

To-day, like yesterday, was noted for
the wild enthusiasm which greeted every
mention of the name of James G. Blaine.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE CONVENTION.

The convention opened with prayer,
after which the report of the Committee
on Credentials was presented and
adopted.

The Committee on Permanent Organ-
ization reported the name of General
Bushnell for Permanent Chairman of
the convention. His address was brief.

The Committee on Resolutions then re-
ported the platform, which was adopted.

When nominations were declared in
order ex-Governor Foraker arose and
presented the name of McKinley as a
candidate for Governor.

Colonel Robert Harlan, the colored
orator from Cincinnati, seconded Mec-
Kinley’s nomination, ‘‘on behalf of the
colored voters of Ohio.”

With a wild cheer of affirmation the
convention declared Major McKinley
nominated for Governor, and a com-
mittee was appointed to apprise him of
his nomination and escort him to the
the hall. His appearance was the signal
for another outburst of applause.

“I now have the pleasure,” said the
Chairman, *“‘of introducing to you your
next Governor, William McKinley, Jr.”’

Again the enthusiasm burst forth, and
1,000 frantie, cheering, struggling Repub-
licans waved their hats and fans, pounded
with their canes, and re-echoed the name
“McKinley! McKinley?”’

McKinley, in accepting the nomina-
tion, said:

“The Republican party of Ohio ap-

roves the administration of President

Iarrison and extends its hearty congrat-
ulations. It has been clean, conservative,
able and patriotic.’ It has been wise inits
domestic policy, and thoroughly Amer-
ican in its foreign. It has won the confi-
dence ot the people at home, and it com-
mands universal respect abroad. The
party is in favor of a regulated immigra-
tion, which shall be just, reasonable and
humane. Our shores should be made im-

passable to the vicious eriminals and pub-
ic dependents of other lands, but not in-
hospitable to the honest and virtuous. It
demands and will require the strict en-
forcement of existing faws, and such ad-
ditional safeguards as will protect our
citizenship and our labor. It is for liberal
pensions to our soldiers and sailors

which the legislation of the last and
vrevious Congresses faithfully attests.
Although defeated temporarily, it has not
abandoned the cause of honest elections.
The cause survives. The crime against
popular government continues, but it
will not be continued, It can never con-
sent to an irredeemable currency,whether
issued by State or national authority. It
will maintain public faith and public
honor, and its face will be set against de-
based coin and depreciated currency now
as heretofore. Itisin favor of gold and
silver and also paper money based upon
coin, all equal and at all times inter-
changable—equal in factand equal in law.
Itis in favor of a circulating medium
large enough to do the vast business of
this country, but insists that the circulat-
ing mediums, whether silver or paper or
gold, shall be sound and stable, secure
from discount or depreciation or fluctua-
tion—not only good among ourselves, but
wherever trade extends. Our platform
indorses a protective tariff, so long as for-
eign products can be found to tax which
compete with our own in our market.
We propose to tax them rather than to
tax our own.”’

Immediately after the close of McKin-
ley’s stirring speech there were loud
cries for ‘*Sherman, Sherman.” The fa-
miliar figure of the senior Senator of
Ohio finally emerged from the crowd in
the rear of the hall, and again the enthu-
siastic scenes of the convention were en-
acted. In his speech Senator Sherman
eulogized the Republican party, review-
ing its work from the time of its incep-
tion.

AS OXHERS SEE US.
A TForeign Critic’s Impression of
America.

NEw YoRK, June 17.—In his Nineteenth
Century articieon ‘‘America,” Hamilton
Aide, who accompanied Stanley, says:
“I have alluded to the general absence of
walls or fences, not only to separate one
villa from another, but to protect all from
public intrusion. It is rare that there
is any division between private property
and the road along which a tram-car
passes. This is enough to account for the
fact that gardens, except on large propor-
ties, are rarely seen. The English cot-
tage, with its strip of ground, full of
color, its pailing and wicket gate, is un-
known in the Eastern States.

