
THE SEWERAGE QUESTION.

At the citizens' meeting held Tuesday
night, to consider important city needs,
an impression prevailed that before any
determination can be had of what system
of sewerage and sewage disposal ought to
be adopted, niory light on the subject
must be shed in this particular section of
"the footstool." To this end it was sug-
gested by a gentleman of intelligence and
business capacity that it might be neces-
sary to send for one of the best sanitary

engineers of the East and have him come
here and study local conditions and tell
us what to do and how to do it. That
this might cost §2,000, or twice that sum,
but it would still be wise to doit, in order
to secure the very highest order of in-
formation upon the subject.

A year ago the Record-Uxion sug-
gested to the Trustees to name fourteen
or fifteen citizens and request them to act
as an advisory committee, to take a

year's time and collate ali information
desirable as to systems of drainage and
sewage disposal. We held that as the
knowledge is free, and as elaborate re-
ports have been mado to other cities situ-
ated as is this, and as there is no royalty
payable upon the facts ofsanitary science,
such a committee could, ina few months'
time, tell us all that would be necessary
to know upon the subject prior to employ-
ing an engineer. Three months ago we
renewed the suggestion. It fell upon
deaf ears. Now, however, when the city
is in close quarters, and that threatens to
happen which the Record-Union feared
would take place, we are told that we
need information and must procure it at
heavy cost.

The truth is, the authorities have reso-
lutely and for years refused to bo in-
formed, and we very much doubt ifit
would make any sort of difference with
the retrogressionists of the city ifall the
sanitary engineers of the country came
down upon us and told us what to do
and how to do it. We would still have a
class of objectors and doubters who
would manage to hinder progressive
spirits.

But the idea of the citizen who sug-
gested importation of an engineer is not
objectionable, and his proposition moves
in the right direction, only it should
be reversed. Instead of sending for a

sanitary engineer to come to us, let us do
as Worcester did—send one of our en-
gineers familiar with the local situation
to views systems elsewhere and report to
us how we can adapt some one of them
to Sacramento. For all information upon
upon the subject is of record. Itmay be
said tobe exhausted, indeed, and there is
therefore no need to go to heavy exponse
to bring here an expert to advise us.
Worcester sent her City Engineer to
Europe to view systems of sewage dis-
posal in actual operation. His report
really covers the whole field of knowl-
edge upon the subject, except that relat-
ing to the pneumatic system of forcing
out the sewage to a point of disposal.
That system he did not consider, because
it was not desired at Worcester.

Let the Trustees of this city select a
proper person, or two of them, and let
them go to the East and examine, say,
the system adopted at Chicago by the
Armours, at Worcester, at Pullman, in
cities of tho Middlo States and at the
South. On return surh agents will be
able, with tho whole world's knowledge
upon the subject of record and open be-
fore them, to tell us precisely what is
adaptable to the local conditions.

Of course wo know already that we
cannot have a,gravitation system except
by lilting to a pipe line leading to tide-
water; that a sewage farm is out of the
question, and that it is undesirable if it
wore possible. That chemical precipita-
tion is about the only means known that
fits our case. A new system of sewers is
a distinct need, one, it is true, that ought
to bo supplied, but one upon which no
foreign expert opinion is needed. So far
as that is concerned, wo can have all the
information obtainable without going to
the expense of bringing here a foreign
sanitarian. We have In our midst suf-
ii< itut ability to handle our sewerage
problems, after inspection of other sys-
tems in practical operation in Eastern
cities situated similarly to this. What
we need to do is to avail of the experi-
ence of others in the light of the knowl-
edge that is free to all concerning the
facts of sanitary science, which, like the
discoveries in medicine, are not patented.
By sending our exports to examine the
application of these facts in other cities,
we can avail of all the best that oxists: if

wosend for an engineer from the East we
secure only the opinion of one man, who
may or may not be biased in favor of or
against particular systems.

