"The Quiver" for July begins with an

account of"AMission Tour Tnder Diffi-
culties," by a missionary's wife, which is
illustrated with pen-and-ink sketches.
This is followed by the serial. "On
Stronger Wings," which the readers of
this interesting magazine are undoubt-
edly following with absorbing pleasure.
"ALiving Dog is Better Than a Dead
Lion." is a paper by Rev. David Burns,
which in turn is followed by a descrip-
tion of "How Wo Formed Our Band of
Hone." "Crickety's Child" is the title of
a snort story. The serial, "For Erica's
Bake," is continued, and there is a poem
by Frederick E. Weatherly called
Sailor's Star," to which a full-page illus-
tration is given. There are special arti-
cles in this number on theological and re-
ligious subjects, but at the same time
it is unusually full of stories, both
long and short. The illustrations
are bountiful and the number sustains
tho reputation of the magazine forenter-
tainment and instruction.—Cassell Pub-
lishing Company, New York and Lon-
don.

Nevertheless there
is much of political compiling and of ex-
pression upon topics uppermost in public
thought. Itis certainfy a valuable jour-
nal, :aid for the busy man, and those not
having access to many papers, reviews
and magazines, it comes as an aid that is
really invaluable.
