AFFECTED WITH SCALE BUGS.

A Cargo ol" Oranire Trees Quarantined
at San Pedro.

San- Francisco, June 21.—The ship
Lena Swasey, which reached San Pedro
a few days ago from Tahiti, has been
quarantined by Quarantine oilioer Craw
of tlie State Eoard of Horticulture. He
writes that thoro are ..75,000 orange trees
on hoard the vessel, and that they are
affected with five varieties of scale bugs.
The trees will be fumigated two or three
times, and ifat the end of that time any
live insect-, are found, the treatment will
be repeated. Tiie owner of the trees at-
tempted to have them moved to San Ber-
nardino, but Officer (raw warned the
railroad company not to receive them for
transportation. Mr. Craw says such trees
should at once be burned.

A Church Boycotted.
RocKFoun (UL), June 24.—At a meet-

Park and the
steamer Arrow, and came very near boy-
cotting a street railroad, but finally left
riding on that to tlie discretion of the
memliers. Now the ball cranks liave had
their ( ombativeness aroused to theextent
ofretaliatory measures. They have or-
ganized a boycott against the church. A
paper bas been circulated which contains
the signatures of 300 persons, largely
young men. and some of them quite
prominent business men, who have
pledged themselves not to attend that
clinch, especially during the revival
services soon to be held there.

Columbia Crew Victorious.

Chico Officers Capture a Couple of

Burglars.

A few days ago a couple of young fel-

lows came to town and commenced a
from house to house canvass tea*pianos
and organs to clean, asking but a small
sum a- remuneration for their valuable
services, it appears that Hoffman and
Schoenhave worked the ciiy very thor-
oughly, as the young fellows did not meet
with any great success in their quest fir
pianos or organs to botch and mutilate.

Constable Peck began a search for the
second one of the burglars and succeeded
in locating him in the Bryan addition,
about noon yesterday.

Tho oilicer
waited until he put the organ together
and finished his work, and then informed
him that he was under arrest. All that
tiny got by their robbery was aboutßo
cents, three bottles of whisky and ono or
two plugs oftobacco. This littlo boodle
may cost them long terms of imprison-
ment.

REMEDY FOR CROUP.

Alleged Cnres Effected by tho Slmplo
Uso of Sulphur.

Several papers of Paris have published
that Dr. Laugardierre of Toulouse had at
different times experimented witli suc-
cess with a new treatment of sure cfFt-
ciency for the ••ure of that terrible disease
—the croup. The new treatment consists
in tho use of sulphur. Dr. Laugardierre
narrates thus his first experiment in the
Paris 'I', ini>s:

"I called forsome sulphur powder, took
a tablespoon of it. which I diluted in a
glass 01 water, ordering to drink one
tablespoonful of the mixture every hour,
shaking it before using. Next day the
child was better. .New potion for the next
day. The following day tho child was
cured."

After that euro tho doctor obtained sev-
eral others, bul none moro convincing
than tlie following;

"A little girl was dying; neither cry
nor the least sound could como from her
larynx; the pimples of diphtheria were
on her ears. neck, head and cheeks; her
wheezing Wreathing could be heard
twentj- meters oil*.''

The doctor had secured a probe to in-
sufflato nitrato of silver in the larynx.
The parents opposed that, but consented
to make tho child swallow tho sulphur-
ated potion during the night.

"< >n the next day the child, which Ihad
considered as lost, was resuscitated; the
potion was continued during that day,
and tho next day the child was cured."

Montenegro.
Montenegro is a small aud exceedingly

mountainous district on the eastern
shore of the Adriatic, inhabited by so
sturdy a race ofmoontaineers that tiu-ir
subjection has never been more than
nominal. In l">_ti Soiyman 11. overran
the province with an immense force, but
lost so dianyof his troops in the expedi-
tion and found so little to compensate
him that ho and his successors practically
lfit the Montenegrins to themselves, ex-
acting a nominal tribute, which was
never paid. When the mt began the
elders of Che country passed a law that
any soldier who acted toe coward in bat-
tle with tbe Turxs should be dressed in
women's clothes, whipped by tho boys of
his village and driven out ofthe country.
This law is still in force, and during tho
many rebellions and revolutions among
the I'.alkan States tbere were no enemies
more dreaded by the Turks than tho
Montenegrin mountaineers. The treaty
of San Stefano, in 1878, guaranteed the
independence Of Mont* negro, with a con-
siderable extension of territory, and the
country is now self-governed. The
people live on very bad terms with all
their neighbors. They havo for the
Turks the same intolerant hatred that
the latter entertain for them, and lose no
opportunity of raiding Turkish villages,
so that the frontier is in a stato of almost
constant war.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty

Yolo Valley-*—Tancred and Its

Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAS
Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associated

themselves with William MdKagr, all of O .*>
land, with a view oi'searehim. out a suU ute
location in •which to engage In the profitable
occupation of fruit-urowin.;. After v.<itinj
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, YoloCounty, and the Rhodes tract
at Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract tn
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged tor the
purchase of aliout __20 acres of foothill ...nd.
This being moro than they had thought of
tailing for their own use, they spoko to a
numberof friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among ih«> follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 ncres; W. T.
Barnett. 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, ','0 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathenrt, _»o acres; W. McKay, -JO
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; IL A. Barter.

So far this had been merely n private yen.

ture of the gentlemen above named, but. in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
moro would like to joinit than the area of tha
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested ou all hands, "Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the mm way?-'
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for thai
cultivation of the wholeof it, after subdividing
It accordim, to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally,on the sth ot
June, IS9O, the Western Co-opemiivo (VI.

onlzatior and Improvement Company waa
duly registered and proceeded to inisines.,
with the following officers: President, Wiil-
iam McKay; Vice-President, _____ P. Brown;
Directors—lL C. Ellis, Charfrs Brooke and
R.a. Barker; Secretary aad General Manage
Nfcal D. Barker; Sollcttor, C. ft Snook; Treat*
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

The bulaucc of the tract, 373 acre_, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for tho
purchase of a largo number of trult trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of savins between s;>,ooo and
*M,OOOtO the company, the prices ba somo
cases baring more than douhimi since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set lorth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
havo become enthusiastic, and almost all tho
members arranged to set out all their lands la
fruit trees, etc., the first year. Consequent ly
ln this, the hist season, some 40,000 trees
and between 20.000 and 30.0U0 vines will bo
planted.

The satisfactory working ofthis scheme haa
had the etlect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of Uie Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 2V.)
acres have been added to thi; sixty acres
originally purchased.

For toe company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. Ho\r
this marv. hrus little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, bnt one thing is very sure, and
that ls that this neglect will never agaih be
fell in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties- -peaches, apricots, Bartlett poar_,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc.. while i_lon<»
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their grateful shade.
A considerable number of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient nomb. r to
demonstrate that these fruits can be snecees-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, Oeneral Manager of the company,
resides on tho tract, and to his care is to be
ascribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park ofsome threo
acres has been laid out right In the center ot
the town. This park it is proposed, to beautify
by planting ln it frcm time to time t;s many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure ofmonoy. II
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
lnrge and busy oity, but lt is thought that It
can be made a very jpleasant littlo place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking tho county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge acr..ss
Cochq Creek at this point, in order to £.vr »__©

settlers on tbe cast side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. Tho Tancred colonists ara
quite willingto give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous ofhaving a bridge
there, as tho colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that lt
would be a very wise expenditure of public
money to grant, them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of snch com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the wh-0©
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to
those who are willingto settle on the land and
Bhow that the country also aflords attractions.
and 00-O-DrtS, and ways of making money
pleasantly, every inducement should be held
forth.
