
THE DOVE CROP.

To-Day the Harvesters Will Begin to
Gather It.

Tho Birds Said to bo Quite Plentiful

Along the "Water-Courses

"Everywhere.

In a legal sense, tbe dove crop of 1891 is
ripe to-day, although, as a matter of fact,
many of the birds are still nesting and
bave young ones. However, tbe law-
says tbe birds may be killed witb impu-
nity (and shotguns) to-day and hence-
forth until January next, and—they will
be killod.

It is very trying on Californians to
havo to pass a few months of the year
without killing something, and as the
majority have not shed much innocent
blood since tho duck and snipe season
closed, they are just aching for a whack
at tho doves.

Tho story that is told of a cer-
tain Frenchman quite illustrates this
peculiarity of the American character.
"Iv la belle France," said be, "ze first
zing vo ask ze stranger is, 4Vill you do
me ze fal'oor to coom an'dine viz me?'
but here in ze American countree ze tirst
zing your frcnts invito you to do is,
'Coom, let us ago ant kill sometiiigs !' "tSo the doves nii^t stiller, and (rom now
until the quail and ducking season opens
inOctober doves will be about the only
game that law-abiding sportsmen will
have to shoot —at.

This year's crop is said to be an un-
usually good one, and those who delight
ivdove shooting have been anticipating a
season of rare sport. In some respecte it
is very attractive to the knight of the
trigger. <»n s warm summer day the
sensible sportsman will not tramp tha'
fields and woods while dove shooting —
not at all. Ha. simply selects a sha:iy
onk somewhere on a line between a grain
field and a water-hole, where there is apt
to be a good dove "]>ass," and there he
Bits and shoots at the J'ast-llying birds
until either he lias had sport enough or
runs out ofammunition.

There arc few more toothsome birds
than the dove, nnd when properly cooked
in a pic it makes a delicious dish.

Agreat many Sacramentans willleave
the city to-day on dove-shooting expedi-
tions, a won) of caution to all who seek
the fields at ihis time of the year may
not be out of place, and that is—be care-
ful not to set the grass <>r grain on lire.
This can be avoided by a careful selection
of spots oil which to shoot, or by watch-
ing the result of each shot to see that fire
is not started by the burning gun-wads.

The most comfortable gun ior shooting
of this kind is a fourteen, sixteen, or
even a twenty-gauge, for doves are easily
killed, it' hit, and heavy guns and big
charges are not necessary to secure good
bags. The majority of sportsmen, how-
ever, prei'i r a twelve-gauge gun. of from
seven taa eight pounds in weight, for all
kinds ol' Bhooting; but the big ten-gauges
are last going out <d' use.

If the prevailing hot wave does not
roll by before the shooters begin to drop
their birds to-day, th- • latter will Bpoil
before they can be got to the pot.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but Ut
tulkin- ap the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to joinit than thearea of tho
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, "Why not get some more
lund and divide it up In the same way.*"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the wholeof it, aftersubdividing
It according to the* requirements of tho uib-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus Issued, and tlnaliy, on the Sth of
\u25a0June., 1890, the Western Co-operative eol-
onlxatlor and Improvement Company was
dr, > registered and proceeded to business,
wuh the following officers: President, Will-
i.im McKay, "/ice-President, M. p. Prown;
Directors—H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke aud
P.. a. Barker; Secretary and General Manage
Neal ;.. Barker; Solicitor,C ESnook; Treas.
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of the tract, 37:5 acres, was pur.
chased. A contract was entered into for tho
pnrchase of a, large number of truit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees waa
tha- means of saving between *?.!,000 and
94,000t0 the company, the prices In somo
eases liaving more thnn doubled sine-., then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been nnlntei*-
rnpteel. Those wlio went into it doubtlngly
bave become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranga d to sd out all their lands in
iruit trees, etc.. the tirst year. Consequently
111 this, the first season, some <10,000 trees
and between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will bo
plnntea.

The satisfactory working ofthis scheme has
had the erlect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of tlio Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For tne company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for tho beantiful valley la
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected la a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is verj- sure, und
that is that this neglect will never again be
lelt In the valley.

Tho fruits set out are mostly of ihe standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, ligs, raisin grapes, etc., white along
both side* of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their grateful shade.
A considerable number of citrus trees arc also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success.
fully grown In the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Parker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be
ascribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places, A small park ofsomo three
acres has been latd out right In the center of
the town. This park ltis proposed to beautify
by planting In it from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosittes of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
lsnot expected that Tancred will ever boa
large and busy city, but It Is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, risking the county to ao
cept Island avenue, on tho colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge aerosa
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give tho
settlors on tbe east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tanned colonists are
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way. and are- very desirous ofhaving a brielgo

there, as the colony lands extend along both
Of the >treain. lt is thought that lt

would be a very wise expenditure ofpubila
money to grant them thia very necessary Im-
provement, as the operaiiona or such eota-
paniesareof widespread benefit to the whole
county and 8t inactions and com-
forts of tho citias are well known, but to
those who aro willing to settleon the land and

1 ftianv that the country also affords attractions
and comforts, and ways of making money
pleasantly, every inducement should beheld
forth.
