
WATER AND SEWAGE.

These Subjects Considered by the
City Trustees.

Ko Money "With "Which to Do Anything;

—But Trustee Conklin Insists

on a Str.nd-Plpo.

Aspecial meeting ofthe Board of City
Trustees was held yesterday for tho
purpose of considering tho question of
disposing of tnr city sewage.

The Mayor said he was to have made a
report, but he had not been able to BOS
CityPhysician Nichols and Judge Beatty,
whom he desired to consult. Be really
did not think a report waa necessary. As
he understood tho matter, the Y-stn-et
pump was taking care of all of the city
sewage, and he did not sco that there was
anything more t<> be done

Trustee McLaughlin said the pump
could take care of all of the sewage of the
city. The board had nothing to do wilh
the sewage in the Thirty-first street
canaL

The Mayor thought the matter might as
"well drop for the present. The sewage
was being disposed of to the satisfaction
of everybody, and as long as ihis was so,
there was no need of going to an expense
of $12,000 in perfecting a system which
might be abolished next year. Themoney would be wasted. He had talked
with several persons about purchasing n
new pump, and had come to the conclu-
sion thai it would ibe a useless expense.

Trustee McLaughlin said the people
expected the board to take some action
which would enable the cityto care for its
sewage at all times. It* the present pump
should break down, there would be no
other recourse than to cut the embank-
ment and let the water run down the
drainage canal again. It was true that
the pump was doing good work at pres-
ent, but there was no telling when it
would break down. If it should be de-
cided to put the pump at the river, the
water from the Sixth-street canal would

difficult to handle. According to the
city Surveyor's notes a cut of 19.8 feel in
depth in the river levee would have to I.c
made to let the sewage run out.

Trustee Conklin thought that as long as
the sewage w;is being carried offto the
satisfaction of everybody, the matter
.should be dropped, at least until the
board Bhouldoome In possession of funds
sufficient to put in a new system.

The Mayor read the several reports of
citizens, us published in the Record-
Union of Juno 17th, and although the
plans suggested by them would hardly

lire an expenditure of $12,000, yet
Engineer Pierson had told bim that it
would reach nearly that amount. He
thought Mr. Pierson would make a state-
ment and estimate, if the board should
ss_ him.

Trustee McLaughlin said thai if tbe
board was going to consult everybody, it
would ftnd difficulty in deciding what to
do. Tin- only thing to do now was to get
a larger pump and a twenty-four-inch
pipe from the pump to the river.

Trustee Conklin said the board had no
money to carry out the system- ofsewer-
age which tin- people were miking about

"The build-
ing is not lit to occupy, anyhow, on ac-
count of its bad sanitary condition, and
it is not right to make prisoners remain

I. for nne, am opposed to
keeping prisoners in ;i place considered
unsafe and fruitful of disease- I am in
favor of fitting up the Perry Seminary as
:. jail,and compelling the Board of Edu-
cation to give it up. The structure be-
longs to the city, and the people have

in paying taxes oh it for several years,
and it has been of no use to anybody
during that time. lam in favor ofutiliz-
ing it no

Trustee Conklin said that at pi
there was but four teet of water kept in I
the tank daily, and people in the out-
skirts ofthe city and in the upper stories
ofhotels w ere complaining that they were
unable to get water. He thought the
Trustees should take steps immediately
to get a stand-pipe. Etc believed the old
City Hall building could be put in safe

ditionforuse, and its Bewerage
tern remodeled, if the tank wa.-. kept
empty.
