
AN ANCIENT CITY.

The Fishing Town of Wisby in the
Baltic Sea.

ABooming Metropolis In the Twelfth

Century—"Window Frames of Gold-

Its Capture by an Envious King

and Succeeding Decline.

In the middlo of the Baltic Sea, just
about equidistant from Sweden, Ger-
many and Kussia, is a low, Hat island of
limestone called Gottland. It has an area
of 1,200 square miles and a population of
64,000,|0r thereabouts. In the Middle Ages
tho island was the best placo in all
Northern Europe for sea traders, and
thoso who settled there prospered. In
tho beginning of the eleventh century a
littlo town was settled at a spot giving a
good harbor. Back of itwas a cliff, where
victims were sacrificed by the priests,
and the place grow to be known as
Wisby, or the "Cityof the Place ofSacri-
fice." It is on Gottland's west coast, and
during the eleventh, twellth and thir-
teenth centuries grow rapidly in size and
Importance. The trade of Russia and
other countries to tho east of the Baltic
flowed down the Golfof Finland or the
River Dwina to Wisby. To meet this
trade there sailed to Wisby merchants
an>l shippers from Germany, Flanders,
Sweden, Denmark and England. Its
merchants were oonstanttly shipping to
or n Lying goods from nearly every
part Of the known world.

During the thirteenth century Wisby
was situated upon one ofthe most im-
portant lines of the world's traffic, and
waa unquestionably the most important
market on that line. Hundreds of rich
merchants moved their business Irom
other ports to Wisby. Nearly every faith
built iis house of worship at this prosper-
ous port. Seventeen great churches,
some ul* them nearly 200 feet in length,. three monasteries, were erected. A
wallof stone thirty feet higli and nearly
two and ;i half miles long were built

\u25a0KOUnd the City. Forty-eight stone
tOWOTS were built above this, and from
tower to tower along the walls passed
armod sentries by day and night.

Wisby was the London and Gottiaod
the England of the North. The records
tell thai 12,000 merchants carried on busi-
BM within the walls. .Many of them
became so well-to-do that they had their
houses covered with copper and the win- j
dou frames with gold. But the pace was
toofestto last, in 196L, Atterdag, King
of Denmark, became so envious of the- riches thai be sent over an army and
not only took possession, but killed
Dearly 2,000 of Wisby's men. From that
day the city began a decline. The in-
vasion of Kussia by Mongolian hordes
cut off the Orient trade, diverted the
commerce and the discovery of \u25a0 new
route to India from that direction.
B • U went until the present finds Wisby
but a fishing village. Of its seventeen
churches, only one. the Cathedral of St.
Maria, ia in use to-day. Ten others are
standing, but in ruins. < 'ne of the most
beautiful is St. Qatharina, the cloister
church of the Franciscan monks. It is a
ll—lllla. 140 feet long, and was built in
the middle ofthe thirteenth century. Bo-
tween the nave and tbeaisles stand twelve '
pillars, six on either side. The roof of .
the church has fallen in, but tlie pointed
arches which supported it remain.

Two other interesting churches are St. JJ.:u> and St. Drotten. They were built j
in the twelfth century by two-sisters, the
traditions say. They were wealthy, but
could not agree, so each had her own
church. TJie wails ot" St. Mars are 7 feet :

thick, and bave passages in tliem running \
around the entire chureli. Each church j
Ids a maasfo c square tower, which doubt- j
le-.s ;it one tune was used BS a fortress.
The tower of st. Drotten Is ol by 45 feet
on the ground; it rises toa hight of 120
feet, and its walls are $_ feet in thickness.

