There
were no professional pilots in stock on

the day mentioned, ami some wag sug-
gested to the Captain to take BillSquires.

The Captain questioned Mr. Squires xxa
to his knowledge of the channel of the
river, and though Squires did not pre-
tend tobe a pilot, the Captain would not
let him escape, and insisted that he pilot
the steamer up river. There was no al-
ternative for Squires but to comply with
the < laptain's demands, and he forthwith
complied.

The steamer pulled out from the wharf
at this place about 10 o'clock at night, and
the west wind was blowing a hurricane,
but the steamer made remarkably good
time, notwithstanding an ebb tide and
the strong wind. <>n, on iho steamer
glided past the warehouses, Hodapp
Sl..ugh and Isleton, mid the Captain was
just starting to compliment Mr. Squires,
when "her-chunk," on to a snag the
Ht.'jimor landed.

by him.

The Lloyds kept the Champion Saloon,
and Callowav ventured in there, when
they beat and kicked him unmercifully.
That evening he was on tho street with
his head tied up, able to see with but one
eye. He was In company with Joseph |
McGee, and they met the Lloyds at the
"bloody corner," Second and X streets.

Then the light was renewed, and soon a i
number of men had become engaged. |
Pistol shots were fired, knives drawn. '
George Lloyd was shot in one arm and ',
cut on one lee ; Mc< lee bad the end of his
nose bitten oil', and waa cut and battered; I
Tom Etooney was cut in the right thigh ; |
Charles Duret was stabbed in several 'places ; a colored man named Alexander i
Davis was shot in Uie neck, although he j
waa sitting on the opposite side ofthe:
stn-et. Duret was reading a paper in a j
saloon, and ran out to try and stop the j
light, when he was stabbed.

It was a livelyriot while it lasted—one
of the real old sort.

There was a Brest parade; the raising of a {
tlag over the Pavilion by Captain John S. j
Ellison, a veteran ol* the war of 1812; read- I
ing of the Declaration of Independence'
by Elev.

St, George, when Frank Rhoads and
Andy Burns went up to them, waved the
captured flag at them and dared them to
attempt to retake it. They did not make
the attempt.

There was considerable patriot ism
to the square yard in some parts of
Franklin Township. After .the lailuro of
the Ki.bland l'nion meeting, when a
prominent Republican showed the white
Feather and the secessionists captured the
lie Ming, tinie was another one held, at
Whicb ringing Union resolutions were
adopted. 'me ofthera concluded in these

tidiloquent terms:
"jßcxoll-ed. That on the Fourth of July

we willcelebrate with the patriotism of
'7<>: and a^ bonfifos Imrn, and cannon
roar, we will fan the fires of l'nion and
liberty Which are burning on the altars
of our hearts, and lie ready to do and
dare, as occasion may demand.**

On the2Bthof June, 1861, the arti-
cles of incorporation of the Central Pa-
blic Railroad Company were filed. The
length of the road was estimated at 150
miles from Sacramento to Dutch Flat;.
The Dinctors were: Collis P. Hunting-

J. Bailey. T. D. Judah, L. A. Booth,
Mark Hopkins of Sacramento; Charles
Marsh of Nevada, and D. W. strong of
Placer.

SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.
Three of Them Filed In the Clerk's

Office Yesterday.

There were yesterday tiled in the
Supreme Court Clerk's office in this city
three decisions. One was in the case of
Palmer &, Rey against the Marysvilie
Di niocrat Publishing Company. The
issue involved was the recovery of a
printing press sold to McWhorter, a
former publisher, who sold it to Messrs.
Holland A Crane.

Anon-suit was granted the defendants
in the lower court, and the plaintiffs ap-
pealed. The decision of the court con-
cludes:
| \u25ba"The only question for consideration is
whether the court erred in its ruling.
McWhorter sold the property to Holland
A Crane and they had full notice vi the
terms and conditions under which the
former had secured possession of it. The
agreement of June 27, IsST, was binding
not only upon McWhorter, but upon
subsequent purchasers, with notice of
the conditions under which McWhorter
took and held tho property. Assuming {
that the plaintiffs were required to prove j
that the defendants took the property
with notice of the facts, the grounds of
the motion for a non-suit do not specify
a failure to provo such notice; and, under
the rule well established here, a non-
suit cannot be granted unless the ground
upon which it is supported was called to
the attention of the court and the plain-
till at the timo the motion was made.

- Mono of the grounds stated in the state-
ment on motion for a new trial are well
taken.

"Judgment and ordor reversed, and
i cause remanded for a now trial."

OTUKi: CASKS.

joy et al., appellants—involving the
ownership of certain lauds in Tulare
• ounty—and in the case of Stevens vs.
l.ovfjoy, have been affirmed by the Su-
preme Court.

In the matter of the estate of Peter
Misamore, deceased—an appeal from an
order settling and allowing tho tinal ac-
count of an administrator—the judgment
and order are reversed.
