A Young Man Crosses the Continent
on a Bicycle.

Nelson A, Bradt’s Plucky Feat—He

¥inishes IIis Tour To-night,

Aliead of the Record.

Nelson A. Bradt,aplucky young wheel-
man from Johnstown, N. Y., arrived in
Sacramento last evening on his bicycle,
en route to San Francisco.

When he arrives at the Bay this even-
ing he will have ridden over 6,000 miles
across the continent—from New York
City to San Francisco—from ocean to
ocean. The young man is the picture of
health and sturdiness, and declares that
he has suffered so little from the trip that
he could turn around and ride back again.
Bradt rides what is known as a 52-inch
“*Eagle,” and carries about twenty pounds
of baggage. He has been on the road a
little over three months.

Here are a few extracts from his diary:
“Left New York City April 9th; came
from New York City via Binghamton, N.
Y., to Buffalo, N. Y.; thence via Cleve-
land, O., to Chicago, Ill., in ten da
whole distance, 975 miles. From Chicago
(started April 25th) came via Quiney, 111,

to Kansas City in nine days. Left Kan-
sas City May Sth via Topeka, Ks., for

Pueblo and Denver, Col., reaching Den-
ver May 23d. Left Denver May 24th via
Leadville: and Grand Junection for Salt
Lake City, Utah. Arrived at Salt Lake
City June 9th. ILeft Salt Lake City June
14th for Ogden, Utah, where I was sick
for nine days. Left Ogden June 24th for
San  Francisco, via Carson City, Nev.,
and reached Sacramento July 3d4.”
