
MURDER AND SUICIDE.

Police Officer Arlington Fatally Shot
by Annie Manning.

The Woman Thon Tnrns tho Pistol
Upon Herself and Dies In-

stantly—The Details.

William Arlington, the well-known
polico officer and detective, was fatally
shot yesterday afternoon by his mistress,
Annie Manning.

Tho woman Chen committed suicide by
shooting herself in the head.

The tragedy took place at 143 L street,
where tho Manning woman kept a house
ofill-repute. The shooting of Arlington
appears to have been premeditated by the
woman, as she was insanely jealous of
him and had frequently threatened to
murder him.

SUE SENT FOR HIM.
Officer Arlington was closeted with

Chief of Police Drew about 3:30 o'clock in
tho afternoon, when a messenger boy
arrived and handed tho officer a note. It
was from Annie Manning, and was a re-
quest that he call at the L-street house as
soon as possible as she wanted to see him
on urgent business.

Arlington and the woman had had a
quarrel recently, and he had refused to
see her. The note was. he thought, in-
tended to bring about a reconciliation be-
tween them.

Afterreading the note he turned to the
Chief and said: "Here's a note from that
woman. Shu wants to see me, but I am
afraid she is putting up a job on me. I
don't want to have anything to do with
her, and .she is mad on account of it."

Chief Drew replied that he guessed she
would not hurt anybody, ancf said that
he was about to take a drive in his cart,
and would take the officer to the house if
he so desired.

WENT TO HIS DEATH.
Arlington acquiesced, and getting into

tho Chief's vehicle' was driven to tho
Manning woman's house. Ho said he
would only stop a few moments, so tho
Chief said he would wait for him.

Arlington had been in the house but a
few moments when Chief Drew was
startled by the reports of several pistol
shots in the house.

Officers Shelters and McLaughlin wore
near by, and summoning them, the Chief
rushed into the house.

The rooms on the main floor were de-
serted, but, upon going down stairs
into the basement and into tho
front bedroom, a ghastly sight met
their gaze. The place was rather dark,
but they could see two forms lying upon
the floor. Lighting the gas, it was seen
that the forms were those of Arlington
and the Manning woman. They were
lying in gnat pools of blood, and the
lifefluid was gushing from wounds in
both of their heads. The woman was
dead. Arlington was gasping for breath,
and apparently dying.

FOUR SHOTS.
Amessenger was dispatched immedi-

ately for a doctor, and Dr. Baldwin was
.soon at the house.

As nothing could bo done for the
woman, the physician directed his atten-
tion to the "dying officer. Itwas found
that he had been shot twice in the back j
of the neck and once in the loftside of the
head just above the forehead. The brains
were oozing out of this hitter wound; a
deep cat was also found upon the right
side of the head. The doctor said right
away that the wound was probably a fatal
one, and directed that the officer be re-
moved immediately to the Receiving
Hospital. An express wagon—no better
vehicle being obtainable —was secured, !
and the wounded man taken to the hos-
pital. CityPhysician Nichols was then
telephoned for, and arrived soon after*
* >ne (glance at the unfortunate officer was
mfflcient to convince him that the
wounded man di<i not have long to live.

An effort was made to get Arlington to j
-piak, but he was too far gone. The
wounds in his neck had completely par- i
alyzed him. He was made as comforta-
ble as possible, the wounds dressed, and
everything done to relieve his sufferings.

Tin: woman's DBATK.
The news of the shooting spread rap- 'Idly, and in a very few minutes the street

in front of the Manning bouse was
densely packed. It took the combined
efforts of several officers to keep the
crowd from rushing into the house.

The .Manning woman, it appears, shot
herself above the right ear. The bullet;

i through her brain horizontally and <

made its exit at the opposite side of the
head. There was a deep eat just beneath
her chin, and as the blood flowed fin
from this wound it was at first thought
that thi> was where she shot herself, she

upon the floor on her back, about
three feet from where Arlington's body

found. By her side was \u25a0 new Smith
A Wesson 38-caliber revolver, containing i
four empty cartridge shells.

