FROM VICTORIA TO SEATTLE

The P-Street Franchise.

Eps. REcorD-UNION: As a taxpayer
of this city I join in the manifestation of
great surprise at the peculiar action of
the Board of Trustees. The unusual
silence of some of the public organs and
the personal privileges usurped by our
representatives is a menace and a bar to
all public enterprise. Have they forgot-
ten that they are only clothed with the
execution of the common desires and
needs of the people? If not, then let us
be heard. It {ms long been the voice of
our citizens, *‘Give us enterprise (not in-
cluding the ancient system of the aborig-
inals), which is the very life and being of
every prosperous c¢ity.” As a means of
support it gives us employment and
offers facilities which we have long
felt the need of.

To-day there appears before us J. H.
Henry, whose boﬁP enterprise is too well
known to need repetition, and through
the Trustees asks the taxpayers to grant
him a franchise on P street, from Twenty-
eighth to Sixth, thence toJ. Recogniz-
ing the great value of the road, both as a
means of travel and the consequent in-
crease in property, the majority in one
voice eagerly gave their consent to the
franchise, which was opposed by a
minority too small to mention,

One of the reasons given is that it
would not afford sufficient accommoda-
tion to those residing in the southwestern
portion of town. In answer to this, I
need only refer toa line of railway that
| some years ago extended down O to
{ Third, thence to K. That the owner

soon realized the mistake made was evi-
dent from the fact that the company soon
tore the road up. When we see men of
enterprise and careful consideration of
the public interest, and who have made
Sacramento their homes for so many
years, voluntarily take up the track, for
the reason that it did not pay, after a fair
and costly trial, what hope is there for
another to replace the track? And fur-
ther, because an enterprise is opposed by
a few upon the unreasonable objection
that it JOCS not in detail comply with
their desire, are we, as the majority, to
submit to the disposition ot a few? If
this proposition, upon any reasonsable
ground, can be maintained, then we are
hopelessly in a state of degeneration, and
we must acknowledge that it is useless
to undertake an enterprise of any kind.

The residents of all of the most popy-
lous portions of Sacramento might as
well express their dissent to the granting
of this franchise and openly oppose it,
because the line is not laid in their re-
spective distriets. If this objection is to
be sustained, how will our city ever
grow ? The Trustees, acting in their rep-
resentative capacity, should consider the
great improvement that Mr. Henry has
made in this city, affording easy access to
suburban homes; the long and comfort-
| able ride afforded to those who are
wearied and tired after their day’s work
is done, and, above all, the grecat rise in
the value of property and the many nice
| residences which have since been con-
structed on its line ; and lastly, at the de-
mand of the people, they should recog-
nize the source from which their author-
ity came.

STREET RAILWAY TALK.

Further Efforts to Secure the P-Street
Line.

The Franchises to Mr. Carey and the
Central Company Should Both
Be Granted.

The action of the Board of Trustees, on
Monday last, in refusing to grant the
Central Street Railway Company a fran-
chise to extend its line through Sixth
street, from J to P, and thencé through P
to Twenty-ecighth, was a great surprise to
the residents of the southeastern portion
of the city, and in fact to citizens in gen-
eral. Everybody knew that a de-
termined effort was being made by citi-
zens of the extreme southwestern portion
of the city to induce the company to
change its route and run through Second
or Third streets, but only the few
on the inside believed that the board
would refuse to grant the franchise even
if the company could not be induced to
change the route.

When the gquestion of granting the
franchise came up before the board the
situation had snddenly changed. Mr,
Carey had appeared before the board and
asked for a franchise to run a line on
Third street, from K to O, and thence
through O to Tenth, where it would join

his present line, the ec¢ars to be
propt:ﬁlcd by horse, mule, electric
or gasoline power. Mr. Carey appealed
to the board not to grant the
proposed franchise to the Central
Company on the ground that

road on P street would injure his present
line on O street and the one he proposed
to build if the franchise was granted him
as asked for. The board then refused to
grant the franchise for the P-street line,
and it was understood that it did so be-
cause 1t wished to protect Mr. Carey from
competition. Prior te the meeting, how-
ever, one of the Trustees openly avowed
that he would vote against the franchise

asked for by the Central Company unless |

it would build the road on Second or
Third street, instead of Sixth. But no
matter what motive governed the board,
the franchise was refused and the people
of the entire city, with the exception of a
few who are personally interested, are
Jjustly indignant.

The opinion of a vast majority of the
people is that both franchises should be
granted, with proper restrictions, pro-
vided a guarantee is oflered that they
will be built and operated without delay.
Citizens are tired of having streets tied
up year after year with franchises that
are never used for any other purpose
than to keep out others who wmx{nl build
roads if they could get the chance.

But it appears that the matter is not to
be allowed to rest where it is. The resi-

dents of P street and the whole south- |

eastern portion of the city are determined
to make another effort to induce the Trus-
tees to do them justice and grant their
almost unanimous petition for an electric
road,
the board to grant a franchise for Fourth
street and another movement for a line
on Eighth. There is no doubt that
Messrs. Weinstock, Lubin & Co. would
be very glad to have the road come in on
Fourth
equally delighted to have it come in on
Eighth.
eastern portion of the city, who are more
interested than any others, prefer Sixth
street, because it would land them nearer
the center of the retail district.

