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FORTIFICATION OF WINES,

New Rules Approved by the Sec-
retary of the Treasury.

COMMISSIONER MASON'S INSTRUC-
TIONS TO COLLECTOR QUINN.

The Place at Which Fortification is
to be Carried on Must be at the
Vineyard of the Wine-Grower, the

Fortifying Room to be Entirely

Under Control of an Officer De-
tailed by the Collector of Internal

Revenue.

WasHINGTON, July 14.—Internal Rev-
enue Commissioner Mason said to-day :
“The new regulations concerning the
fortification of sweet wines are now ready
for distribution. I have expedited the
matter all I could, realizing how anx-
iously the wine-growers throughout Cali-
fornia were awaiting the receipt of the
new rules of the department, which con-
cern one of the most importantindustries
on the coast, or in the United States, for
that matter.”

Commissioner Mason was prevailed
upon to give out the new regulations for
vublication by the California Associated
Press. They will be found clearly set
forth in the following letter to Collector
Quinn:

“Sir—I have to inform you that the
regulations concerning the fortification of
pure sweet wines and the fortification of
wine for export have been revised, and
as revised approved by the honorable
Secretary of the Treasury. These re-
viscd regulations and revised forins will
be printed and distributed as soon as
possible, but as it is feared the distribu-
tion may not be completed before the 1st
proximo it is thought advisable to give
you an outline in this letter of the changes
made in the regulations, and to specify
what changes in said {forms already
printed are necessary to adopt them for
use under the new regulations. The
changes in the regulations are as follows :

*“That provision is stricken out of the
bond which requires the use of brandy
within a certain number of houis of the
arrival of the oflicer designated to super-
vise such use.

“Under the head of instructions as to
the execution of bonds and qualification
of sureties, the Collector is directed to
satisfy himseif that the principal is a per-
son entitled to give bond, and that he in-
tends to fortify a style for the purpose
and a place described in the law and
within the limitations specified in the
law ; also, that he has set apart a fortify-
ing-room as provided in the regulations.

**Such portions of the law as define the
person, article, purpose and place, and set
forth in the limitations, are quoted and
referred to, and the decision on these
points heretofore made have been inserted
in-the regulations as a matter of special
interest. The following is quoted from
this part of the regulations: *The place
at which the fortification is to be begun
and completed, is at the vineyard of the
wine-grower whose grapes are crushed
and the grape juice fermented.” In order
to comply wiifl this ‘section, it is not nec-
essary that all grapes shall be grown at
the place where the winery is situated,
but it is absolutely necessary that they
shall be connected with every winery as
a part of the premises of the vineyard,
and while this office will not attempt, in
these regulations, to determine the acre-
age, or number of grapevines necessary
1o counstitute a vineyard, it will insist that
it must be a bona fide vineyard.

“*A winemaker cannot fortify under
bond any wine except that pressed from
grapes at his own winery. As the wine
must be made exclusively from juice
only of grapes crushed at his vineyard,
lie cannot use in the preparation of wine
to be fortified free of tax juice of grapes of
another vineyard or place, nor can he so
use any product of such grapes, such as
wine concentrated, must or condensed
must.

at his vineyard.’

““The limitations require that in every
winery where pure sweet wines are made
and intended to be fortified with brandy,
free of tax, a room to be known
as a fortifying room will be set
apart. This room will be
built and partitioned, so
be entirely separate from every
part of the winery, with all its windows
and doors, or other openings to or from
the same, so arranged and built as to be
securely locked, bolted or barred from
the inside. The entrance door to be
locked with a Government seal lock, the
key of which must at all times in
charge of a United States gauger. The
Collectors will make requisitions for the
necessary locks and seals, and the locks
and seals will be supplied, used and ac-
counted for as in the case of a distillery
warehouse. The fortifying room may be
a portion of any building or an entire
building, but must be on the wine-
grower’s premises, at the vineyard where
the grapes are crushes and fermented.

““I'he fortifying room must be entirely
under the control of an officer detailed by
the Collector of Internal revenue. This
officer will attend for the purpose of
gauging, taking samples and supervising
the fortifying of wines in pursuance of
the requests of the wine-maker,

“When the wines to be fortified are
ready for fortification, they will be drawn
into tanks or vessels in the room, and the
officer will proceed to take samples and

as to

be

ascertain the quantity and saccharine and |

alecoholic strength. If the wine offered
for fortification indicate zero and less by
the saccharometer before evaporation,
also if it contains more than 15 per cent.
by the Sallarnon test of alecohol by vol-
ume, and four per cent. of sugar by
weight, the ganger will take samples of
such wines before fortification for an
analysis, bhefore he allows the wine-
maker to add grape brandy. If the wine
offered for fortification contains not less
than four per cent. of saccharine matter
and otherwise complies with the law,
the officers will allow the wine-maker to
add grape brandy, but not in excess of
lourteen per cent. and the twenty-four
per cent. limitations fixed by law. The
wine-maker will thoroughly mix and
blend the brandy with the wine, in order
that the alcoholic and saccharine strength
of the wine fortified may be uniform
throughout the tank or other vessel. The
gauger will then take a quart sample of
each tank in triplicate, as provided.

