
THAT ACOCK-HALSEY CASE.

Was the Entry of Dismissal Properly
Made?

!Tho Supreme Court Says it Was Not,

and Affirms tho Order That

Sot ItAside.

The decision of the Supreme Court in
the case of Acock (appellant), vs. Halsey
et al., appealed froai Sacramento, was
filed yesterday in the Clerk's ollicoin this
city. The appeal was by the plaintiff
from an order setting aside a judgment of
dismissal of the action on motion of de-
fendants.

The action, which was for the recovery
of the possession of personal property,
"was commenced on August 22, 188i>, at
which time tho plaintiff gave an under-
taking for the delivery to him of the
property described in tho complaint, and
thereupon said property was, upon proper
process, taken by the Sheriff from the
defendants.

On the 4th day of September, 1889, and
after the defendants had given an under-
taking for the re-delivery of tho property j
to them, the plaintiff without re-deliver-
ing the property, caused to be made by
the clerk of the court the following
entry:

"Dismissed by order of plaintiff's at-
torneys, this 4th day of September, 188U.
Attest: Win. B. Hamilton, Clerk."

On September loth the defendants filed
an answer and a notice of motion to have
the order of dismissal set aside and to
reinstate the cause on the records of the
court. On September 21st the motion
v as heard 1 >y the Court and denied, there-
alter (in April, 1890)), against the objec-
tions of the plaintiff, the cause was set for
trial on June 12th.

On Apiil 25th the plaintiff, without
leave of court, had the clerk enter a judg-
ment of dismissal. When the day for the
trial came to hand, the judgment was first
brought to the attention of the defend-
ant's counsel and the court. On August
29th the court made, an order setting aside
the judgment, it having been entered by
the clerk without authority of law. The
appeal was taken from this judgment.

The Supreme Court affirms the judg-
ment.

TWO XODOO WATEB CASKS.
The followingadditional Supreme Court

decisions were tiled yesterday in the
Deputy Clerk's office in this city:

AJary M. Mott vs. George Ewing et al.
(appellants;. This action was brought in
Modoc County, and is to restrain, by in-
junction, the diversion from the plaintiff's
lands, by the defendants, of the waters of
a certain natural stream, the tiow of
which over and across her lands, as a
riparian proprietor, as also the beneficial
use thereof for irrigation purposes as a
prior appropriator, were claimed by the
plaintiffthrough superior right.

Tho defendants separately demurred to
the complaint, their demurrers were
overruled, and they then answered at
great length. A trial being had, judg-
ment was rendered for the plaintiff, and
the defendants appealed.

The Supreme Court affirms the judg-
ment.

Henry L. Spargur et ux. vs. K. G.
Heard et al. (appellants}. This action was
also brought in Modoc County to obtain
a perpetual injunction restraining the
diversion of water, and for damages. The
court below granted the injunction, but
withnit damages. The appeal was from
the judgment and rested on the judgment
roll. Tiio Supreme Court atiirms the
lild' iiient.

LYONS. THE BIGAMIST.
He is Convicted in tho Superior Court

of Sau Jooquin County.

Louis Lyons has been convicted in
Stockton of bigamy, and will probably
have to serve a long term in one ofthe
State Prisons.

Tho story of Louis Lyons' escapades in
this city and in Stockton and of his arrest
for bigamy in the latter city was pub-
lished in the Record-Union at the time.

Lyons, it will be remembered, called
upon Justice of the Peace Starr of this
city several weeks ago, accompanied by
a comely young lady named Stella Dela-
mont, and asked that they be married for
one year by contract. Itwas a preposter-
ous proposition and tho Justice very
properly declined to have anything to do
with the matter. The young lady wept,
and finally Lyons agreed to be married
in the regulation manner—"for keeps."
Tho couple then went to Stockton and
nothing more was heard of them until
Lyons was arrested there for attempting
to placo his new wife into a house of
prostitution. He was held to answer be-
fore the Superior Court on this charge.

