
MIDNIGHT SALOON CLOSING.

Judge Cravens Holds the Ordinance to
Be Valid.

ll© Overrules tho Demurrer of J. N.

Pnync, and Gives Ills Reasons

For So Doing.

Something over a week ngo the case of
Jerry N. Payne came up in the Police
Court, he being charged with having vio-
lated the new ordinance providing that
all saloons must closo at midnight. Sim-
ilar complaints had been filed in thecases
of other saloon proprietors, but that of
Payne was intended to be a test case.

The defendant riled a demurrer to tho
complaint against him, which w;'s argued
at tho time and the matter submitted to
Police Judge Cravens, who took it under
advisement. Yesterday he rendered his
decision thereon, overruling the demur-
rer. In doing so Judge Cravens gave his
reasons as follows:

The defendant in this case is charged
with violating an ordinance of the city of
Sacramento, numbered Ordinance
and entitled "An Ordinance Regulating
.Saloons, Bar-rooms, etc., and providing
the Amounts ofCity Licenses to be paid by
Keepers of .Saloons, Bar-rooms and other
places where Wines and Liquors are
bold."

Section 10 of the ordinance provides:
"It shall be unlawful lor any person
to keep open any bar-room, sa-
loon or place, in the city of Sacramento,
whero wines, or spirituous or malt liquors
are sold by the glass or bottle, to be used
as a beverage, between the hours of 12
o'clock (midnight) aud 5 o'clock in the
morning, or to sell at such bar-room,
saloon or place, any wines or spirituous
or malt liquors between the hours named.

And all entrances to any sqfh bar-room
or saloon shall be kept closed, and all
lights thereof shall be extinguished be-
tween the hours named; provided, how-
ever, that any hotel, restaurant, or eating-
house, which serves meals between the
hours named, may obtain a.special license
tokeep open between the hours named,
the bar or bar-room, constituting a part
of tho hotel, restaurant or eating-house,
and to dispense wines and spirituous and
malt liquors between the hours named,
upon payment for such special license, in
addition to any other State, county or cilv
license required, the sum of glo in ad-vance for each and every quarter."

The complaint charges as follows:
"The People of tho State ofCalifornia,
upon oath of J. A. Gibson, complain
against the said defendant, Jerry Payne,
for tho crime ofviolating Ordinance No.

of said city of Sacramento, committed
as follows: That on the — day of July,
1km, and within the limitsofthe city of
Sacramento, in the county ofSacramento,
in tho State oi California, the said de-
fendant did, then and there, before the
tiling of this complaint, and within one
year prior thereto, willfully and un-
lawfully keep open between the hours of
\1 o'clock, midnight, and f> o'clock in the
morning, for the purpose of selling wines,
spirituous and malt liquors between the
hours named, a certain saloon, which
BSid saloon was then and there a place
where wines, spirituous and malt liquors
were sold by the glass and bottle to be
used as a beverage, in violation of lawful
ordinances of the Board of Trustees ofthe
said city of Sacramento, passed by the
said board of Trustees on the ~d day of
June, 1891, entitled ordinance ZN"o/27ti,
and contrary to the form, force and effect
oftho statute in such case made and pro-
vided, and against the peace and dignity
ofthe- people of the State of California." *

Ttfo defendant excepts to the suffi-
ciency of tho complaint, first, that it
does not state facts sufficient to consti-
tute a public offense; second, that it does
not state the .substance of an ordinance
describing a public Offense.

I am unable to discover any force in
these objections. Section 142»y>f the Penal
Code provides "that all proceedings and
actions in Justices' and Police Courts for
v public, offense, of which such courts
have jurisdiction, must be commenced
by complaint under oath, setting forth
the offense charged, with such particu-
larity of time, place, person and prop-
erty as to enable the defendant to under-
stand the character of the offense com-
plained of, and to answer the complaint." !

The complaint in this case meets the
requirements of the statute by charging
tin* defendant with acts which, if true,
constitute the offense declared against in
the ordinance.

A complaint charging a violation of a
municipal ordinance is sufficiently cer- \u25a0

tain if it refers to the ordinance, and de-
scribes the offense prohibited without
pleading the ordinance in full. [Ex parte
Lane 7<> CaL, 567; ex parte Christensen,
No CaL, 'JOS.]

To the objection that it does not aj.;
that the ordinance has ever been passed
and published under any order of the
Board of Trustees of the city of Sacra- ;
mento, or that it has ever become a by-
law of said city, it must be answered
that the complaint does allege the passage
oftho ordinance, giving its number and
the date ofits passage. This is sufficient to
identify it and enable tbe defendant to
single it out from all other ordinaries.
The complaint alb ges all that is required
to satisfy the rules of good pleading.

It is urged that the ordinance is in con- i
llict with Section 24, Article IV.of the
Constitution of this state, which requires
chat "Every Act shall embrace but one
subject, which subject shall be expressed
in its title. But if any subject shall be
embraced inthe Actwhich shall not be i
expressed in its title, such Act shall be
void only BS to so much thereof as shall
:>ot )>.• expressed in its title.'"

