Sudden Collapse of the Educational
Journal Contest.

Tho State Board Finally Leaves the

Selection ofa Publisher to the

State Superintendent.

The State Board of Education had a
great deal of routine business to transact
at yesterday's session. There were pres-
\u25a0ont State Superintendent of Public In-
struction J. W. Anderson (Secretary),
Professor Ira More, of the the State Nor-
mal School at Los Angeles, Professor E.
T. Pierce, of the Chico Normal School,
and Professor C. W. Childs, of tho San
Jose Normal School. Professor More was
<;lcc.tod President in the absence of the
Governor.

Tho session up to a late hour in the
afternoon was devoted to the examina-
tion of applications for educational and
life diplomas, the board deferring until
tho last the matter of tho designation of
some person to edit and publish the
Educational Journal, the officialorgan of
the board, over which appointment there
has been a great deal of contention.

The contestants were, the Pacific Edu-
cational Journal and the California Edu-
cational Review. The former paper was
represented by P. M. Fisher of Oakland,
tho latter by Fred. M. Campbell of
Oakland and Albert Lyser of San Fran-
cisco. There being no designation, on
motion the board proceeded to the tran-
saction of other business, and deferred
tlie further consideration of tho Journal
mutter until the evening session.

The rules were suspended, and a dupli-
cate life diploma ordered issued to Dr.
1). M. Eddy of Portland, Oregon, the
original having been destroyed by lire,
an affidavit to that end being presented
to tho board.

The same course was taken in tho case
of Charles M. Kenniston of Stockton.

The request of Gano Kennedy, whose
life diploma was revoked a few years
ago by the State Board, to have the
motion by which it was revoked res-
cinded, was denied.

A FLASH IN THE VAX.
The board convened at 8 o'clock, and

after a lengthy consultation finally
agreed upon and passed the following
resolution:

l*£esolved\ That thefdesignation of the
State school journal be left to the State
Superintendent, with the understanding
that he choose between tho two journals
under consideration, upon their merits,
all things considered."

Tho board then adjourned.

THE EXCELSIOR MINE.
Tho Company Contemplates) the Erec-

tion of a I-iir-Re Dam.
We have been informed, says the

Marysville 7< • \u25a0\u25a0', by parties who are

in a position to know, that the Excelsior
Mining Company contemplate the erec-
tion of a large dam on the old bedrock
channel loading from their mine at
Smartsvillu to Timbuctoo. The object of
the dam is to impound the debris from
the miuo with a view of operating said
mine at times by the hydraulic process.

The dam is to have sufficient capacity
to hold the debris for several years, and
after it has been completed the company
will ask the proper authorities to pass
upon it, and it satisfactory will ask lor a
modificationof the injunctions now upon
them. At present the mine is being
worked by the driftprocess, which is not
so rapid, and far more expensive than
the hydraulic niethdd. The company
hopes to satisfy all parties interested that
tho debris can bo safely kept from the
Yuba Kiver.

MOSS-GROWN^ CLAIMS.

Some More Ancient Indian "War Bonds
Bob Up Serenely.

The perennial Indian war bond ques-
tion is up once more. W. S. Sawyer, tho
owner of a detached coupon from one of
the original bonds of 1651, brought a
mandamus suit against Controller Col-
gan for its payment, he having declined
to cash it. The suit also embraced an al-
leged claim founded on a war bond is-
sued under the Act of 1802.

The case was argued before Judge Van
Fleet yesterday, Attorney-General Hart

I and A. S. Barham of Santa Rosa appear-
! ing on behalf of the Controller, and A. S.

Freeman ami < Jeorgo E. Bates appeared
lor the plaintiff.

The point contended for by the Con-
troller is that if the Legislature did make
an appropriation to pay the bonds, tho
claims have been barred by the statute of
limitations; further, that they are uncon-
stitutional because they exceed the limit
of£{00,0(>0, and lastly, that payment ofthe
bonds of 1852 was made conditional on
Congress not appropriating money there-
for.

The Controller claims that Congress did
appropriate money to pay the bonds, but
that the holders thereof, through negli-
gence, or otherwise, failed to avail them-
selves of the benefits of the Act within

| tho proper time.
The arguments were made and the case

I submitted.

PECTTLIAB STORY.

A List of Fatal Accidents In a Penn-
sylvania Town.

Shaddock, July 17.—A series of fatal
accidents has occurrod at Rank in Station,
near here. Wednesday the body ofDavid
Hell, aged 29, who boarded at the house
of a man named Charles McGrat-
tin, was found in the river in the after-
noon. It is supposed ho fell in while
drunk and was drowned.

Two hours later a lamp exploded in
McGrattin's dwelling and two of his
children, Robert and Charles, aged 7 and
10 years, respectively, who wero sleeping
at the time, wero burned up with the
house.

The noxt morning about daylight,
Harry Rowo and Peter Knee, who
boarded with the McGrattins, went to
the ruins to look for some of their effects.

