"MASHERS" AND VAGRANTS.
How the Former should be Treated

Everywhere.

P. Crowiey, the efficient Chief of Police
ol San Francisco, writing to the Exam-
iner, s

Until the passage by the last Legisla-
ture of the present Vagrancy Act it was
difficult lor the police to secure the con-
viction of members ofthat objectionable
and disreputable class known as corner
"statutes.'"

The old Vagrancy Act was not effective
for the reason that many ofthe "statutes"
frequenting the entrance of cigar stores,
hotels and business houses on the two
main thoroughfares of the city. Market
and Kcarny streets, from California as
flu: as the Baldwin, who made it a busi-- in the afternoon and early evening
to ogle and insult women, could show
when they were arrested that they were
engaged in legitimate pursuits during a
portion of the day. and therefore not un-
der the Penal < lode's definition of vagrant.
Then there was the natural hesitancy of
any refined woman approached <>r in-
sulted by any of those well-dressed loaf-
ers to mention tho (act except in the pri-
vacy of home. The patrolmen, to whom
Ntrict orders for tho protection of women
and girls have always been given, as a
rule seldom hear of insults, and com-
plaints generally reach my otlice by mail
or by some indignant father, husband,
brother or other near relative informing

\u25a0 tout it, when instructions are issued
\u25a0ei'iilly watch the offender and at the

lirst opportunity v> arrest him.
The stringent Vagrant Act now in force

has given the police authorities a better
opportunity t<> protect our women from
insult on the public thoroughfares than
formerly, and I propose to use all its
poweTß until the intolerable nuisance of
"mashing," ogling and insulting women
and girls is effectually suppressed.

The conviction of William I). Miller
under a good law and backed by a
healthy public sentiment shows what
cm be done, and there is no reason why
the work SO auspiciously inaugurated
should not be prosecuted with anflaeging
energy. Certainly no efforts Of the d(-
partment under my charge will be lack-
ing to secure that end. There is an innate
love of personal Liberty and a toleration
oflicense for the sake of liberty, as one
newspaper aptly described a lew days
ugn in commenting on Miller's arrest tor
vagrancy, that makes Italittle <ijthcu)t
for the police to deal with loafers of
Miller's class. Here was a fellow in
fashionable clothes and with the outward
semblance of a gentleman, who made ;i

} ;imi;< -- • very afternoon oi ogling and
"mashing"' respectable women. Con-
plaints to the police led to an investiga-
tion of bis personal record. In order to
stop his disreputable practices it was
found necessary to arrest him as a va-
grant, and the law and the facts fitted his
case. Miller, however, is only a type <>i

• las- of the professional masher.
There is another sad more difficult class
for the police to deal with, which em-
braces young men of respectable and
yn 11-to-do parentage, Liberally supplied j
with fine apparel and pocket money, but j
without occupation, and wnoare really I
more offensive in their actions than their |
fellow-mashers who live by their wits.

\u25a0 m extremely difficult task to bring
this class of gentry under the operation of
the Vagrant Act, and more difficult still.
When arrested, to convict, for inlluenee,
luoi)e\ und the best legal advice is at
their command and the police are accused
of persecuting them. The presence ofthis
class along the principal streets makes v
frequently hard for the police to segregate
them from the habitual vagrants who in-
fest the prominent doorways and cigar
BtOl

However, that class will receive atten*
tion in <\\H' time, ami DO matter how hard
the work may betO the police the practice
of insulting women on the public streets
\u25a0will be stopped. The thoroughfares ought '<
to be as SB fe for our wives and daughters '
B* their own homes, and will be if I can j
make them so.

PROBABLE FATAL INJURY

Kick From v Horse.
On WedlMKtay last I'cter Anderson, a

young Swede, while wrestling with \u25a0
fellow-workman on Bryan's ranch, near

Koutier's. foil U>o near the lvels of tho
honei and «M ki<k(\lon the left side of
the head above tin- ear.

Although stunned by the kick ho was
not supposed to bo dangerously hurt
until the following day, when Kugleal
©id was summoned and the patient

ordered to the Coanfcy Hospital. He
could walk about and converse with :it-
tendanta, although his conversation waa
at time*Incoherent The swelling lwwr-
ius iubaided, the continued dullness of
intellect, With hesitancy of speech and a

suspicious depression felt above and be-
hind the left ear, confirmed the suspicion
of a fracture with bony impingement
upon the brain.

Yesterday the unfortunate young man
underwent a surgical operation which
resulted in the removal of five fragments
of bone from his skull, the largest of
which was two and three-eighths inches
long by one and three-eighths wide, a
second piece one and three-fourths by
one and one-sixteenth, and three smaller
fragments. A large loose plate two and
five-eighths inches by one and one-half
wide was leftin place with the hope that,
should the patient survive, it may re-
unite. The entiro length of the opening
in the skull was three and one-half inches
and the width one and seven-eighth
inches.

