
ASSUMING SHAPE.

The Project of Securing a Residence
for the Governor.

A Committee Appointed to at Once

Procure the Terms of Ownors

ofFine Houses.

The committee ofcitizens appointed by
Mayor Comstock to investigate the mat-
ter of the advisability of taking steps to
•secure the purchase or erection of a Gov-
ernor's Mansion here held a meeting at
the Courthouse on Saturday evening, pre-
sided overby Chairman Russell D. Steph-
ens. The committee effected a permanent
organization by choosing Mr. Stephens
lor Chuirmau and David Lubin for Secre-
tary.

The Chair called on N. Greene Curtis
for an expression of his views on the sub-
ject. The latter said that, while the scope
ofthe committee's inquiry embraced the
possibility ofthe erection ofa Governor's
residence, ho did not think it practica-
ble. Thero would be estimates to be
\u25a0snail:- on sites and building, the letting of
contracts, the raising of from §100,000 to
$160,000, etc., and tho Legislature would
meet and adjourn ten times before any-
thing could be accomplished. lie
thought tho best way to proceed would
be on the assumption that a residence
already built would be necessary, and

appoint a special committee of five
to receive proposals for the sale ofresi-
dences.

The committee could secure a bond
, from the owner of the property selected
'to sell at a certain figure, secure him an
indemnity for its use for the next year
and a half, and then, ifthe Legislature
•would buy it, all right; if it did not, the
money for its use would have to be
raised. Judge Curtis concluded by mov-
ing the appointment <>f;i committee for
tho purpose outlined, the same to report
to ilih Committee of Fifteen.

Mayor Comstock, Chairman Stephens,
Dr. g. L. Simmons. A. A. Yap Voorhies
and others Indorsed Judge Curtis' views.
The latter requested the Chair not to ap-
point him on the committee, should the
motion be carried, a.s he preferred to see
more active men take charge of the
matter.

A. Abbott said tho object of the move-
ment was to secure a residence for the

The comm-
ittee did not know that the Governor
woui'i accept a residence here, if tendered
him. The salary of the office is not suf-
ficient to enable a Governor to maintain
much of an establishment, and ifone
brings his family here from a distance ho
will have to spend more than his salary.
>.v.n < tovernor Markham do this? In his
opinion it would be bettor to have the
President arnl Secretary correspond with
iho Governor and ascertain his wwhes
before the committee takes any definite
action. IfGovernor Markham is willing
to livehere, after his recent sad experi-
ence, ho (Simmons) would enter heart
and soul Into the movement to secure
him a suitable residence.

Judge Curtis moved that the Chairman
and Secretary be instructed to correspond
at once with the Governor, as suggested
by T)r. Simmons, and the motion was
carried.

George C. McMullen thought it would
be better to defer the appointment of the
special committee until the Governor

Id be heard from, but Mr. Van V©or-gies thought the committee should go
ahead, and if the Governor did not wish

• i bring his family here no harm would
•f 'lone.

Judge Curtis amended his motion so as
to include on the committee the Mayor
and the Chairman and Secretary. Car-
ried.

Chairman Stephens then named as the
special committee Mayor Comstock, A.
Abbott, < '•. L. Simmons, 11. 11. Snow,
George C. M< Mullen, A. A. Van Voor-
hies, David Lubin and R. 1). Stephens.

The meeting then adjourned, and tho
sub-committee held a conference and de-
cided to at once ask for the figures on the
iew private residences here whicli have
been mentioned in connection with the
subject of a Governor's mansion.

THE CROPS.
Generally Reported Good—Effects of

the Hot Wenther.
R. D. Stephens states that, while his

grapes have not suffered from the scorch-
ing weather that uus prevailed for sev-
eral weeks, considerable damage, has been
sustainod by other vineyardists. He
says he does not cut his vines back overy
year as some do, and the result is that
there is more foliage to protect the
bunches of grant's. P.eside, ho irrigates
heavily, and this adds to the growth of
the leaves.

Where the foliage is sparse, as on light
soils, or where the grasshoppers have
eaten otfthe leaves, Mr. Stephens thinks
that most ofthe grapes will be trained.

The tree fruits have goffered considera-
bly from the hot sun, ami Mr. Saulsbury,
ofthe California Fruit Union, says that
far more than the usual quantity is unfit
for shipment.

The crop report issued by the State
Agricultural Society^ in co-operation
with the United States Weather Bureau,
as telegraphed East by Observer Barwick,
reads as follows:

Northern California—The weather is
favorable for all growing crops. The
hops are reported to be somewhat dam-
aged by the red spider.

Southern California—The weather is
warm and clear. The conditions are
favorable forfruitdrying. Barley thresh-
ing is going on with a good yield. The
new orange orchards are making rapid
growth. The first giapes are nearly ripe
in the vicinity of National City.

SUDDEN DEATH.

A Stranger Dies in a Room In tho
Kbuer Hotel.

On Friday night last a well dressed
i man about 50 years old applied for lodg-
ings at the Ebner Hotel on X street near
Front.

He registered as James Rogers but did
not designate where he came from.

Nothing more was seen of the lodger
vi.tilSaturday night. Tho hotel people
had assigned a new arrival to the room
taken by Rogers, but found tho door
locked. Upon investigating they found
Rogers lying dead upon the bed. There
was no evidence of violence or suicide,
however, and everything indicated that
ho had died from heart disease.

No letters or papers were found in the
dead man's pockets that tended to fur-
ther identify him.

The deceased was a well-built man,
with short chin whiskers and mustache,
slightly gray. He wore a black sack coat,
dark striped pants, and a white shirt with
a pearl stud in the bosom. A silver
watch attached to a hair chain were also
found upon him.

Prof. E. Stone Wiffliis. tho Canadian

weather prophet and head-master of the
school ofplanetary meterologists, writing
concerning the drought that prevailed
some weeks ago ivCanada and some of
the western States said it was
caused by the wire fences and
telephone lines on the western praries.
There is, he says, a constant atmospheric
current running up the Mississippi Val-
ley, and the variable winds that are
sometimes experienced in that region are
local and flowbeneath the great prevail-
ing gulfstream of the heavens. This pre-
vailing wind formerly bore moisture
from the Gulf of Mexico and distributed
it with impartiality .over the western
.Statos and Canada, but of late the wires I
crossing the plains have caused clouds to
givo down their loads of moisture pre-
maturely, thus defrauding the Canadians
of their share of rain; and by chocking
electric storms, engendering cyclones
and terrificconvulsions.
