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BURNED T0 DEATH

A Young Lady Loses Her Life in a
Fire in Stanislaus County.

FATAL SHOOTING AFFRAY IN WASH-
INGTON.

Two Men Run Down by Trains and
Kllled in Sonoma County—A Sensa-
tional Newspaper Article Causes a
Run on the FPeople’s Savings Bank of
San Francisco—A Young Man of
Red Bluff Arrested for Horse-Steal-
ing.

Soxcra, July 27.—A forest fire, which

has been burning along the Stanislaus |

Riveron the Calaveras side, crossed the
river to-day in the vicinity of the marble
works, near Columbia. The heavy un-
dergrowth in that vicinity fed the flaines
rapidly, and they came upon and sur-
rounded the works., Miss Kate McNamee,
aged 25 years, daughter of John MeNa-
mee, owner of the works, was caught on
the road near her home, and being unahble
to escape the flames, was burned to death.
The fire is still burning over the moun-
tain up the river, and will do much dam-
age before being extinguished. The mar-
ble mill and works were destroyed, and
the dwelling was only saved by great
efforts.

FATAL SHOOTING AFFRAY.
A Deputy Sheriff’ Killed and Another
Man Wounded.

SeEATTLE (Wash.), July 27.—A shooting
aflray took place early this morning at
Wooley, a small place in Skagit County.
United States Customs Inspector Baird,
stationed at that place, together with

James Buchanan,shot and killed a Deputy |

Sheriff of King County, named George
W. Poor, and wounded J. E. Terry.
They arrested another inspector named
Taxrlor Holden.

The stories of the shooting are very
conflicting. Holden and Poor left on

Sunday for Wooley, the latter telling the |
s going after some |

Sherift that he wa
opium. Terry seems to have been in
league with Holding and Poor, either for
the purpose of betraying the smugglers,
whoever they might be, or to aid the
officers in getting away with it for them-
selves, Iolden accuses Baird and Buch-
anan of being smugglers, and declared
that he received word and took Poor
along to arrest the smugglers. The par-
ties met in the dark and shooting fol-
lowed. Owing to a forest fire at Snoho-
mish, the wires are down and further
particulars are unobtainable.

There are many conflicting reports re-
garding the shooting. It has been
rumored that Holden, Poor and Terry
were endeavoring to smuggle twelve or
fourteen Chinamen across the border,
and that the shooting occurred as a re-
sult of their resisting arrest. There are
also indications that Holden and Poor
wer in their line of duty when they were

interfered with by Buchanan and Baird. |
Several weeks ago Holden applied to |

Deputy Collector Alexander for leave
of absence to go to the border on a secret
mission. He was refused, but Collector
Bradshaw allowed him to go.
went to Wooley, and said he could make
a good capture, even though the parties
in the service were trying to down him.

Poor got permission of the Sheriff of |

Wooley to go with Halden to Sedro, and
nothing was heard of the other party
until the news of the desperate encounter
came. .

C. E, Byman, a brakeman on
Seattle Lake Shore and Eastern Railway,
2 member of the Coroner’s jury, said:
““The shooting took placeabout 11 o’clock,
one mile north of Wooley, just off the car
tracks. T saw Baird at the hotel about
11:30 with his head all bandaged up and
covered with bilood. He safd he had
killed a man down the road and shot an-
other to pieces, and did not know whether
he was dead or not.”

Poor’'s body was brought to town.
Terry was found covered with blood, and
would not say much. He said, “If I am
going to die I will say something, but if
not I'll keep mium.”
arrestaed Holden for smuggling.

A Coroner’s inquest was held over the

body of Poor, and a verdict rendered that |

he came to his death trom a gunshot
wound at the hands of J. C. Baird and
Charles Buchanan. After the verdict
was rendered Baird and Buchananan were
arrested. Holden and Terry were held
as witnesses,

This evening Terry, fearing that he
would die, said that he and Poor had ar-
rosted a number of Chinamtn, and had

started to Sedro and had met three men, |

who commenced to shoot. He said he
did not know who did the shooting, but
he nnderstood that J. C. Baird and James
Buchanan did it.

