Fostering Industries.
Eds. Recokd-Uxiox: Much has been

said and written about tho desirability of
having factories established in and about
Sacramento, but the results so far are far
from encouraging. Parties who have
been looking for sites have come here,
looked around and have gone elsewhere.

The causes for the rojection of this city
as a location need not be recapitulated
here, for they are well known.

As a remedy for all objections permit mo
to suggest the following: An association
formed for the fostering of industries in
or near Sacramento may bo formed, and
this association purchase from ten to
fifty acres of land in the village ofWash-
ington (across the river), and fillthis
land to the level of J or X streets, and
Offer the land so raised for factory and
dwelling sites.

Tho only objection that may bo raised
against this plan is the one that Sacra-
mento city and county willnot receive
the benefit of the taxes, but as against
this one objection there are many advan-
tages to be gained.

Among them may be cited that Wash-
ington trade is tributary to Sacramento,
that a perceptible increase of permanent
residents at Washington will tend to the
fillingin of swamp lands, and for their
subdivision into small tracts. The advan-
tages to the manufacturer will be river
front, and almost constant and direct
mail, express and freight communication,
and low taxes.

Street cars could connect with Sacra-
mento, and lastly it would tend to the
building of good roads in Yolo County
terminating at the railroad bridge.

The chief obstacle would be the cost of
raising the present level to the high grade
required, and even this work may re-
c; ive the assistance or co-operation ol the
railroad company.

Ifwe are to have factories here at all
then Washington on high grade is the
place. Yoloites and Sacramentans, wake
up. Here is your chance. Obskkver.