“In California, the waysides are
bordered with geraniums, cactus or
pampas grass, woven into an imnpene-
trable hedge; behind which you see that
in every available inch of ground arums
are thrusting up their white cornucopias,
eschscholtzias fling down their gold be-
fore the door, while roses enlace their
white and crimson arms about it. It is
true nature asks little here from the
hand of man, whilein the East she re-
quires to be fed and carefully tended.

“When I remarked how little floricult-
ure seemed to inferest the dwellers in
New England, I wagralways met by the
same reply, ‘Labor igso dear.’

“The interviewer has been sufficiently
belabored by Rudyard Kipling for me to
pass him by on the other side like the
Pharisee and the Levite. I cannot bind
Uﬂ his wounds, pouring in oil and wine,
like the Samaritan, for I think, as much
as Kipling, that he deserves the castiga-
tion he receives; but this, in justice, I
must say with a much larger experience
than Kipling’s. We visited ninety-one
towns, and we did not find all the race
equally bad. Many are unscrupulous
liars. They came, they listened, and they
went away, wrote down whatsoever
seemed good in their eyes, however far
removed it might be from that which
they had heard. But there were modest,
intelligent men among  them, anxious to
tell the truth, with only so much ampli-
fication as the exigencies of their calling
demanded, and of some of them the worst
that could be said was that they came
curiously ill-equipped to interrogate
upon a special subject, it would be sup-
posed they would have been at pains to
getup.”

Wall Street Millionaire Committed
to An Insane Asylum.

HE IMAGINES THAT HE IS BEING
PERSECUTED.

Much Damage Done to Railroad Prop-
orty in Kansas and Nebraska by
Heavy Storms—Three Persons Killed
by Lightning—Sceretary Blaine’s

Health Rapidly Improving—Further

Particulars of the Railroad Acci-

dent in Iowa.

New York, June 17. —The World
states that H. Victor Newcomb, a million-
aire and recently a bold operator on Wall
street, has been committed to the insane
asylum as being dangerous to be at Jarge.
He has been ill about a year and a half.

Among his hallucinations is one to the
effect that Stanley has designs on his life.
His oddest fancy has to do with H. M.
Flagler, the Standard Oil millionaire.
His theory was that Flagler played on
some kind of electrical machine, and that
through the playing he held Newcomb’s
hand under subjection. The more the
idea grew on him that he was under the
direct influence of Flagler the more vio-
lent he became. He finally secured a re-
volver and proposed to hunt up Flagler
and shoot him.

It was at this time that Newcomb’s
family concluded that some action must
be taken to restrain him, in order to pro-
vide against a possible tragedy. Physi-
cians were consulted, and after the ex-
amination he was committed.

Newcomb’s father was a wealthy Louis-
ville merchant, and his mother belonged
to a prominent Kentucky family. Long
after marriage she showed signs of in-
sanity, and one day she told her five
children, of whom Vietor was the eldest,
that it was best they die in childhood.
Then, after praying for them, she threw

the three youngest out of a sec-
ond-story window. They were killed.
With ifficulty she then forced

Victor and his brother Herman out of
the window, but they clung to the win-
dow-sill and were finally rescued. She
was sent to an insane asylum, where she
was maintained lavishly by her husband
for twenty-five years. The Kentucky
Legislature then passed a law which per-
mitted him to obtain a divorce, and he
married a young Louisville belle.

Herman Newcomb was a trifle eccen-
tric as a young man, and died a few years
ago from opium poison under circum-
stances suggesting suicide. Victor was
always looked upon as rather queer, and
at the time of his marriage, twenty years
or so ago, it was currently reported that
he threatened the life of his wife unless
she married him, He was for some time
President of the Loulsville and Nashville
Railroad.

RAILWAY ACCIDENTS.

Later Advices of the Wreck on the St.
Paul Road.

Boox~NE (Ia.), June 17.—Later advices
from the scene of the wreck on the St.
Paul Railway at Coon Rapids, Ia., state
that but one life was lost outright. One
victim will probably die, and twenty-one
are injured, some of them severely.

Among the injured are William Lon-
gendorfer of Watsonville, Cal., and W.
Rust of Boulder, Col.

Express messenger Androje is missing.

The bridge is a total wreck and will be
impassable for at least twelve hours.