Now that it has been decided that
there shall be, as a supplement to the reg-
ular old-time celebration, a night illumi-
nation and a humorous parade on the
evening of tho Fourth of July, let
the people bestir themselves to make
the illumination a thoroughly enjoy-
able and patriotic affair. We appre-
hend that at very slight expense the city
can be made on that occasion a blaze of
light, and that the entertainment can be
made one that will dwell longer in mem-
ory and gratify a larger number than
would be possible with the ordinary fire-
works display. The cost of illuminating
a house front is trifling. The street dis-
play of fireworks, while not so elaborate
as set pieces, is, ifwell managed, very
pleasing and sufficiently caters to the
lovefor the spectacular. The young men
who are to manage the humorous parade
ought to liftit out of the usual rut and
make it something better than anything
yet undertaken. They have now a fine
opportunity to introduce in it some really
handsome and patriotic floats, forthe cost
is rather less for such affairs when
shown at night. Nor is it necessary that
they should be elaborately spectacular, if
only they are patriotically teaching.
Some historical milestones in the Nation's
annals might be made the subject of some
of the floats with excellent effect. There
is to be a concerted movement to se-

cure the illumination of houses by ask-
ing for pledges to that effect. Throwing

open the blinds, setting rows of tapers on
the lines of windows, and the hanging
out of lanterns, ifprevailing along a con-
siderable length of street, produces beau-
tiful effects. By this means all can take
part in the celebration ofthe birthday of
the republic and testify in pleasing dem-
onstration to their regard for the day.

Consul Cortt has gone back to Italy
with a most absurd story about the
danger to which he was oxposed in New
Orleans; how he had to barricade himself
in his house to "stand off" the lynchers;
how the men shot in the jail were mur-
dered because they were Italians and
competitors in tho labor market, and
that as a matter of fact they belonged to
no particular society. We have no ex-
cusos to make for the rioters, but that
they were disposed to assault the Italian
Consul is "news," indeed. That they
were laboring men and influenced by
hatred against Italians as such is not borne
out by the testimony of the eye-witnesses.
That they asaulted no one except the
men in the jail proves that they wore not
pursuing Italians as such, for they had
it within their power to have moved upon
the Italian residents of New Orleans, but
not only did not do so, but the sugges-
tion was not even made among them.
The evidence on this point is aflirmative
and positive, and Consul Corti's state-
ment is, therefore, to put it mildly, not
in accord with the truth.

The Supervisors of San Francisco are
in favor of abolishing the Industrial
School located in that city, and that has
yearly for a decade been the subject of
condemnation by Grand Juries and com-
mittees of investigation. The board
should hasten to carry out its wishes that
the school be broken up and the inmates
placed in the State reformatory. The In-
dustrial School always has been a school
of crime. It has at no period fulfilled
the office for which it was intended, and
as a reformatory it has never had any
character whatever. Its non-success has
been due to the fact that it has always
been under political control, and that it
has been the means to the forwarding of
the ambitions of small-fry politicians.
Tho State will be ready on the first of
July to caro for two hundred and fifty
juvenile offenders, and by next year
willbe able to take as many more; there
is therefore no reason for further main-
tenance of the Industrial School at San
Francisco.

The pool-room gamblers of Oakland,
late of San Francisco, put up a pitiful
mouth. They say that they "gamble
straight"; that if they are driven out tho
bucket-shops, which are cheats, will take
their places. The idea of tho pool-room
having any understanding with the
Councilmen is scouted indignantly, and
the latter are advised to sue "those cursed
newspapers" for libel, as the sheets have
kicked up all the trouble. But for the
newspapers, say the pool-room managers,
we would bo pursuing our business
quietly and harming no one. Sad, is it
not, that these pestiferous newspapers
willmake public interest their concern,
and interfere with the nice littlegames to
tieece the unwary and corrupt the young?

IfjL Forsvtiik, who has been nomi-
nated for the headship of the Horticultu-
ral Department of the Columbian Expo-
sition, is a Commissioner for California.
This raises a presumption in his favor, of
course. Ifopposition is made to him
when his name comes up for confirma-
tion it is to be hoped that it will be con-
fined strictly to questions ofqualification.
Without any doubt J. Deßarth Shorb is
the best qualified candidate now before
the executivo authorities of the exposi-
tion for the high trust that California
prefers the claim to, and which of right
should be conferred upon it.

THE DESERTED CITY.

Graphic Description of Moss-Grown
Meadow Lake.

The City tliat Arose Almost In a
Day, and Was Abandoned to the

Wolves Soon After.