Another church is the Church of the
Holy ' .host, built about the year 1290. It
is composed of an octagonal tower joined j
ontoan oblong rectangular choir. The
tower is divided into two stories. Each j
story looks out upon the choir through a i
Bpacious arched opening, so that :i service
going on in the choir could bo heard
equally well in both stories of the tower.
'i be vaulted ceiling of tiie lower story is
supported by foursquare pillars, and'be-
twe n them inthe center is an eight-sided
Bperature, 7 feet in diameter, piercing the '

ceiling and communicating with the
nd story. In the upper story are

Jour round pillars supporting a Vault
and arches slightly pointed. The arches
below are round. It is claimed there is
no such church architecture elsewhere in
the world.

Not faraway is st. Nicholas, the mon- >
asury church of the Dominicans, lt was
built about the year 1240. It is a basilica,
i t broad and IHO feet long. High up!
on the west gable end are two window-
like depressions. The tale Is still told
that in the time of Wisby's magnificence
tv. cj huge carbuncles adorned the western j
facade oi 'St. Nicholas, one being placed
Intbe center of each window. At night
these carbuncles shone with the bright-
ii. -- of the Mm st noonday, and served as
guiding lights to storm-tossed mariners.

About the town the streets are narrow
nnd crooked, and paved with rough
Stones. Sonic of tiie houses of the old
merchants are stili standing. They are
narrow and lofty, stand for tho most part j
With gable end- tow ant the street, and the
front of the peaked roof is built up like :\u25a0

double flight Of steps that meet on top, j
Sometimes a vaulted passageway is
thrown across the narrow street from
hor.se to house, like the -'Bridge of
sighs." These old houses by their size
und spacious apartments Indicate the
opulence of the builders. They have
vaulted ceilings, supported by massive
stone pillars, marble seats in the recess -
of the windows, aud across the cellarfloor flows to this day a stream of living
water, which by little dams was trans-formed into a succession offish ponds.
The rooft are still covered with vie an-
cient monk and nun tiles.

-Nejir the center ofthe city stands an In-
teresting wooden bouse of a Later period,
the Burmeister House, built by s mer-
chant of that name In 1682. A* spacious
salo..n in the second story is painted all
over—walls, celling and beams—with
Soenes, many of them from the Bible, but
some from the ar' i-t's own fancy.

vided into four or five stories. Bach
story is pierced with narrow embrasures
forarrows. The tops ofthe towers are
battlemented, an.l on their upper floors
or roofs catapults were placed in posi-
tion. The towers are of unequal si:.e;
thai next the north gate toward the sea is
13 feet broad by i>> feet deep in the inside. '
and its side walls are 7 feel thick. The]

powder tower is 14 feet square on the out- I
side.

Half way between the high towers were
built bartizans, or "saddletowers," asthe
Gottlanders expressly call them. These
small, low structures are not built up
from the ground, but sit astride the wall
like saddles. Near the top of the wall,
on the inside, square holes have been left
between the stones at short distances from
each othor and in a horizontal line. In
these holes were inserted wooden beams;
upon them rested a wooden platform,
along which in the olden time the senti-
nels of Wisby paced their lofty rounds in
sunshine and storm. Three portals
pierce the wall on tho land side. They are
called the south, east, and north gates. A
massive tower rises above each portal.
These gates are in fact but vaulted pas-
sageways through the lower story of
groat square towers. Grooves in the sides
of the portal show where tho portcullis
fell, and on projections outside rested of
old the drawbridge. Streets pass through
each gateway from the city to the coun-
try. A wide mote runs around the out-
side of the entiro wall,and to the north
there were at least two, perhaps three,
moats parallel with each other.

EX-TREASURER BARDSLEY.
Judg-e "Wilson Sentences Him to Fif-

teen Years' Solitary Confinement.
Philadelphia, July 2. — Ex-City

Treasurer John Bardsley was sentenced
this morning by Judge Wilson to fifteen
years' solitary confinement in the East-
ern Penitentiary and pay a fine equaling
the sum to which he pleaded guilty.