The officers lifted her op and placed
her upon the Vied, but there was noth-
ing more to be done but to send for the
Coroner, owing to the nature of the
wound Inflicted by the bullet her death
must base been almost Instantaneous.

How she obtained the cut on her chin
oau only be guessed at, but the officers
and doctors are inclined to believe that
>he received it in falling after sho had
shot herself. The sain.- is believed re-
garding the cut on Arlington's head, as
then were blood stains on a marble table
near where he tell.

Judging from tin- ran.u re of the bullet
which lore through Officer Arlington's
brain, Dr. Nichols *ays hi must have

Arlington did the shooting Instead of the
,-i js scouted. The doctor thinks

(batlh»fisct of Arlington being in this
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position may account for the cut in the
officer's head. That is he thinks it possi-
ble that the woman, who is large and
powerful, struck him on the head with
the revolver before shooting him.

No weapon was found upon the officer,
STILL AI.IVK.

The wonderful vitality ofthe wounded
man surprised the doctors. When he
was first brought to the Receiving Hos-
pital it was not thought that he would
live an hour. Still he clung on to the
frail thread that kept him between life
ami death, and up to last accounts this
morning, he was still breathing. But
Dr. Nichols says that he has not one
chance in a thousand to live, and pre-
dicts that he will expire before many
more hours.

William Arlington is a native ofKen-
tucky, und is 3S years of age. He was
considered one of tho very best officers
Chief Drew had, and was a bom detec-
tive. He has hosts of friends in Sacra-
mento who are greatly grieved at his
misfortune.

FOR SPORTSMEN.

Their Paradise is Found in the Shasta
Mountains.

Camping Amonp; the Pines—Grand

Trout-Fishing Along the >Jc-

Cloud—Deer, Etc.

Tho neighborhood of Sissons, at the ba«e
of Mount Shasta, upon the line of the Cal-
ifornia and Oregon Railroad, has been
well called the "Hunter's Paradise." Elk,
deer, bear, mountain sheep and antelope,
all frequent the rocky fastnesses ofShasta
Butte.

The cervus or deer family of this vicin-
ity consists of three varieties, viz: The
mule, white and black-tailed deer.

The mule deer [Oervus macrutis) is sup-
posed to be a hybrid between the antelopo
and black-tail, and is the largest of the
varieties named. Hair in winter, ashy
brown, with light gray tips: rump and
about half of tail white, with black tip.

The black-tail (Cerrus Columbianus) is
the most common variety of deer in Cali-
fornia. Winter coat, yellowish chestnut;
summer hair falls in September; distinct,
dusky horseshoe mark on forehead an-
terior to the eyes; tail, black above and
white beneath; flesh, tender, juicy an 1
delicious; horns doubly dichotoinous,
forks nearly equal.. Tho \u25a0white-tail (Cervua leuettrus), a va-
riety of the Virginia deer, small.size; dark
color above, light below; tuft of white
hair between legs. Rather scarce about
Shasta.

Wise game laws and the inaccessible
bights of the great butte may preserve to
California this magnificent" animal for
many years to come.

Fissure on the m'clocd.
Tho inaccessibility of this wonderful

stream, the ontire absence ofagricultural
land on its margins and of gold on its
banks, has rendered it the most unin-
habitable and unexplored region on the
l'acitic Toast. Its grand ravines and
tortuous denies have locked within them
secrets that the botanist, the geologist,
and the ethnologist willone day greedily
unearth. Little wonder that this rugged,
inaccessible country should bo a very
paradise for the sportsman and the sight-
seer (and generally the man who takes
passionately to the one will have a grand
appreciation of the other).

Anglers who have tishc-u on the Mc-
Cloud say that in some parts of the sea-
son tinning loses Its zest—it is labor and
not sport—on account of the great num-
bers that are so easily caught.

The most feasible route to the best fish-
ing grounds on the McCloud is from
Strawberry Valley (distance, eighteen
miles), from which point parties ;ire

fitted out every season. Sisson has goon,
comfortable quartets on Horseshoe Bend,
in the very heart of the best fishing
grounds.