It would appear that if the Board of

Trustees refused to grant the franchise
for Sixth and P streets, because of a de-
sire to protect Mr. Carey, that it would
refuse to grant it for Fourth and Eighth
streets, but it is rumored that 4 delega-

tion waited upon one of the directors of |

the Central Company and offered to
guarantee the granting of the franchise
if the company would change it so as to
run through Fourth street, instead of
Sixth. This rumor may be well founded,
or not, but if it is there is some scheme at

work that will not be for the best inter- |

ests of the city or the people who desire
the franchise granted.

The fact is that there are twenty good
reasons why Sixth street should be se-
lected, from a business standpoint, to ocne
in favor of any other street. The Central
Company thoroughly appreciates these
reasons, and if it builds a road atall it
will be where it will do the most busi-
ness. Mr. Henry is perfectly well aware
that nine out of every ten passengers who
come down from thesoutheastern portion
of the city on Mr. Carey’s O-street lineat
present get off between Tenth and Fourth
streets,

if he came in on Sixth street he would
accommodate (and get the nickels from)
the vast number of people who annually
attend tneetings at the Congregational
Church, the Synagogue, Masonic Hall,
the Sixth-street Methodist Clhurch, the
Westminster Presbyterian Church, the
Armory, and the skating rink and Ath-
letic Club in the old Pavilion; while he
would land and receive passengers at
Sixth and K streets, midway between the
Metropolitan Theater and the Clunie
Opera-house. The Central Comipany is
not at all likely to overlook all these ad-
vantages, and if it did it would display
very little business sénse.

JOHN SMIDDY.

Death and Burial of a
Rallroad Man.

A few daysago JohnSmiddy,an employe
of the railroad company in this city, died.
He was one of the pioneer employes, and
one of the earliest members of Phil
Douglas’ wrecking crew, and was a
foreman in the crew for over eight years,
bolding the position by reason of his
merit as a man, his skill as a mechanie,
and his executive ability.

About two years ago, when the wreck-
ing crew performed such heroic labors in
the blockade upon *‘the hill,”” Mr.Smiddy,
from over exertion, at Colfax, broke
down, and resigned from the crew,
taking employment, instead, in the re-
pair shops. As early as 1864 Mr. Smiddy
was a California railroad man, beginning
such service upon the Sacramento Valley
Railroad, the pioneer line of the State.
No man understood his duty better or
more faithfully performed it.

Heroes are not those alone who win
honor upon the field of battle, or by per-
formance of s{:ecially great world work,
or the accomplishment of some notable
achievement. Heroes are numberless
who, like John Smiddy, devote the best
energies of their lives to the full dis-
charge of laborious duty, however hum-
ble, and upon the faithtul, unflinching
performance of which the lives of others
depend—such a man was John Smiddy.

n the railroad shops Mr. Smiddy’s
friends embraced all the men. True, since
he always insisted upon full and ener-
getic discharge of duty, and despised any
who shirked, he was in a degree severe,
but at the bottom his manliness and
courage and his big-heartedness and ca-
pacity won him universal respectand
esteem. When his death was announced
the shadow of a great sadness fell upon
the host of workmen in the shops, and on
all sides voices were subdued and sorrow
was manifest when the sad event was
spoken of.

Mr. Smiddy was a native of Ireland,
and nearly 58 years of age. He leaves a
wife, two sons and a married daughter to
mourn the loss of a true husband and a
loving father. Yesterday he was buried,
the funeral services being from the Cathe-
dral. The flag floated at half mast over
the shops where he was so well known
and so respected, and besides scores of
others, a hundred sturdy men, brethren
in toil and social companions, followed
his remains in a body to the grave. It
was a large funeral procession, and by its
great length and the deep sorrow mani-
fested by the participants the tribute to
his worth was testified to, simply, em-
phatically, lovingly. With his march-
ing comrades was borne a beautiful floral
tribute. The design was used but once

This tribute by the men of the crew and
the shops represented the Central Pacific
derrick No. 8, upon which, in storm and
sunshine, day and night, on mount-
ain amnd in valley, John Smiddy
had so often labored heroically.
The design was of colossal size,
representing in  roses, tuberoses
lilles, climatis, ferns and other floral and
greenery wealth, an eight<wheeled flat
car; bearing the derrick, with its pur-
chase ropes and pulleys. On its side was
tlie name and number in purple. It was
a beautiful design, appropriate’ and emi-
nently fit to be borne to the grave of
such aman and tothe great altar where the
priest discharged the last sad oflices of
the church. The choir furnished appro-
priate music, and -the , entire ceremonial
was impressive and toned to the sincere
sorrow the mourners felt,

The special pall-bearers were Edward
Waters, J. H. Ransom, Henry Stubbie,
Con Ryan, John Sweeby and Frank Me-
Morry. Butin fact the entire delegation
of 100 men, who left lathe, bench, forge
and vard to honor the memory of John
Smiddy and follow his body to the grave,
bore his pall in their hearts, and were
bearers in the truest sense of the dead
friend on his last journey. The weary
limbs of the hard-working, heroic, faith-
ful mechanic are no more to take up
their daily tasks, but the memory of the
man will not die out of the hearts of his
comrades while they live.