“If it is impracticable for the wine-
maker to add to the wine at the time o

the arrival of the gaugers, pursuant to |

his notice, a suflicient quantity of grape
brandy to preserve the saccharine matter
in the wine, he must at some time during
the season notify the gauger of his desire
to complete the fortification at the second
operation. :

“Under the heading of stamping pack-
ages fortified in the fortifying room, it s
provided that when a tank or other ves-
sel of wine is fortified in the fortifying
room the gauger will aflix a stamp
thereto, and such package so filled will be
designated in all reports by it serial nam-
bers, and the serial number of such
stamp. Whenever the contents of one or
more packages are transferred to one or
more other packages, in the reports of
such transfers the serial numbers of the
original ackages, and the .so_nfxl
numbers of the stamp on the original
packsges, together with the numbers
of the new packages, will be given,

He may, however, purchase fresh |
grapes from other parties and crush them |

securely |

as well as the contents in gallons of the
new and old packages. Whenever the
wine-maker desires to remove a vessel
filled with fortified wines from the forti-
fying room to another portion of his
winery the gauger will remove the
stamp from such vessel. The contents of
such vessel may not, however, be re-
turned to the fortifying room or be liable
for further fortitication with brandy free
of tax, If, however, the wine-maker so
desires, the ganger may leave the stamp
upon such package, and mark the pack-
age as hereinafter provided, so that the
wine-maker may sell or dispose of such
wine in the stamped package.

“All brandy wine withdrawn from the
distillery or warehouse for fortifyin
wine must be accounted for by April :ﬂ)tg
of each year either by use,payment of tax,
or in case of warehouse withdrawals by
re-warehousing. All fortified wine and
brandy must be withdrawn from the
fortifying room on or before April 30th of
each year, and the Government lock will,
upon such withdrawal, be removed by
the gauger and returned to the Collector.

“Under the heading ‘Instructions in re-
gard to the time and manner of fortifica-
tion,’ it is provided that samples of not
less than one quart each for the purposes
of careful analysis will be taken in trip-
licate, also a stamp will be affixed to the
head of the cork on the package, except
in cases of standing tanks, when the
stamp will be affixed to the bung stave,
and the gauger is only required to cut
upon the bung stave letters and figures
indicating the saccharine and alcoholic
strength when the wine-maker desires to
have the wine shipped under the Govern-
ment stamp.

‘“‘Under the heading of reports of wine
makers, the requirements as to the kind
of grapes is stricken out, and the wine
malker is required to state the quantity of
grapes recelved from his vineyard or
vineyards, and the quantity purchased
from other grape growers, giving the
names and locations and quantity of
grapes used by the wine-maker in the
manufacture of sweet wines,

“Under the heading prohibition under
section 45, as to the use of wine spirits,
the portion ot this section relating to this
matter is quoted, and the following is
added: ‘Pursuant to this section the Col-
lector will make a special report to the
commission as to each case whenever he
deems the distance limit necessary for
the prevention of a violation of the law,
stating what distance is necessary, with
reasons for his recommendation,’

**The storing or having on storage in a
fortifying room any wine or spirits other
than these permitted by the regulations
is forbidden. The use and fortification
of wines or wine spirits on which the in-
ternal revenue tax is overdue is also pro-
hibited.

*Under the heading ‘Directions for
sending samples for chemical analysis,’
provision is made for taking samples in
bottles in sets of three, each bottle to
have a label affixed. There shall be stated

“Two of the three samples taken, all
carefully sealed, are to be forwarded to
the Collector of the district, the third to
be returned by the wine-maker. No
antisepties are allowed to be added to the
samples taken after the brandy is added,
butin a few cases of samples of wine
taken before fortification the officer will
add to each quart sample contracts of six
grain package of salicylic acid. The
wine-maker will retain one of the sam-
ples, and will send the other two to the
Collector by express. The wine-maker
will pay for boxing and expressing the
samples to the Collector, and unless
one of the samples is to be tested in the
Collector’s office, the Collector will send
both to the Commissioner of Internal
Revenue, the express charges for carry-
ing the samples sent to the Commissioner
to be paid by the Commissioner. If,
however, one of the samples i1s to be
tested by the deputy, as herein pro-
vided, the Collector will send to the
Commissioner only one sample, and
only in cases as herein providea. In
the opinion of the Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenue the quantity of sweet
wine produced and fortifiedl in any col-
lection distriet renders such a course nec-
essary.