Then it developed that Lyons had an-
other wife.

She went to Stockton from Ssin Fran-
cisco and faced Lyons in prison. Lyons
pretended that he did not know her', but
it was no use. She was not particularly
anxious to prosecute him for bigamy.
Baying that all she wanted was her baby
boy, whom tho faithless husband had
stolen from her when he left her some
sewn months ago. She begged him to
tell her where the child was, but he was
obdurate.

The unhappy mother probably never
would have seen her childagain had not
Constable Brissel of this city taken the
matter in hand, and succeeded in finding
the child in an orphan asylum, under a
lictitious name.

Dispute Over a Sacramento-Oakland

Itoblnson Claims That It Was Not Ono

of the I^eiiuue Series, and Gins-

berg Insists That It Was.

Colonel Robinson now claims that the
ball game played between the Oaklands
and Sacramentos at Stockton a couple of
weeks ago was nothing more than an ex-
hibition game, and should not be counted
in figuring the percentages in the league
race.

Manager Ginsberg of the Sacramentos
has not taken enough interest in the mat-
ter to ascertain whether or not Sacra-
mento and Oakland had a postponed
game to play together, and although he
insists that Colonel Robinson distinctly
told him itwas to be a league game, he
does not say positively that the two clubs
had any right to play the game, ifit was
an extra contest.

Robinson, he says, wrote to him sug-
gesting the playing of ball in Stockton
for one day, with the understanding that
it was to be a league game, if the two
clubs had any postponed contests to play
oil. When the Colonel lost the game he
siud it was merely an exhibition and did
not count. Therefore the San Francisco
papers do not consider it in their tables
showing the standing of the dubs.

WOMAN'S PECULIAR NOTIONS.

The "Old Crank" Gets Into a Dis-
cussion With Tryphena.

Uncle Sam's Methods of Law Making

As Seen from a Practical Woman's

Standpoint—Tryplieua's Logic.

Tryphena looked up at me in a mild,
pitying way to attract my attention, and
commenced to talk in this homiletic
style:

"Ihave told you, before now, that you
men are a terribly inconsistent set of
creatures, and the more I observe your
manner of doing many things the more I
am impressed with the truth of the re-
mark. Now, look at the way you make
laws. In this magnificent growing coun-
try of ours, now composed of over forty
States, you commence with a Constitu-
tion for each State, and then each Slate
goes on every year—or two, or three, or
four, at the outside—making and piling
up tomes of .statutes and amendments to
.statutes until, in a few years, you have
so many laws that if a man lived to be
twice as old as Methusaleh he wouldn't
have time to read half the laws of his own
State.

"Ifit wasn't fur having your law books
scientifically indexed, anil a good many
men educated—almost from the cradles—
In the indexes, it would be almost im-
possible to pick out the applicable laws
in any case which cornea up; and to make
matters worse you are so governed by
precedent that them educated nun rnunt
search through large libraries ofcourt de-
cisions to find if any similar case was
ever decided before, and if so, how; and
if any record can be found of any case
which resembles the one in question,
which was decided at any time iv the
past, yon take such decision as a regular
settler, ana everything mu.-,t be made to
conform to it.

"Now to me this a! 1appear-; like per-fect nonsense. In the brst place there
should be only one Constitution forevery
State,and its terms should bo the form
ofgovernment, itc officers and theirfune- I
tiony. and manner of election, which
should be in conformity with the < ton
tution of the United States. Then, as all {
laws are founded on the Inherent sense of
right and wrong, which God h:;> im-
planted in the human heart, which » use
is HutHciently uniform" among all ei\;.-
ized peoples to make a code possible, there ;
should be a criminal code and a civil
code, which should boas short as desita
b!e. According to the Bible Goa did not
dictat" 100,000 volumes »f laws for man.
He simply issued ten commandments^
and Chuist said, on two of these,' Sang
all the law and the prophets. 1 [Certainly
all of the 'profits1 don't hang on these j
two inour modern times.)