I think that this clause of the Constitu- I
tion is only intended to apply to Acts of
the state Legislature. But even it it is
held to apply to governing bodies of nut- j
nicdpal corporations, the ordinance in
question is not obnoxious to its provi- I
sions. It is plain that the object of the
<•rdinar.ee is to regulate saloons, bar-
rooms, etc, and to prescribe the condi-
tions upon which they will be allowed to !
exist within the municipality. A power
which is expressly delegated by the
charter. Infra.

Jt is further urged that Section LOofthe
ordinance is unconstitutional because it
provides that bars connected with hotels,
restaurants and eating-houses may be
kept open during the inhibited hours by
paying a special license therefor, it is 0.
9 ell sotti'^l principle of statutory con-
traction that an unconstitutional provi-
sion of an Act <\ofs not affect the validity
ol another provision in the same Act. or j

d in the Bame section of an Act which i;s not obnoxious to the objection, mile-*
thi* two provisions are inseparable or are
so united that tho presumption arisesthat th/> Legislature would not have
adopted the one without the other. [Ej
parte Frazer M CaL, «M; ex parte B. D.
Johnson, 62 CaL, U'^.l

The provision against which tho ob-
jection is urged is in a proviso which itasdistinct from the enacting clause of
thesection as if it were in s separate -tion or even in a separate ordinance.
And even ifit is admitted that this pro-
viso is unconstitutional it does not neces-haniy toiiow that the whole ordinance
must fail, v it can be made operative of
the legislative will without the proviso.
Itis plain that the purpose of the ordi-
nance is the regulation ofsaloons, etc.,
and to prohibit them from brine kept
open at such hours ofthe night as might
tend to disturb the peace, quiet and good
order of the neighborhood or encourage
immorality. If the proviso is repugnant
to the main purpose of tho legislative in- <

tont and obnoxious to the Constitution
sad laws of the state the exemptions in
the proviso must failand not tee entire
ordinance.

In passing on the constitutionality of a
law it is the duty of the courts to look at
the true object of the law, and if tho law
bo found to be consistent with the Con-I
stitution or within the acknowledged j
power ofthe legislative body to uphold it.

It is also urged that the ordinance re-
quiring saloons to be closed during the
hours named is an infringement on tbe
rights oftho citizen and an unreasonable
and arbitrary exercise of power.

The charter of the city of Sacramento

authorizes the Board of Trustees "to reg- i
ulate. prohibit or suppress all tippling-

I houses, dram shops, saloons, bars, bar-
rooms, etc." (See chatter, Sec. 2, subdi-
vision 9.) The State Constitution (Art.
XI., Section 11; provides that "any
county, city, town ortownship may make
and enforce within its limits all such
local, police, sanitary and other police
regulations as are not in conflictwith
general laws."

An ordinance of the city of Pasadena
prohibiting the maintenance of tippling-
houses, dram shops or barrooms, was
held to be constitutional and reasonable
by tbe Supreme Court of this State in ex
parte Campbell,74CaL 20. Inthat opinion
the court say: "The power to license,
regulate or prohibit tippling-houses is a
constitutional right, which may be en-
iorced as a police regulation through
proper legislation, is no longer an open
question in this State."

In ex parte Christensen (85 CaL, 213) tho
court says: "Itis well settled that the
governing power may prohibit the manu-
facture-and traffic In liquor altogether,
and ifthe governing power can prohibit
a thing altogether, it can impose such
conditions upon its existence as it
pleases.''

This latter case was appealed to the Su-
preme Court of the United States, and the
opinion of the California court was fully
sustained by that court in 137 D. 8. Re-
ports, 86. The opinion is by tho full
court, and must be accepted as conclusive
on this question. The court says:
Itis ondoabtedly true lhal it is the right of

every citizen of the United st.-it< s to pursue

Their sale In that form may be absolutely pro- fi hibittd. It is a question oi public expediency
and public morality, and not of Federal law.The police power of the State is fullyoompe- j
tent to regulate tbe business— to mitigate its j
evils or to suppress it entirely. There is no I
Inherent right ina citizen to thus sell intoxi-
cating liquor- by retail; it is not a privilege ofa citizen of the btate or of a citizen ot the
United Htates. As it i* a business attended
with danger to th<- community, it may, as
already said, be entirely prohibited or be
permitted under such conditions us will limit
to the utmost its evils. The manner and ex-
tent of regulation rest In the discretion ol the
governing authority.

The governingEauthority of tho city of
Sacramento has, in tho ordinance under
consideration, made such regulations as j
it considered necessary to regulate retail I
liquor saloons and conserve the good or-
der and peace of society. In view of the
power vested in the lioard of Trustees by \u25a0

the <'institution and laws of the State, •the ordinance is not only reasonable, but I
it is Liberal, in that it .-tops bo far short of j
absolute prohibition, which might have j

!>\u25a0 en iawfullvimposed.
The objection that the city of Bscra-

mento lias no power to use the name of j
the i>( ople in tins action is not well taken.
Section6B4of the Penal Code says: "A
criminal action is prosecuted in the name
of the people of the State ofCalifornia, as
a party against the person charged with
the offense."