AMERICA'S MINES.

INTERESTING REPORT ON THE
GOLD AND SILVER OUTPUT.

Sixty-six Miltions in Silror and Tliivty-

thrco Millions In <;olcl Dug Out

in One Yonr.

Hpcoial to the Rkcorji-Uniox.

Washington, July 17.—A bulletin re-
lating to the production of gold and silver
Inthe United States during the calendar
ydUr of IK1-!) was issued from the Census
Office to-day.

The bulletin shows that the production
of bullion during the year 1889 was: Gold,
1,590,869 ounces; United States coining i

ralao, $32^386,744. Silver, 51,354,8. r>l ounces; j
United States coining value, 966^96^68.

Ingold this is nearly twenty-eight per
cent, of the world's product, and i:i sil-
ver, forty-one per cent. The bulletin
says that the number of gold and silver
mining claims or "locations," commonly
called "mines," in the United States is
practically beyond computation. The
names of nearly one hundred thousand
such claims or mines were received by
the Census Office, hut upon limiting the
investigation to producing mines, mines
working but not producing, mines tem-
porarily stopped but which had pro-
duced, and upon tabulating only such
mines as made production returns or la-

I bor statistics, the list was reduced t06,004.
The expenditures during the year, in-

cluding wages, value of supplies, etc.,
jwero p«,451,136; the total value of mining
: plants, $465,960,566, made up of buildings,
I railroads, machinery, underground im-
i provements, mine supplies and cash and
estimated value; mines exclusive of tho
above items, $3^8,194,821: value of mills
and reduction works, $20,362,7i2. Total
value of mines and works, $486,323,428.

Of the 6,604 mines on which returns of
production on labor statistics are made,
2(iß are reported idle and 1.000 are re-
ported working, but not producing bul-
lion; 2h are producing over $600,000 worth
ot bullion; 44 are producing from $250,0<t0
to $600,400: 107 are producing 9100,000; ten,
$250,000; 95 from 160,000 to j<100,000; 4^7
from $10,000 to $50,000; 1,408 from §10,000
and 1,610 less than $1,000.

From statistics it appears that the labor
employed in the actual production of
precious metal is better paid and more
productive in fact than in any other .in-
dustry thus far reported in the bulletins
issued by the eleventh census. The aver-
age earnings of all persons employed at
the gold and silver mines (57,635) was s7j,j
a year, while the average output per man
amounted to Sl,7^'J a year.

After vlsiii-f
many localities, tiicy d^-idod on th« Capay
Valley, YoloConuty, and the Rhodes tract
at Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning tho tract in
question. With W. 11. Mills, tho General
Agent of that company, they arrauged for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land.
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with tho result
that the tract was divided among the follow-

I ing people: B. L. llickok, 40 acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 aoros:
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acrts; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Has-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.
Kelly, 10 *cres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but In
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to Join It than the area of tht
purchase would admit of, that it was kuc
gested on all hands, "Why not get some rnor«
Ucd and divide it up in the same way?"
Tncn lollowed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the wtioleof it, after subdividing
It according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on tho sth of
June, IS9O, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company waa
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will,
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. P. Brown;
Directors—H. C. KHis, Charles firooko and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Mannge

Neai D. Barker; BoOottor, C. E. Snook; Trca»
urer, First National Bank ofOakland.

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur.
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase of a large number of iruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees waa
the means of saving between $3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices in somo
cases having more than doubled since thnn.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and tha
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtlnc;ly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
Iruit trees, etc. thu tirst year. Consequently
In this, the fir.st season, some 40,000 trees
and between 20.000 and 30.000 vines willbe
piantec

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to tho sixty acres
originally purchased.

For toe company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. Hot?
this marvelous little garden has come to be ko
long neglected Is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, und
that is that this neglect will never again bo
telt in the Valley.

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pesrs,
prunes, llgs, raisin grapos, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts willthrow their grateful shade.
A considerable number ofcitrus trees arc also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be .success-
fully grown in the valley, about which tho
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to tho young trees. Neki
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care if? to be
ascribed much of the buceess of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-sito,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which mightwith profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of somo three
acres has been laid out right in tho center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
or tho beauties and curiosities of tre» and
sh:ub life as mny bo obtained by dtligont
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tanored will ever bo a
large and busy city, but It is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little piaco to
dwell in.

A petition ha-? been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to Ac-
cept Island avenuo, on the colony tract, as a
county road, ana to build a bridge across
Ca^ho Creek at this point, in order to givo the
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancrcd Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willingto give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous ofhaving a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
Bides of the stream. It is thought that It
would be a Tery wise expenditure ofpublip
monuy to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of tho cities are well known, but ta
those who are willingto settle on the laud and
6how that the country also affords attractions
and comforts, and ways of making mone.v
pleasantly, every inducement should be held
forth.