Young Anderson was at work with a
threshing oullit, and when kicked was
engaged in a friendly wrestle with an-
other of the crew, who was also slightly
injured bj' the same horse.

DELAYED TRAIN.

ItWas Caused by a Collision With One
Eastbound.

The eastbour.d overland train which
loft this caty on Saturday at noon collided
near Clark's Station, about fifty miles
east of Truckee, with the westbound
overland duo here yesterday morning at
S o'clock.

The accident happened in the night,
and at a point where the two trains, when
on time, are expected to pass. The par-
ticulars of tir accident are meagre, but it
appears thai the eastbound train was
standing still on the main track when
the other overland dashed into it while
goint: at about twenty mile-, an hour.

The passengers on both trains were
somewhat shaken up, but nobody was
injured, except a tramp who wns stealing
a ride. Ho was killed outright.

One locomotive w;>.s badly wrecked and
the other two were badly disabled. None
ofthe ears ofeither train left the track.

In consequence of the accident the
overland (No. 4) due here yesterday
morning was over six hours late.

GREAT REGISTERS.
The Attorney-General Gives an Opin-

ion on Re-IJeiristiMtion.
Attorney-General Hart wrote out the

following letter on Saturday to Hon. it,
P. Rose, District Attorney of Shasta
County, in regard to the necessity of the
Board of Supervisor? ordering a new
Great Register:

"Deab Sir: Yours of the 11th inst.
is at hand, and contents noted. In it you
ask: 'Will it be necessary for the Hoard
of Supervisors to order the concellation
ofthe Great Register and a re-register to
conform to the requirements of the
amended registration laws?'

"hi reply Iwill say that there is a spe-
cial statute which provides that the old
Register shall be used for any special
election held before the next general elec-
tion. My opinion is that the Supervisors
of the several counties should not order
the cancellation of the < treat Register and
a re-registration to conform to the re-
quirements of the amended registration
laws until next year, as the general elec-
tion will not take place until Novemoer,
1882. Under the provisions of Section
lir."<4 ofthe Political Code the Supervisors
have the right to order the Register can-
celled and a new one issued, if they de-
sire to go to that expense*"

LOCAL GAME LAWS
This Tlmo tho General Stnte Law

Takes Precedence Thereof.
The following opinion rendered by

Attorney-General Hart to U. V. Hurt of
Riverside, in relation to game laws, is
self-explanatory:

"Iam in receipt of yours of the 9th
inst. and contents noted. Inreply ! will
state that the Couuty Government Act.
approved March 31, LB9l (page29s), pro-
vides that a Board of Supervisors has
power, among other things, to make
regulations for the protection of game
and hsh, when such regulations :ire
made as provided in this section relating
to game and tish. The laws ofthe State
for the protection thereof ;..re suspended
in such county. Hut Section 826 ofthe
Penal Code was amended by tho last
Legislature. iStntuto of 1881, page 472.)

'•The County Government Act appears
in the statutes as Chapter 216, whereas
Section o'2i> of the Penal Code, as
amended, is Chapter '252. This section
b in;.; approved later in the day. and in a
subsequent chapter, my opinion is that
subdivision 'J'U of Section 25 of tho
county Government Act is absolutely
repealed by the Act amending Section
62U of the Penal Code—Section 2.^0. which
provides: 'All laws or parts of laws in
conflict with this Act are hereby ro-
pealed.' "— --\u2666

TWO DECISIONS.

Two Modoc County Cases Decided by
the Supreme Court.

One Judgment is Afllrined, but in the

Second Case the Court Ordors

Another Trial.

The following Supreme Court opinions
were tiled in the Deputy Clerk's office in
this city on Saturday:

Hannah K. Hick vs. F.zra Thomas (ap-
pellant). The action was to set asicie. a
conveyance, of real estate a:id a billof sale
of personal property, on the ground of
fraud and duress. The defendant ap-
pealed from the judgment and order re-
fusing a new trial.

The Supreme Court says: "There is a
general linding that the deed and bill of
sale were procured by the defendant by
duress, menace, undue influence, arid
fraud. This is not as specific as it ought
to have been, but it is a linding of ulti-
mate facts upon which the judgment de-
pends, and the defendant has not been
injured by the failure to lind more spe-
cifically. We think the judgment and
order should be affirmed."

The case was appealed from Modoc
County.

AHOTHKS VODOC WATER cask.

C. G. Dorris (appellant) vs. John Sulli-
van. This case was also appealed from
Modoc County and is an action to recover
damages for the diversion ofwater by the
defendant from the plaintiff's water-ditch,
and to perpataally enjoin the defendant
from diverting water ir. ki the said ditch
in the future. Judgment went for the
defendant and the plaintiff appeals from
the judgment and an order denying a
new trial.