Holden was released subsequently and
started out and captured the Chinamen.
He sent the following dispatch to the
Post-Intelligencer to-night: *I arrested
the nine Chinamen at 4:30 to-day that G.
W. Poor had in charge when Kkilled last
night by J. C. Baird.”

It was
caused by the publication of sensational
repoets that a special investigation of the
bank was to be made to-day by the Bank
Commissioners. There is due depositors,
who number about 8,000, the sum of §190,-
000, and it appears that some of them
grew uneasy. o
The People’s Home Savings Bank is
backed by the Pacific Bank, which is as |
solid as a rock, lm_vl_ng a surplus of £300,- |
000 and over. This institution could lose |
that sum and then be even and solvent. |
Some of the numerous depositors, antici- |
pating a rush, appeared before the door of |
the bank long betore daylight. |
The State Bank Commissioners exam-
ined the condition of the bank, and their
report shows the eondition of the bank to |
be good. The Pacific Bank furnished |
enough coin to meet the run on the sav- |
ings bank, and all depositors who applied |
for their money were paid. i
The bank was kept openuntil 9 o’clock, !
and during the day between ninety and
one hundred thousand dollars were paid
out to depositors. The total number of |
accounts.paid was nine hundred. Sixty- |
three new accounts and six thousand |
dollars in deposits were added to the|
business of the bank during the day. !

Armonr Endeavoring to Ilave the Em-
bargo in Germany Raised.

Cuicaco, July 27.—The Journal this
evening, speaking of the incorporation of
the Tolleston Stock Yards Company,says:

GUILLOTINED.

YOUNG BERLAND AND DORE
CXECUTED AT PARIS.

Madame Berland Reprieved by the
President—The Morbid Crowd
Disappointed.

Pawrrs, July 27.— The execution of
young Berland and Dore, two accom-
plices of Mere Berland in the Courbevois
murder, took place this morning on the
Place de la Roquette,

Berland walked calmly to the guillo-
tine, but a desperate struggie took place
on the secaffold.

Madame Berland, the mother of young
Berland, was also to have been executed,
but the President had reprieved her, and
the morbid crowd seemed to be much
disappointed at her having escaped the
ignominous death.

Berland, in conversation with officers
of the jail, showed that he resented the
reprieve of his mother and was disap-
pointed that she was not to die with him.
The woman Berland may be termed the
female Fagan of a band of thieves and
murderers, whom she has trained and di-
rected,

Crowds of people remained through-
out the night in the Place de la Roquette,
famous as the abode of *“‘la guillotine,” in
anticipation of a feast of blood. The
voyous and gamins, cmiuotte and grisette,
were there in force, filling the cabarats,
gargottes and cafes of the néighborhood
with their baleful songs and wild orgies.
The sergeants de ville and agents de
surete and gendarmes managed to main-
tain a praiseworthy degree of order.

When summoned Dore left his eell with
extreme composure, but faltered and
trembled as he reached the guillotine,
and at sight of its shining knife the mur-
derer became dazed and helpless, and in
this condition the executioners helped
him to the platform, where they quickly
threw him upon the bascule and shd his
head into the lunette, and in a second the
knife fell and Dore’s head rolled into the
sawdust,

Young Berland, when awakened,
showed considerable bravado, and re-
marked with 2 hideous smile, *“No more
card-playing for me.” Berland walked
jauntily across the prison-yard and
maintained an air of cool impudence
until he reached the platform of the guil-
lotine. But just as the executioners
were upoun the point of throwing him
upon the bascule, Berland made a desper-
ago resistance and a terrible scene took
place.

In spite of his struggles, however, the
executioners and guards eventually
threw him upon the tatal plank, slid his
head beneath the grim uprights, and his
neck was fitted into the lunette, and as
the young eriminal was writhing furi-
ously, the knife fell and Berland’s head
rolled into the basket. No sooner had
the heads of the murderers rolled into the
basket than the blood-thirsty mob, who
had been making night hideous in the

CLIMATE CHANGES.
The Whole Russian Territory Drying
Up Very Rapidly.