The disaster was caused by heavy rains
undermining the approach to the bridge.
The train consisted of an engine and
seven cars, all of which went into the
river except two sleepers in the rear.

Superintendent Goodnow arrived at
daybreak from Omaha, and is doing all
in his power to care for the wounded.
Physicians are on the ground busy caring
for the injured, preparatory to sending
them to their homes.

S A MARVELOUS ESCAPE.

CouncIin BLufrs (Ia.), June 17.—The
west-bound Burlington passenger train
had a marvelous escape this morning
from a terrible disaster near Corning.
A cloud-burst swelled a small stream
known as Plumb Creek out of its banks.
The passenger train, heavily laden with
Eeo e, come along and crossed the

ridge spanning the creek without mis-
hap. Seven minutes later a freightjtrain
following approached at rapid speed,
when the engineer discovered that the
bridge had been washed away, He made
every effort to stog, but did not succeed,
and the engine and three cars went into
the creek. Engineer Powers jumped, just
before the locomotive dropped, into
twelve feet of water and came near being
carried away by the torrent.

HEAVY RAINSTORM.

Much Damage ane In Kansas and
Nebraska.

OMAmA, June 17.—The heaviest rain
known for years fell last nightall over
the State. Along the line of the Burling-
ton and Missouri road, in Southern Ne-
braska and Kansas, several washouts re-
sulted, the most serious being in the
vicimity of Orleans. Several washouts
occurred on the branch line between Or-
leans and Oxford.

On the Elkhorn Valley road a bad
washout occurred at Battle Creek, caused
by a waterspout, and inundated the
town, sweeping away several houses.
All in danger were hauled out in wagons,
and no lives were lost. The town is half-
overflowed at present, and the people
have to go about in boats. It is thought
the mill-dam will go, and large damage
has already been done to crops.

Several miles of track have been washed
out and bridges swept away, which will
delay trains for two days.

At Oakdale the precipitation was five
inches. Cellars are flooded and side-
walks gone. It is still raining.

At Humphrey Bartholomew Bogus, a
farmer, was killed by lightning.

At Palmer the wife and grandmother
of Vaela L. Anton were struck by light-
ning and killed.

SLAVIN-KILRAIN FIGHT.

The Australian Awarded Seventy-Five
Per Cent. of the Purse.

NEw Yorg, June 17.—Jere Dunn,
referee of the glove-fight between Slavin
and Kilrain in Hoboken last night, to-
day made an official decision that Slavin
won the bout, and was entitled to 75 per
cent. of the $10,000 purse, but that all bets
that Kilrain would be knocked out
within ten rounds were off. New York
sporting men look upon the decision as
inconsistent.

Slavin was at the Sheepshead Bay races
to-day, and the only result of his fight was
his tlushed left eye, a swollen left ear and
a tender left shoulder.

Kilrain remained in town, and his only
disfigurement was a trifling scar on the
brige of the nose. He and Muldoon are
indignant over the ending of the contest,
and will seek another match with Slavin
strictly on scientific points.

Mitchell, Slavin and Moore will sail

for England next week. They exnect to
return in September, when Slavin hopes
he svill be able to get a match with either
Jackson or Corbett.

Clark
was elected President, Ruttan Vice-Pres-
ident, F. L. Dane Secretary, and W. O,
Culp Treasurer. The capital stock is
$10,000,000, with the privilege of increas-
ing it to $100,000,000.

Presidont Clark says it is the intention
of the company to place the stock on the
market, and at once prepare bids under
the call of the Postmaster-Generul for the
establishinent of a postal subsidy line of
steamenrs.

Gascogne, and left the bag in his state-
room while he walked the deck a few
minutes before turning in. When he re-
turned the bag was missing.

NEw Yorxk, June 17.—The sale of 120
Haggin yearlings from the Rancho del
Paso, California, was begun here to-
night under electric light. Fifty-six
animals were sold to-night for a total of
§30,700, an average of $548. The highest
price was $1,800, for a bay colt by Tyrant,
out of Aigrette. The lowest price was
$150.