Everybody has heard or read some-
thing of the deserted city of Meadow
Lake, away up among the mountain fast-
nesses of Sierra county, but tho following
from the Sierfaville Mirror ofrecent date
willbe read with interest:

Meadow Lake was originally a sink-
hole about seventy-five feet deep and was
about fourteen feet in diameter. A large
dam was erected below it in 1851. the
water was held back and thus the lake
formed. While building this dam the
workmen discovered that much of the
rock contained deposits of pure galena,
and thinking they had "struck it rich,"
were not slow in making tho discovery
known. About the same time Harry
Hartly, while trapping, discovered what
was afterward known as tho Excelsior
Mine. In the year 18(35

THE EXCITEMENT COMMENCED,
And every other man met was going to
Summit City, as it then was called. Snow
was shoveled oft" the ground as soon as
practicable and the work of building was
commenced. In a few months a city
arose and every available foot of ground
was put into play. The streets were
necessarily narrow, and many who could
not waste their precious time building
substantial dwelling-houses lived in
tents. Six hotels were built, besides
several restaurants, churches and a
theater followed. A two-story stone
store was erected by Smith A: Perkins.
Tho Odd Fellows met in a ball of their
own. A furniture factory was estab-
lished.

"wait for the excelsior."
At this time the population of the town

had reached about 4,000, and was rapidly
increasing. Quartz mills were in opera-
tion, and blasts were going oHintnirtv
or forty tunnels and shafts all tho time,
making a constant roar. Several small
mining companies were obliged to give
up the fight, as not a cent had been taken
out and thousands put in. Still no one
was discouiaged, and to all doubting ears
was sounded: "Excelsior; wait till the
Excelsior cleans up," and nothing more
was heard from morning until night but
the booming of blasts and the cries of
"Excelsior! Hurrah for the Excelsior !"
At this mine the stamps were crushing
ore ail day, all night, and every day in
the week, grunting, groaning to work out
the precious metal.

THE DBSKBTBD TOWN TO-DAY. J
The road winds around the lake, the

ruins of houses becomes more frequent,
until you emerge from the timber and
the city lies before you. As we ride
down the main street our horses step on
a board or we speak and our voices are
echoed back by the old wooden buildings
with a harsh metallic ring. Near the
center of the town stands a tall llagstall',
hunt with storm and winds. Sign-poles
were still standing in front of many of
the buildings and open doors reveal the
contents o remptiness of them. < >n|every
liand lay ruins of hundreds of frame
buildings, with hero and there whole
blocks of buildings which have been de-
stroyed by lire.

A very large building, built on a gran-
ite rock, and seeming to be in a condi-
tion that will stand many more severe
snowfalls, attracts the eye. It was known
In the d»vs ot its erection as Jetfry's
livery stable. Three stories high, with
the .stable on the second lloor, containing
twenty stalls, it is larger than any build-
ing or the kind in this valley at the pres-
ent time. At the back of each stall is a
beautifully carved and turned post,
which still retains its beauty and sym-
metry, as on the day it was placed in posi-
tion. Every detail shows that no expense
was spared.

A few yards from this building is a
mass of quarried stone on which a num-
ber of iron doors and shutters lie in end-
less confusion. This is all that remains
of the stone store of Smith <te Perkins.
Houses without a window-pane broken
give a hint that the hunter and small boydo not inhabit this locality. On a hill
overlooking the town stands three houses
comparatively in good condition. The
central one is highly ornamented—in-
deed, it may well be called gaudy. This
house was purcha&cd somo twenty years
ago for §20. However, it proved a poor
investment. Under the floor of an old
shanty we discovered a tank about half
full of quicksilver, left there by some
miner who was in too much ofa hurry to
leave town to take it with him.

A PITIFUL SIGHT.
Acareful count revealed the fact that

forty-three houses were standing. It is a
pitiful sight, this city on which millions
of dollars were expended.

The Excelsior cleaned up, and the news
was carried to the waiting, anxious crowd
that the run was unsuccessful and that
tho attempt would not be repeated. In
an almost unbelievable short time the
town was deserted; almost a panic re-
sulted. Houses were left with the con-
tents exposed to the .storms of au ap-
proaching winter; stores with then-
shelves packed with merchandise re-
mained undisturbed until later, when
they were robbed an.l burned by enter-
prising citizens of neighboring localities.