The fact that Bardsley was to be sen-
tenced to-day was not generally known,
and there were not more than fiftypeople
In the courtroom. The District Attor-
ney spoke briefly. In the course of his
remarks he denied Bardsley's contention,
made in his statement to* the court ono
week ago, that the ex-Treasurer has not
misappropriated a dollar, Graham showed
that by Bardsley's own statement ho
must have at least appropriated |220,000,
as that amount is required to bo made
good by his sureties. Although not able
as yet to specifically stato where the
money had gone to, Graham said Bards-
ley's embezzlement would amount to be-
tween !j5400,000 and §500,000.

Alexander, counsel for Bardsley, re-
viewed the statements made by his client,
and appealed to tho court for mercy on
tho ground of Bardsley's plea of guilty
and his past services to the city. Alex-
ander said Bardsley did not get one dol-
lar of the moroy put into the Keystone
Bank, and in six months it would be
shown who did. Alexander vehemently
declared his client had not stolen ono
dollar, but that ho had only pleaded
guilty to the statutory offenses of loan-
ing, speculating with and receiving in-
terest on public funds. Never, with his
consent, said Alexander, should Bardsley
appear before the Investigating Commit-
teo of Councils to testify, but if at any
time the District Attorney desired any
information or assistance, iiis client was
willingto aid him.

While his counsel had been speaking
Bardsley sat with bowed head, nervously
tracing imaginary lines with the back of
a pen upon the table before him. With
the exception of his brother-in-law not
100 of the friends that Bardsley had one
year ago were present when ho arose to
receive tho sentence of the court.

Judge Wilson's severe words caused
Bardsley most palpable distress, as the
Judge said he could lind no palliation for
Bardsley's malfeasance, and that his
offense was more open to censure from
his abuse of his official position. The
prisoner almost collapsed and seemed
about to sink to the floor from his chair.
Nevertheless, before Judge Wilson had
concluded and ordered him to arise and
receive sentence. 15ardsley completely
regained his composure, and received the
words that sent him to prison for fiifteen
years with the utter absence of any emo-
tion.

Judge Wilson, after passing sentence
on bardsley, relative to the amount of
linesaid it would be about §257,530. Bards-
ley will probably be taken to the peni-
tentiary to-morrow.

THE BUDS FACTION AGAIN.
Case Growing Out of a Split ln the

Evangelical Church.
Ottawa (111.), July 2.—Judge Blan-

chard to-day gavo his decision in the case
Of the Evangelical Church, granting an
injunction to the Bubs faction. The case
grew out of a split In the Evangelical
Church Conference over a year ago. Tho
Bscher faction camo back from the con-
ference and elected a new Board of Di-
rectors, and installed Rev. Albert Woehr
as pastor. Key. Philip Soahm, who had
a large following in the congregation, was
ejected from his church, but rented
another building where he and his wing
Of the church have held services ever
since. An injunction was prayed for,
and after a tedious battle in the Circuit
Court tho Bubs faction won a victory.
Judge Blanchard's decision fully sustains
the position of the l'.uhs faction, and
quotes elaborately from an opinion de-
livered by Judge Pleasants of Rock
Island in January last in a similar case.

Arkansas City 'Ark.)says developments
fully confirm the reported defalcation of
Sheriff Warticld. The shortage will bo
in the neighborhood of825,000.

THE GINGER HABIT.
Seductive Fad That Is Making Inroads

Upon Health nnd Society.