Fly-fishing for trout is good during the
months of June, August (the latter part),
September and October, and bait-fishing
all summer. The natural fly of these
waters has a yellow body isay three-quar-
ters of an inch in length' with blown
wings. A good fly also is the "McCloud,"
made by Benn, which strongly resembles
the natural lly. Take, also, Bonn's
"orange-gray and brown," "Williams A
Burling's barn-yard" and "blue miller."
No true angler will use salmon roe as a
bait in this country. It is nearly as
deadly us giant powder, and one of these
days fishing with salmon roe will be
treated as a misdemeanor. The angle
worm is a decent, respectable bait the
world over, and so is the caddis lly, ami
there are natural Hies aud worms of vari-
ous kinds on every stream that one may
find by a careful search.

The rainbow trout [Saime iritfra),
weighing from one to three pounds, is the
most plentiful here, but the Dolly Var-
den called by the Indians "wyedui-
ticket", is, perhaps, the gamiest and best-
Savored fish. Salmon are veryplentiful
in the McCloud, and at certain seasons
will bito at almost anything; that is,
shortly after their 500-mile Swim from
the ocean. Trout are plentiful on the
Sacramento, and other more accessible
points from Delta to tho head-waters of
the Sacramento; also at Castle and Picay-
une J.akis.

t'AMIMNO AMOXU THK !MM>,
This is the country par excellent for

camping during the summer and fall
months. The precipitation tahh-s show
that scarcely any rain falls between Red-
ding ami Kdgowooil duritip the months of
June, July, August, September and
October. Then is an abundance of
splendid wood and water everywhere.
There arc opportunities innumerable
along this whole route tor sketching, lish-
intr and bunting, and we name among
the prominent points: Lower Soda
Springs, Mosabrae Falls near UpperSoda
springs, the Eighteenth Crossing, the
IMg Bend and Strawberry Valley.

At the last-named plaoe there is proba-
bly a greater variety <>i attraotionsthan
anyplace on the road. Parties are here
fitted out by sis^on at very moderate
charges for the Great Horseshoe Bend on
the ifedoud River, where, it is safe to
hay. there is no such "sportsman's para-
dise" in North America. Then a trip to
Cattle and Picayune Lakes from this
point is one worthy of the attention of
tourists for scenery, fifth and j;ame; and
here, by all means, trc the finest views of
Shasta to be had, and the only convenient
point from which the ascent can be made.
We have not space to dwellupon the de-
lights ofthis wonderful atmosphere; it is
simply perfection, and though ire should
skirmish "Webster's Unabridged" for
adjectives, and though we heap them
us high as Shasta itself, the half could not
be told.

SUTTER FORT.

The Trustees Appointed by the Gov-
ernor Hold a Meeting.

The Restoration of the Bulldlrjjr Sow

Standing to be tho First "Work

Attempted.

The State Board ofSutter Fort Trustees
held a meeting last evening at the Court-
house in this city for the purpose of tak-
ing action on the preliminary plans
drawn up by Civil Engineer C. E. (Jrun-
sky, and for hearing any suggestions
which those who attended the meeting
might wish to make. There were pres-
ent Trustees F. D. Ryan, Eugene J.
Gregory, C. E. Grunsky and E. E. Gad-
dis of Yolo County. Trustee Hollister
was not present. Several citizens also
attended.

Mr. Grunsky first showed the plan of
the original fort and the wall surround-
ing it. Those portions which have de-
cayed were designated on the drawing,
and Mr. Grunsky explained minutely,
from the information he gathered, where
the different rooms in the fort were, and
the purposes for which they were used
by General Sutter. He showed where
the huge gates in the wall were and the
corners ofthe wall on which the cannon
were mounted commanding the en-
trances.

Tho following letter to Mr. Grunsky
from lien Leonard of Sacramento was
read:

"1 have examined the City Engineer's
map and rind the grades of street inter-
sections as follows: Fifth and It, 14 feet;
Fifth and Q, 14.5 feet; Twenty-sixth and
L, 18 feet; Twenty-eighth and X, 20.")
feet. I think our well (the gas well) is
not more than one foot lower than Fifth
and X, so the water would rise at least
five feet above the intersection at Twenty-
sixth and tistreets, thus insuring a fort
grounds at least as high as the intersec-
tion. In talking with Engineer Pierson
about it, he said that if the well should
not prove a success, city water could bo
used to make a lake there, as the soil was
underlaid with hard pan, so there could
bo no sipage and a very small stream
would keep the water fresh."