*The Collector of Internal Revenue for
the district may detail one or more
Deputy Collectors of sufficient technical
skill, to whom all samples of sweet wine
taken as herein provided shall be sent for
analysis, under supervision of the Col-

ENDED IN BLOGDSHED.

The Acts of Too Cificious Officers
Cause a Riot at San Diego.

ONE SAILOR KILLED AND ANOTHER
FATALLY INJURED.

Loud Talk of Lynching if the Officers
Put in an Appearance on the Streets
—A Sheriff®s Posse Captures the
Chief Leader of the Hostile Nava-
jos—More Trouble Loolked For, and

the Military Held in Ileadiness-—

Proceedings of the Statoc Board of
Trade.

SAN Dirco, July 14.—A riot occurred
here to-day in which one man was
killed, another fatally injured and two
Deputy United States Marshals wound-
ed.

This afternoon Deputy United States
Marshals Bredlove, Webb, Wilson and
Grether attempted to arrest some sail-
ors of the cruiser Charleston, who had
overstayed their shore leave, and were
:arousing in a saloon. There were cleven
sailors in the saloon, and as Marshal
Bredlove arrested one the others sur-
rounded him and prevented the officer
from taking the sailor out. Clubs were
drawn by the deputies, and a free fight
eusuned.

Constable Mitcbell came to the essist-
ance of the deputies, but the street be-
came crowded with ’longshoremen,
sailors and citizens, and the fights be-
came general. It looked as if the officers
would be killed, but a patrol wagon
arrived with reinforcements, and the
arrested sailor was taken to the jail.

When the patrol lefy, the crowd again
attacked the officers with pick handles,
gaspipes and other weapons. Officer
Grether drew a pistol as the crowd was
clamoring for llis life. Another con-
stable drove in a buggy and took Grether
away just in time, before the crowd had
grown desperate. The other officers
finally got away and the wounded were
picked up.

ton, died in a few minutes from the ef- |

fects of a blow on the head with a elub,
said to be inflicted by Deputy Wilson.
Another Charleston sailor named Paddy
Burns is dying with a fractured skull.

Deputies Bredlove and Grether wore badly |

bruised about the head, and a number of
other persons injured.

There is great excitement on the streets,
and threats of lynching all the deputies
concerned in the trouble are being freely

made, if the excited ’longshoremen and |

sailors can lay hands on them.

Placer County was found to be in-
fested with locusts, which are doinga
great deal of damage at this time. The
work of exterminating the pests is par-
ticularly hard, as their wings have grown
and they migrate very rapidly. The
1ost practical, and, in fact, the only way
to deal with them is to take the same
course as with thyrconotus—destroy the
cggs. The worst infected places are bLe-
tween Rocklin and Newecastle, in Places
County.

Colonel J. P. Trish introduced the fol-
lowing resolution, which was adopted:

Resolved, That the California State Board of
Trade hereby requests of the Sceretary of
Agriculture a report upon the irrigation dis-
triets of Calitornia, covering the utilities and
prospective profits of irrigation, and the abil-
ity of the districts to gnarantee the solvency
of their bonds.

This resolution is said to have origi-
nated from the recent visit to this State of
Colonel Hinton of the Agricultural De-
partment at Washington,

Manager Maslin filed an interesting re-
port concerning the exhibit in the rooms
of the board. He also called attention to
the desirability of placing an advertise-
meunt in a few prominent newspapers of
Eastern States, setting forth that all in-
formation desired regarding the resources
of California will be furnished by the
Secretary of the board, upon inquiry.

LIGHTS.

The Edison Company Wins Its Sult
Against the United States Company.
NeEw Yorg, July 14.—In a suit of the

Edison Electric Light Company against
the United States Electric Light Com-
pany, for an infringement of the patent
incandescent lights, Judge Wallace to-
day rendered a decision in favor of Ed-
ison.

The decision broadly, squarely and
fully sustains the Edison patent. Judge
Wallace also orders an injunction against
the defendant and an accounting of profits
for East manufacture.

The present output of incandescent
lamps In this country is about 50,000 a
day, only half of which are now made by
the Edison Company. That company as-
scl:rts that the decision gives it a monop-
oly.

The patent was sustained by two ap-
pelate courts in England, and the de-
cision of Judge Wallace apparently agrees
with the English decisions.

It is thought that the Thompson-Hous-
ton and V&estinghouso Companies will
continue their business as much as be-
fore. The patent has only two or three
years more to run. The United States
Company, against whom the appeal was
renderecf, proposes to appeal at once.

many bankruptcies are announced.