"It is a well-known principle in me-
chanics that the simpler ;i machine can i \u25a0-•

constructed the more effectual Its work-
ings. These codes should be put into the
schools, and every boy in the laud should 'be taught the laws ofhifioountry. In au-
dition to these eodea the courts should
have power to decide any difforen
which might arise between any citizens,
according to the merits of the case, with-
out any reference to precedent.

"Iwill venture th< assertion that there j
would be less law-breaking than where '
everyone might plead ignorance of the
law, and more efficient justice adminis-
tered than is possible where everything j
hangs on technical law am! precedent aa
it seems t«\u25ba now."'

•'hut, Tryphena," says I, l4there is i ne
thing you don't take into consideration,
[fyou upset things in this way what are
you going to do with the thousands of
talented, educated men we call lawyer-,.'
You cannot relegate them to the ranks
of producers of life's necessaries, as they
arc wholly unlit for such business, and
besides, we have too many producers of
that kind already."

"Well," says she, "I didn't think of
that, but it seems to me that there ought
to be soino occupation for them which
would prove more beneficial to the
world than what they are now doing."

I saw that I had made an impression
upon Tryphena, and so Iwaxed eloquent.
I says:

"Tryphena, this world was not organ- j
ized upon a little insignificant plan,
through which a man can foresee the j
eventual. Many things appear to us as i
ills, but who is the man presumptuous
enough to predict the final result? Sick- \
ne*s appears to us as a calamity, but i
count the thousands ofuoctora ana mcii-
dne venders who obtain their li\elihood
because of it. Drinking spirituous and j
malt liquors scums a heinous fault, but i
see the vast numbers wliomjsubsistence
depends upon the manufacture and sale

iof spirituous liquors. Tobacco chewing
and smoking are nasty habits, but how

I many liveby &e'production, manipula-
tion and commerce of, and in. tobacco.

"Sectarianism seems undesirable to
those who believe that the love mani-

j tested by the great heart Of Christ should
! throb in all little human he trts, but look
at the many whose occupation [stopreitch
it. J might go on, but these classes are
enough for examples. Now, among law- |
yers, there may be a few shysters; among i
doctors a lew quacks; among liquor deal- I
era i\ few disreputable persons who would i
get a man drunk and rob him; among to-
bacconists a lew cheats; and among I
preachers a few hypocrites; but the Kraal
majority of all are good-hearted, law-
abiding citizens, intent on procuring for
themselves ami families, first, the neces-
saries of life, and next, its luxuries.

"Now ifyou b;i ak up any one of these
Occupations what are you going to do
with those thrown out of employment?
Apparently there is not a branch of* in-dustry in these United States which is
not already overstocked with producers,
both oflife's necessaries and its luxuries,
and the general cry is too low wages. The
law of supply and demand willcontrol
th«- price of labor Just as surely as gravi-
tation willmake water seek its "level.

'"What the producers want is more con-
sumers, not more producers, to compete
with. Many things which we c:iil evil
have been eradicated from the world, but
often at a fearful cost and upheaval of so-
ciety. Take, for a sample, slavery in the
United States, and note how little elfi-ct
men's intentions had upon the result-
how surely men wen but instruments of i
a higher power. So. also, 1 hope for
lnororeforins.and Ibelieve it is right to ex- 'ercise tho sense oflight and wrong which j
(rod has given us, and strive at all times 'for the better, but we may not bo able to
dictate how and when the reform shall
come."

I saw that Tryphena was meditating,
so I folded my text, "like tho Arab, and
siieutly stole away." Old Ckank.