In Santa Barbara vs. Sherman (61 CaL, !
•M it is heid lhal "an action in the Police
Court for the violation of a cityordinance
and to enforce the penalty thereof should
be brought in the name of the people."

The charter of the city of Sacramento
also provides that "Every violationof
any lawful order, regulation, or ordi-
nance of the Hoard ofTrustees ' of thecity ofSacramento is hereby declared a
misdemeanor or public offense, and all
prosecutions for the same shall be in the
name of the people of the State of Cali-
fornia." '.Statutes relating to Sacra-
mento, p. •\u25a0\u25a0*.

The outer questions presented by coun-sel being dependent upon facts not now
before the court, no opinion is expressed
as to them. The demurrer is overruled.

TAKING THE EVIDENCE.

A Jury is Finally Secured to Try J. D.
Smith.

Tho Story of the Assault and Robbery

of Robert Allen Is Re-Told

In Court.

The trial of J. D. Smith, accused of com-
plicity in the murderous assault ami rob-
bery of Robert Allen, was resumed in
Superior Judge Catlin's court yesterday
morning:.

The courtroom was crowded with spec-
tators again.

During the forenoon the regular jury
panel was exhausted, but not before two
jurors were secured, making eleven in all.
Aspecial venire of ten more jurors was
issued returnable at 1:30 o'clock. From
this venire the last jurorwas secured. The
jury as completed is composed of the fol-
lowing named citizens: Hugo Sprock,
Fifth Precinct; Patrick Flannigan, 14U2
Sixth street; P. Horzog, 1130Nstreet; W.
P. Ashby, 1920 J Street; Bernard Shields,
710 Ninth street; George N. Makee, Clay
Station; Wm. Foote, SutterTownship; J.
1). Lockhart, 2122 J street; James Par-
sons, 603 J Btreet; George Schroth, J
street, between Front and Second; C. F.
Williams, 2319 li street, and C. Cool6y.

There was no delay after the pant 1 was
completed. District Attorney Ryan pro-
ceeded at once to make the opening state-
ment for the prosecution. He read the
statutes defining robbery and those de-
scribing an accessory. "We expect to
prove," he said, "that on the night ofthe
I'ith of May a robbery was committed in
this city. We will show that an old resi-
dent and business man of this city was
knocked down and robbed.* This crime
was committed at the corner ofthe alley.
Mr. Allen closed up his place of busi-
ness on the night named, went to the
Golden Eagle Hotel and took a drink. He
proceeded toward home, and when near
the alley, back ofthe Courthouse, noticed
two men following him. They threw
him off his guard and one struck him on
the head with a hammer. Mr. Allenre-
covered sufficiently to stagger to his
home." Mr. Ryan proceeded at length
and reviewed the entire history of the
case, and ended with the statement that
after proving these facts by witnesses the
prosecution would confidently expect a
verdict ofguilty.

David Falconer was first called to the
stand. Before any questions were asked
however Attorney Johnson, for tho de-
fense, interposed an objection to the
introduction of any testimony, on the
ground that the District Attorney's open-
ing statement had not disclosed that any
crime had been committed, or that the
defendant Smith was connected at all
with any crime.

The court overruled the objection.
Mr. Falconer then proceeded to tell

how he was awakened shortly after the
assault and robbery, by Jennie Allen, the
wounded man's daughter, who told him
that her lather had been hurt, lie went
over to the house, and after dressing
Allen's wound, went and examined the
alley where tho assault took place. He
found §1 25 in money and a portion ol
Allen's watch-fob. When daylight came
witness went to the alley again, and ihis
time found the hammer with which tho
cruel blow was struck.

Jennie Alien testified regarding the
condition of her father when he staggered
into the house that morning. She also
told how her father carried his green-
backs in a cigar-case, in his inside pocket.
She identified the Masonic charm which
whs taken from Allen's watch-fob, and
which was subsequently recovered in
Sun Francisco.

Dr. G. L. Simmons, who attended Mr.
Allen after the assault, described the
ghastly wound in Mr. Allen's head.

Eddie Allen, son of the victim of the
assault, described the habits of his father
in regard to carrying money.

Mrs. Catherine Alien, the wife, testified
that her husband is at present in such a
precarious condition that he could not be
present incourt. He is now undergoing
treatment in an asylum at Stockton, she

fcaid.
Frank, alias "Piggie" Johnson, was the

next witness. He is the young man who
was overhauled in San Francisco while
trying to pawn Robert Allen's Masonic
watch-charm, lie testified that he met
Haley, Gordon's pal, at the metropolis,
and that individual gave him the charm.