Alterreciting the facts of the case and
commenting on the testimony the Su-
preme Court says that the issue act
tried was the right to a permanent case-
ment in the plaintiff's roa] ditch property,
and to maintain this on his part t
fendant was permitted to introduce in
evidence ;' verbal contract between ' 'ii;.p-
man and the plaintiff.

Chapman, before the construction of
thodiU h, had granted to the plaintifPthe
rightof way fora ditch through the land
in question. To admit a verbal contractunder the guise and name ofa license, to
prove a permanent easement, orservitude
upon real property would be to evade
and defeat the statute offrauds.

The trial court erred in admitting tho
deposition of Chapman as to the verbal
contract between him and the plaintiff,
and for this error the judgment is re-
versed and a new trial is granted.

Sewers and .Sewage.

Eds. Rkcohp-UnioN: You have boon
so kind as to allow me to express my
opinion on plumbing, house drainage,
ventilation, etr., through the medium of
your paper, I wish now to -say a few-
words about sewers and sewage. My
idea of what the system oi sewers should
be in this city is something like the fol-
lowing: To wit, from Front to Twenty-
eighth streets there should be sewers at
least four feet in diameter, made some-
thing the shape of a balloon and the
small end down, say commencing on th<;
alley between Front and Second streets,
extending Lack to Twenty-eighth street.
These sewers should bo put in the mid-
die of every other street, extending from
the north levee to X street, and a sewer
on or near 11 street leading from Twenty-
eighth to Front street to a reservoir.

There should bo a twelve-inch irou-
Btone sewer-pipe leading from the inter-
mediate streets through every alley to
the main sowers as described above. Allcesspools that may be required should be
either in the alley, street, or at the rear of
every lot; there should be an overflow
pipe leading from every cesspool to the
sewers: that would create a draft from
the cesspools to the sewer which would
draw all noxious gases off from tin
pools down through the sewers with the
water to the main outlet and reservoir,
all of which would be pumped over the
levee into the Sacramento Kiver.

< ;f course this would not dispose of the
solid matter; that would have to bt- dis-
posed of the same as it is now, by clean-
ing out the cesspools whenever necessary,
and carting olf the solid matter into the
country. If this system could be car-
ried out and do away with the extra
vent pipe that has been so much talked
about, we would have the healthiest caty
in tho United .States, but if the extra
vent pipes are put in, as the present lawsays they most be throughout thcMuty,
then this will be the most nnhealthy city
in the United States in less than ten
ye.irs (and don't you forget it;.

Ifthis extra vent pipe is really vgood
thing—if it is really beneficial to the
health of the city to tap our cesspools for
the sake of drafting all the noxious gases
from them to the top of our houses SO
that the vitiated air can have a free cir-
culation throughout the city, and have
free access to our houses and bedro ma

1 say If tiiis system is really beneficial
to our community, then I say go out to
our cemetery and vent every gravethere,
f.»r the one is just as consistent as the
other.

We have been trying for the last twenty
years to find some system, some remedy,
whereby we could prevent sewer gas
and vitiated air from coming into our
houses. The old idea was, twenty years
&co, that sewer gas would not pass
through water, but now we know it will
unless there is some other way for it to
•scape, hence this extra trap and air-pipe
outside of the building. Now what little
vitiated air gets through the lirst trap
from the cesspool is carried up to the top
of the house through this air-pipe. Some
one has asked mo what better is this sys-
tem than the one that, has an extra vent-
pipe leading direct from the cesspool to
the house.

ItIs this better—the hitter takes all the
noxious gases direct to the house, where-as the other system prevents almost all
the gases from passing the trap at all. I
might >;iy all, unless the cesspool is ceiled
up perfectly tight; even then there would
\>o but a very small portion ofthe vitiated
air pass through the trap, ami that of the
most harmless kind ; but where the cess-
pool is ventilated with an overflow pipe,
then the gases would all go down through
the sewer. Why? Because it is true
philosophy that water and gases willgo
in the direction where they are the least
obstructed. The open places in the street
gutters for the inlet of rain-water I would
have made in such a manner that they
would be closed up air-tight, and keep
them closed up all through the dry sea-
son, except at such times when* they
would have to be opened to let offthe
water from the tire hydrants or to (lush
out tho sewers.

I have talked with a good many per-
sons in the last two or three weeks about
this matter, and all think as I do, except
tho plumbers.

The onions, which are shipped
from Alexandria to Livei*pool and thence
to Now York, are small and yellow, and
not so good an those grown in this coun-
toy, while they naturally deteriorate
somewhat during their long voyage, nut
they are readily sold, because the price
asked in Egypt is so low that, after
adding freight charges and a duty of 40
cents per bushel, a bag containing nearly
two bushels is cold for $2 or $2 .tO.