St. PETERSBURG, July 27.—Speaking of
the falling of large Russian rivers, which
has been the cause of great apprehension
for the last few years, the Nedelo, a
weekly journal of St. Petersburg, says:
This is but one of the symptoms threat-

can hardly be estimated at the present
time,

The whole Russian territory is drying
up very rapidly; not only the rivers, but
the inland seas, and the lakes are also be-
coming shallower and narrower. Hu-
midity of the soil is by a considerable
percentage less now than it was but a few
years ago. The subterrancan waters ap-
pear to be retiring, so that in many
places all over the Empire old wells yield
no water unless sunk several feet deeper
than before, while artesian wells require
more power to be made effective,

The climate is changing accordingly
and assuming the character of Asiatic
deserts. The mean temperature in sum-
mer has risen 3°, and that of winter has
fallen in the same proportion. Immense
areas of quicksands have formed in many
places and are steadily encroaching upon
the agricultural soil. We have veritable
sand deserts now in the interior of
Russia,

The character of our steppes has been
changed by the formation of deep ra-
vines. The fauna and flora of the whole
country have markedly deteriorated.
Finally, the locusts and destructive in-
sects of many deseriptions have settled
permanently in our best agricultural dis-
tricts, and the dryness and wood fires
steadily destroy our vegetation.

CHILE REVOLUTION.

Conflicting Rer.o_rt; :is to the Prospnt
Situation.

SANTIAGO DE CHILE, July 27.—An
official announcement has been made to
the effect that the revolt has not been
making any progress after the defeat of
the rebels at Vallenar. Three thousand
two hundred men were ordered from
Iguique to Attacama, but a thousand of
them refused to leave, as they had not re-
ceived any pay. The rebels will not ven-
ture to attack the army at Coquimbo, al-
though the forces there are isolated from
the other Balmacedan forces., Judicial
authority, so the report goes, has been
re-established, and works regularli
throughout the territory in concert wit
the legislative power, thus, it is alleged,
rendering impossible the overthrow of
President Balmaceda.

REPORTS DENIED,

WASHINGTON, July 27.—Published ac-
counis of the reported defeat of the
Chilean Congressional troops at Huascar
and Valernar having been received at the
Congressional headquarters at Iquiqui,
Mr. Errazuri, Minister of Foreign Aflairs
there, has sent a cablegram to the Con-
gressional envoys here tlatly denying the
truth of the report.

A FAIR PROPOSAL.

Scheme for Better Transportation Fa-
cilities in Oregon.

PORTLAND, (Or.), July 27.—The Colum-
bia River Railway and Navigation Com-
pany has submitted to the people of
Portland a proposal for opening the
Columbia River to transportation by com-
pleting the portage railway which has
been begun by the State at The Dalles,
and by putting on barges and steamboats
on the river.

The proposition made is that in con-
sideration of the taking by the citizens
of Portland of half a million first-mort-
gage six-per-cent forty-year bonds of the
company, the company will complete
within eight months a first-class standard
gauge railroad on the north side of the
Columbia connecting the mnavigable
waters on each side of obstructions at
The Dalles and Celilo.

The company will place on the Colum-
| bia and Snake Rivers, east of The Dalles,
two first-class steamers and a sufiicient
number of barges to handle all traflic;
also a steamer between The Dalles and
Cascades, and a sufficient number of
steamers and barges between Cascades
and Portland.

The company guarantees that the rate
of freight on grain for a period of at least
five years shall be 20 per cent. less than
any rail rates which shall be made by the
Union Pacific for similar distances, pro-
vided the company shall not be required
by such contract to carry grain at less
than one cent |per ton per miie. It is
proposed to build a system of narrow
gauge feeders to connect with the line.
When completed the system will com-
prise about 640 miles of narrow gauge
roads and 660 miles of navigable water.