WasHiNGTON, June 17. — Assistant
Indian Commissioner Belt left to-day for
San Francisco, intending to remain two
months on the coast, where he will open
bids and make contracts for Pacific Coast
Indian supplies, including agricultural
implements, etc., aggregating seventy
thousand dollars.

There are about 25,000
cases before the department, and an extra
force has been put to work.

Wholesale Slaughter of Political
Prisoners in All Ports.

RUMOR THAT HIPPOLYTE HAS BEEN
MURDERED.

A Waterspout in Mexico Causes the
Death of Twenty-threco Persons—
American Fishermen Ordered Out
of the Iarbor of St. Georye by a
French M an-of-War—Emperor Will-
fam Sends a Letter to the Queen
Zxpressing His Sentiments on the
Baccarat Scandal.

NEw York, June 17.—The Atlas Line
passenger steamer Alvo, which arrived
from Maytian ports this morning,
brought news of continued outbreaks
and the wholesale slaughter of political
prisoners in all parts of the island.

The Alvo also brought news ot the ru-
mored shooting of President Hippolyte.
This rumor was being freely circulated at
Jacmel and outlying towns of Port-au-
Prince when the Alvo left the former
port on June 6th. The rumor could not
be confirmed by people on the Alvo be-
fore she left Jacmel, but it was discred-
ited.

The populace of Jacmel was in a fover
of excitement over what they termed an
outrageous murder, which had occurred
the day before. When the news of the
slaughter at Port-au-Prince reached Jac-
mel many citizens violently denounced
Hippolyte’s deed. Six of them were ar-
rested, and word was sent to Hippolyte.

A squad of soldiers came back next
morning and took out the six unfortunates
and shot them to déath in the public
square in the presence of their friends
and relatives.

After leaving Jacmel the Alvo touched
at Novassa Island, and there again heard
the rumor of Hippolyte’'s assassination.
The steamer Kearsarge was met there,
the commander having heard the news
and being on his way to Port-au-Prince.

In New York this evening Haytian
Minister Price and the officials of the
steamship company denied that there was
any truth in the rumor,

HARD ON THE PRINCE.

The German Emperor Pays off an Old
Score.

LoNpoN, June 17.—Truth says that it
learns that the German Emperor has
thought fit to express his sentiments re-
specting the baccarat case, in a letter to
the Queen. William has not forgotten
his uncle for so warmly taking the part
of Empress Frederick in the family quar-
rels which scandalized Europe threo
years ago. The Emperor therefore seized
with delight this chance of snubbing his
uncle, by criticising his conduet, cora-~
plaining of it and protesting agaivet it
from a military point of view., The Em-
peror’s strange method of dealing with
this alleged offense against military
honor is owing to the fact that the Princo
is a Colonel of the Prussian regiment of
Blucher Hussars.

The Austrian Reichsrath.

VIENNA, June 17.—In the budget de-
bate in the Reichsrath to-day Premier
Taafe made an important speech, an-
nouncing that the Government had de-
cided to accept the support of the Ger-
man Liberal party for carrying into effoct
the programme announced in a speech
frqm the throne. The Government, he
said, would act in all things in accord-
ance with that {)arty. The speech, which
was undoubtedly inspired by the Em-
peror, produced a protound impression,
and the old opposition party broke out
into loud applause. The German Liber-
alsin the Reichsrath number 110 out of a
total of 350. The new majority will be
formed by the addition of sixty Poles
and thirty Moderate Conservatives.

Crry or MEexico, June 17.—A water-
spout fell Sunday on the mountains in
which are situated the Conception silver
mines, in San Luis Polctosi. To-night it
was learned that a number of persons were
killed, a large number were wounded,
much {)roporty destroyed, and the mina
badly damaged.

Latest telegrams from San Iuis Polo-
tosi place the number of bodies recovered
at twenty-three. So far thirty persons are
known to have been hurt. Work at the
Conception mine is entirely suspended.

Suit for Libel.

Cork, June 17.—A libel action has
been brought bLy Parnell’s Secretary.

themselves in the Consulate. Tho
lynchers were only prevented from
attacking the Consulate by the interven-
tion of influential citizens.