The ginger habit has supplemented the
liquor nabit. It has become a kind of
fad in some classes of society, and its
dangerous inroads upon health are forc-
ing it upon the attention ofphysicians,
while, as an outgrowth of high license
legislation, it is at the same time recom-
mending itselfto the attention ofthe law-
makers. The ginger habit is worse than
the ordinary liquor habit, because it is
more rapid in its effects and means early
ruin to the health of the individual. It
has only recently come to the attention of
the physicians and druggists that in thou-
sands of families the peppery dose that
has borne the popular appearance ofinno-
cence and respectability has become an
agent of debauchery. The tincture of

f'ingor, or Jamaica ginger, as it is popu-
arly known, is tho strongest and most

irritating alcoholic solution known, rank-
ing next to alcohol absolute, which is
undrinkable, and standing equal to com-
mercial alcohol, which is never used as a
beverage. Tho Jamaica ginger is sold by-
druggists and grocers in four-ounce vials,
and the unbottled tincture is retailed at
oue ounce and upward. During the past
few months the demand for the article,
which has been steadily growing for a
number of years, has become unpre-
cedented, and some druggists are already
beginning to "tlag'' habitual inquirers.
The greatest demand is iv those sections
that are at a distance from the principal
business centers of the city, although tho
Chestnut and Market street druggists
themselves have experienced and noted
the rapid growth ofthe traffic. The most
alarming phase ofthe habit is its preva-
lence among women.

Dr. W. G. McConnell said: "The tinct-
ure of ginger can be bought forabout tive
cents an ounce. It contains fully05 per
cent, of alcohol, so that in an ounce of
ginger there is moro than two ounces of
whisky. The way it is now- being used is
amazing. I knew a physician, a man
very prominent in his profession, who
died only a short time ago from the effects
of ginger drinking. You would think a
physician would know better, and ho did,
but in si>iti; of the warnings and protesta-
tions of his friends in the profession, he
would use it daily as a beverage, diluting
it one-third. I was in a drug store only a
few days ago when a young girl came'in
twice, buying each time two ounces of
jjjinger. Tho druggist said that she had
been in twelve times that day. lie knew
that her mother and her sisters drank it,
but it never occurred to him that he
should refuse to sell them the article. I
was called not long ago to attend a woman
who admitted to me that sho was in the
habit of drinking sixteen ounces a day.
Think what a dose that is! It would
have the strength of more than twice that
amount of whisky. It would surprise
you to know how many patients afflicted
with the ginger habit the physicians of
this city aro now struggling with. The
majority of them are women who, until a
few years past, were accustomed to send-
ing to the neighboring saloon for beer of
whisky whenever they wanted it, night
or morning, or Sunday.

"One woman told me she began to
drink it when she could not run into a
handy saloon with her pitcher, but found
that sho could buy all the ginger she
wanted at the druggist's or at the grocery
store, and that it we it further and had
more effect than anything else. Old
drinkers at the bar aro familiar with the
effects of ginger, and I suppose the
growth of tho habit had its origin
with them. It is encroaching upon tho
very best society, and many an exclusive
morning aud afternoon gathering of
ladies about the tablo of some elegant
hostess indulges in the ginger tipple. It
is passed around diluted in water, and it
seems harmless enough. But the babit
once acquired is almost hopeless. It is
wore than the liquor habit. The ginger
through which the alcohol percolates in
its manufacture is an irritant ofthe w-orst
kind when taken in excess, and the alco-
hol is in almost its absolute state. Its
effects, too, are distinctive. The ginger
drinker invariably becomes simple.
These are not the varieties of ordinary
intoxication. You will find all the small
drug stores outside the center of the city
do an enormous business in ginger, and
the same with the grocery stores. There
ought to be legislation against its indis-
criminate sale, as there is against the
indiscriminate sale of other alcoholic
drinks."

A prominent druggist whose business
is wholesale and retail said the growing
demand for ginger had been noticed and
commented upon in his establishment
and in others which he had visited.

"In our store," ho said, "we have
adopted the rule ofrefusing to sell ginger
to any person who appears to have been
drinking, but we have not gone so far as
yet as torefuse to till the orders that are
sent iv to us from families or that are
brought in by children. There ought to
bo some restriction, I must admit, but
what and how? Most of the ginger
drinking is done down town I should
judge by the quantities ordered by the
druggists. We sell a good doal of it, too,
and to people who would bo horritied if
accused of tippling."