Communications from Dr. G. L. Sim-
mons, Frank Miller,George Boy no and
"A Small Contributor were read, and
they contained many excellent sugges-
tions.

State Treasurer McDonald said he
saw the fort forty years ago, but did not
pay much attention to it. It was thon
not an uncommon thing to see adobe
houses, and this was probably the reason
why he paid so little attention to tho
structure. He favored the idea of restor-
ing the fort to its original appearance as
near as possible. lie thought the plan to
make the roof of tiling a good one, even
though shakes were used on the original
fort.

Doctor Simmons said he had explained
his views on the subject in his communi-
cation (which has been published). Ho
believed in restoring the place as near as
possible to its appearance forty years ago.

The question then arose as" to which
would be the better plan of improving
the surrounding grounds—whether grass
plats and flowers should be set out, or
whether the former conditions of the sur-
rounding ground should be restored, giv-
ing the place a wild, rural appearance.
The latter suggestion was thought tho
belter one.

Itwas agreed that the first work to bo
done willbe the restoration of the build-
ing which now stands. The matter of
building the other houses and remodel-
ing the grounds willbe an after considera-
tion.

The following resolution was then
adopted :

"Resolved, That the general idea of im-
provement of the Sutter Fort property
shall be the restoration of the central
building now standing and of such por-
tions of the bastions, walls and other
structures as may be found tobe feasible
within the means at command, the
restoration to be carried out with durablo
material, cement-protected walls and
tiled roofs on the structures."

The matter of having a permanent office
was brought up and it was decided to ask
the Secretary oV State for one of the
vacant rooms in the Capitol.

Alter inNestigating the board will de-
cide on an architect to draw plane for the
proposed work.

The meeting adjourned to the call of
the Chair.

Sacramento Enthusiasts Will Rest
For a Couple of Weeks.

No Game Here Tntil July 94 th—The

Sacramontos at tho Bay

This Week.

Nearly a week has elapsed Bince a ball
game took place in this city, bat notwith-
standing tho fact, a fortnight will have
passed by before another league contest
willbe played at Snowfiake Park. The
next games are scheduled for July 24th,
lif>th and i!<>th, and the San Franciscos are
to do battle with the Majors on those
days. It seems a long time to have to
wait, but there is no alternative unless
one takes a trip to San Francisco, and
there are none of the cranks enthused
enough to follow the team around in
order to see it play. The schedule was
not properly arranged in the first place.
It was not made up to suit the public.
The games were scheduled in such a way
and such a time as would entail the least
expense in traveling. No attention was
paid to the regularity with which the
'•ontests should be played in any oneplace excepting San Francisco, where
games are played three times every week.

The country managers havo doubtless
learned the error they made, and real-
ized tho fact that four games in one week
do not pan out as large gate receipts asthe same number of games would in two
or three weeks. When a club comes to
Sacramento to play five successive games
the average attendant will not go to see
them all. Haifa dollar a game for fivegames in one week is asking too much of
him. He generally decides to go to about
two out of tho rive contests, but saj-s to
himself, "Iwould havo gone to them all
if they had played the other three next
week." Next week comes along and the
week following passes by, and no ball
games take plate.

The Sacramentoe will leave for San
Francisco to-day to play the Oaklands at
the Haight-street grounds. On Friday
the San Franciscos and Senators contest
at Kmery ville, and on Saturday and Sun-
day tho Oakland* and McCloskey*s team
play at San Francisco. On Sunday morn-
ing the same two teams play at Oakland.There is some talk of transferring the
Friday games in Oakland to San Fran-

When Colonel Robinson gets his new
men he willprobably transfer Cantillion
to a position in the outiield.

Itis said that the Oaklands and Sae-