YOLO FARMERS.
They Want the Farris Levee Break

Itepairod.
Tho people of Washington and farmers

owning property along the river south of
thai place are petitioning the Supervisors
of Yolo for relieffrom the Hoods that will
ilow through last winter's break in the
lcvoe unless it be repaired. The Mail of
yesterday says ou the subject:

"A oommittee from tho vicinity of
Washington waited on tho Board of Su-
pervisors yesterday afternoon, for thepurpose of soliciting aid in repairing the
levee ou the Sacramento Kiver at the Far-
ris break.

"l>avid ifeQowsa ur^red the claims of
the committee on the board. The people
having land along the river propose to
form a district reaching from a point
about oik- and one-half miles above
Washington to a point about seven miles
down the river. Th<> Furris break is
about 4<>o foci in width, and tho promoters
Of the district proposition want that re-
paired and the levee raised thirty foot
above low-water mark. The estimated
cost ofthe work is ft4,<XN>U) &VOO.

"The district feels too poor to under-
take the wholo cost, but if it can secure
aid from the board propose to take the
le.ee in hand and maintain it at its own

expense. They are willing that their en-
tire road fund shall bodevoted to this use.
They were informed that nothing could
be done at the present meeting, as tho
board was now acting as a Board of
Equalization, but that the matter would
be considered at tho August meeting."

HIRED THUGS.
Chinese Highbinders and Loafers Con-

greK&tlnK IR»re.

When a known white desperado hangs
about town, with no visible means of
support, he is generally warned to de-
part under pain ofbeing "ragged." Why
would' not this be equally as proper a
method of dealing with Chinese toughs
and highbinders ?

Yesterday several of these hired thugs
came here from Han Francisco for the
purpose, it is believed, of killing Ah
Loy, a friend of Fong Ah Dep, who is
taking a prominent part in the prosecu-
tion of a would-be Chinese murderer.

The police hearing of their arrival, Offi-
cer Wilson searched them for weapons,
but found none on them. Of course, tho
thugs willhave their guns whenever they
get ready to use them.

They
can be prosecuted for vagrancy, if they
refuse to leave.

There are plenty of loafing Chinamen
about town who are no ornament to the
city nor to society. Let tho highbinders
move on.

From the Craig press, Chicago, wo
have the book entitled, "Chicago's Dark
Places." We have >c.id it with interest,
not that it has told us what we did not
already know, but that it has put into
form lit to be read important expositions
of low social conditions of a great Ameri-
can city that all the people ought to
know about, in the hope that correctives
may to some extent i>e applied for fear-
ful evils. Everj lino in the book will lit
:;ny city of large size in tho nation.
"Chicago's Dark Places" reflect their
counterparts in Sau Francisco, New
York, Huston and Philadelphia. Per-
haps the evils in some directions
may be more gross in Chicago than i:i
any other city, but we doubt ifany phase
of vice is more pronounced there than in
New York or San Francisco. The
book is one that should not
lv; allowed to lie about where children
could all get hold of it, sin«e it is written
tor adults and there is that in it which
youth will not fully understand and may
be falsely impressed by. However, it
can do no harm to any person capable of
appreciating its earnestness and the high
purpose with wiiieh it has been prepared.
No authorship is disclosed by it. We are
told that it is the result of investigations
by "commissioners,* 1 and that it has been
edited by the "chief commissioner."
Commissioners of what body wo are not
toid. But that i.s not ossenti'al since it is
perfectly clear that whoever origi-
nated and carried out the idea, was
pure of purpose am! lofty in his aim.
Evidently it emanates from a Christian
source, for in kue chapter on "Suggested j
Remedies" there arc indications pointing
to religious fervor as the- source and
jspring of the work. iSoiuo of the reme-
dies proposed do not meet our rea-
son or command our approval, but
that they are the suggestions of a sin-
cere soul there can be no question what-
ever. The book makes revelations of the
social evil, massage low theaters, dives,
the low saloon, obscene literature, and
similar evils that are so phrased as to con-
vince the reader of t4fepure-mmdedness
of the writers of tho work. it also dis-