According to the pharmacopoeia, the
formula for tho tincture of ginger is:
-'Ginger, twenty parts; alcohol, a suffi-
cient quantity to make 100 parts. Moisten
the ginger with five parts of alcohol and
macerate twenty-four hours, then pack it
firmly in a cylindrical percolator and
gradually pour alcohol upon it until 100
parts of tincture are obtained."—Phila-
delphia correspondence of the St. I.ouis
Globe-Democrat.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Prett?
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Iv
Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OP LAST YEAH
Robert A. and Xcal P. Barker associated

themselves with William IfcKJk] , all of o»_*
land, with a view Ofeearsblog out a suitahl*
location In which to engage In the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. Aft<*r visiting
many localities, they decided on tho Capay
Valhy, Yolo County, and tho Uhodes trart
at Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley I,and Company, Owning fee tra.-t tn
question. With W. 11. Mills, tho General
Agent of that company, they arranged f<»r the
purchaseof about 220 aeresof foothill land.
This being more than they had thought ol
taking for their own use, tley spoke to a
number of friends about it, with tho result
that the tract was divided among tho follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, -10 acres; XV. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs.l*Greathead,20 aer.s; w. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Haa.
Lett, lOacres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. XV.
Kelly, lOacres, and Frederick Kelly, 10acne.

So far this had been merely a private yen.
ture of the gentlemen above named, but In
talking up the question of dividing tho land
already purchased, itwas found that so many
more would like to joinit than thearea of fee
purchase would admit of, that It was ang.
gested on all hands, "Why not get some mow
lund and divide it up in tho same way."*
Then followed the Idea of a stock company to
tak.- hold of a larger tract and arrange for tha
cultivation of the whole of it, after subdividing
it according to fee requirements of fee sub>
scribers. A provisional board was formed, \
prospectus issued, aud tlnaliy,on the sth ot
Jane, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to basin
with the following officers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. P. Brown;
Directors—H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke aud
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manage
Neal I>. Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; XtSBS*
urer. First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of th-> tract, 373 acres, was pur.
chased. A contract was entered Into for thapurchase of a largo number of Iruit trees,
vines, etc. This early jairchaso of trees was
the means of saving between $,?>.,000 and
$4,000 to tho company, the prleea in some
esses having soon than doubled since then.

Tho ideas which the prospeetOS set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company luis boon uninter-
rupted. Those who weut into Jt doubtinglv
have becomeenfeasfawtlo, and almost all tfio
numbers arranged to set out all their lauds In
fruit trees, etc., the ilrst year. Consequently
in this, the llrst season, some 40,000 ;rec3

and between 20.000 and 30.000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme hashad the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company.
and a nnmber of people are now desirons of
joining in with them. An additional 200
acres liave been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For tne company Is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for tho beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has co./e to be so
long neglected 13 a puzzle to every ono who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again bo
lelt lv the Taliey.

The fruits set out are mostly of tlie standard
varieties--peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, ligs, raisin grapes, etc., whilo along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their grateful shade.
A considerable number of citrus trees are also
beins set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be succ
fully grown in the valley, about which tha
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given u> fee yonng trees. Neal
I). Barker, General Manager of fee company,
resides on the tract, aud to his care is to bo
ascribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should bo made of tho town-stte,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with prolltbe followed by mora
ambitious places. A small park of some t Jir.o
acres has beon laid out right In the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting ln it trom time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be »
larse and busy city, but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on tho colony tract, as -v
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, In order to give tho
set this cm fee east sido of tho creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willingto give the necessary ri^ht of
way, and are very desirous ofhaving a bridge
there, as the colony lands exteud along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that il
would be a very wise expenditure of pubUS
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as fee operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the wholo
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to
those who are willing to settle on the land and
show that the country also alfords attractions
and comforts, and ways of making money
pleasantly, every inducement should beheld
forth.

The followingis a list of the principal mem-
