Bones and Ashes —How to Make
a Good Fertilizer.

A collection of the bones usually wastod
on a farm, as well as the careful saving of
bones, will give quite a large amount of
valuable fertilizer, an estimate of the
quantity being easily made by referenco
to the meat bill for the year, allowing for
a fair proportion ofbone. But few farm-
ers save their bones, owing to tho difli-
culty of reducing them. It is easier to
m:ike superphosphate

of the bones than

it is to grind them, unless one has a mill
for the purpose, and itis probably cheaper
to buy ground bone or superphosphate
than to buy bones with a view of reduc-
ing them, but there is no reason why the
farmer should not utilize all bone that
may be in his possession, which work
may be done at some time when he is not
busy in other directions.

The mode ofmanufacturing superphos-
phate is to treat 100 pounds of bone with
forty pounds of cheap sulphuric acid (oil
ofvitriol). This is done by placing the
bones in any vessel that serves the pur-
pose, a frame such as is used for mixing
mortar being best. The finer the bone
tho more easily the work, but the acid
will reduce pieces as large a3 a walnut.
As the work is more or less dangerous,
from injudicious handling of the acid,
most farmers prefer not to attempt the
method. By this process the nitrogen of
the bones is also combined with the acid,
mostly in tho shape of sulphate of am-
monia. Bones, which are insoluble phos-
phate oflime, are changed to sulphate of
lime (plaster; and phosphoric acid, which
being liberated from the lime of tho bones,
becomes free, and therefore in a soluble
form for the use ofplants.

An excellent mode of preparing bones,
and which avoids danger, though by a
slower process, is toplace a layer of ashes
in a box or barrel, then a layer of bones
(which may he coarse), filliugthe spaces
with ashes, and alternating the layers of
bones and ashes until the barrel is full,
dampening tho mass from time to timo
while arranging the layers. Asmall pro-
portion of urine added willbo of advan-
tage in hastening decomposition of the
bones. The mass should be kept damp
(not wet), and in a short time, accord-
ing to the temperature ofthe atmosphere,
the bones will become soft and ofa pasty
consistency, a chemical change having oc-
curred; and the fertilizerso prepared will
bo valuable both for its phosphoric acid
and its potash: but the generation of heat
in the mass will cause a loss of a portion
of tho nitrogenous matter of tho bones.
This simple method will enable the
farmer to save the bones th.'it are usually
wasted, but to secure a sufficiency for his
crops he should also purchase ground
bone or superphosphate from other
bources.—Philadelphia Record.

CHKAP RICSKKVOIRS.
Mr. 0. 1.. Durban claims that the

cheapest reservoirs that a man can build
on his land lor retaining water for irriga-
tion purposes is a tunnel run into a hill,
says tho Oroville Register. An open
reservoir In ;i canyon or other suitable
place will lose one-third of its water
during the summer from evaporation,
while in a funnel there is no los.s. A
small spring will supply a tunnel with
sufficient water for many purposes. He
has illustrated this In a practical manner.
On his own land at Mesilla Valley he ran
a tunnel thirty-live feet long into a hill,
and in so doing tapped a spring. The
tunnel he dammed up, leaving a space
thirty-five feet long and the size ol the
tunnel, which is about five feet by six
t» t. to be filled with water. The water
he carried to his house in pipes, and we
observed that it supplied his dwelling,
another near by, his barn and drying-
hoose for raisins, as well as irrigating
quite a space devoted to flowers for a
garden. He says that the tunnel is the
cheapest and best form, and that for each
dollar expended one can obtain a space
etpnl to twenty-five cubic feet.

KHIIT FARMERS' INVENTORIES.
Probably not a round dozen fruit farm-

ers in the State ever make a faithful in-
ventory of tiieir property, and can only
guess at the amount of their actual re-
sources; and yet it is a simple thing to
set down each item in a book, which will
cost twenty-live cents, and thus be able
to tellwithina few dollars at any time
just what the farm and its equipments
are worth. Not only tho number of
tr<M)s of each variety, but all tools, vehi-
cles, machines, harnesses, horses, cows,
}>\li>, chickens, etc., should bo put down
ivthe book at a given date with their
values, anil charged to the farm; and
then all new tools, trees, seeds, etc., !
Hhould be entered at the time ofpurchase,
while all sales of any kind should be
placed to Uk credit of the farm. Wages
paid hired help should bo omitted from
the record, as well as tho cost of repairs
on implements, tools, etc. One of the
girls or boys could be put in charge of
this business, and it would serve a good
educational purpose. Even an imperfect |
record is better than none at all. Once |
fairly begun Itwill in time grow into aj
habit, ami a system will bo tho result. It !
is certainly worth while to try it.—Cali-
fornia fruit-Grower.

CHOOSING MUTTON SniP.
In choosing a mutton sheep, either to I

feed or breed feeding stock from, there j
are some principles that can bo laid down i
as triie and applicable in almost all oases.
The easy foeder must be of the thick,
blocky sort, for daylight that shines
under a sheep, hog or steer can never bo
made Into meat, and the possessor of long
let!* rarely makes a good feeder. The
ribs Khould be well sprung, so as to give
a broad, straight back from shoulder to
hip, upon which good, high-priced meat
'\u25a0;iii be placed with judicious feeding.
The hips should be carried out on a line [
With the back to the tail, keeping a good i
width all tho way, and should be woll
iill»!d at tho thigh or twist, while the
foreleg should be well filledwith meat
above the knee. In short, the carcass
should be plump and full throughout its
whole length. Constitution and healthy
condition are all-important, and are
shown by a large, bright, clear eye-one !
that is not yellow, bloodshot or watery 'a sprightly, active step as tho animal j
moves along; a short, thick neck that
tapers gradually from shoulders to houJ :
and is tail and muscular on top. bo the i
head is carried well up with or above t! <\u25a0

top of the shoulders; a wide, deep chest !

and heart girth, giving room for lart;.'
lungs and heart, and ri<-h, pink skin.
With all these iK>int.s well developed and
a large abdomen, to give plenty of ro. >m
for tho consumption and digestiou of
fi>od, you have a sheep, that with proper
food, "given at regular times and in a
proper manner, will yield profitable ro-
turnf to the feeder and give satisfaction
to the shipper, butcher and consumer,
making all better for having owned him.

Tho best medical authorities claim that j

the flesh of the sheep offers greater im-
munity from disease and filth than that of
any other animal. They do not thrive in
the mire nor wallow in the trough they
feed from. They consume neither gar-
bage, vermin, decaying meats, nor rotting
vegetables. Their flesh has never been
known to impart scrofula or trichinae to
those who eat it. The sheep is a dainty
feeder and cleanly in all its habits; it can-
not subsist on filth, nor can it long sur-
vive within its environments. They are
of course subject to disease, but unlike
cattle, hogs and fowls, they give ocular
evidence of their ailment and that they
are unfit to slaughter for human food
almost as soon as attacked. Mutton is
wholesome, nutritious, and easily di-
gested, and those who partake of it may
have reasonable assurance that it is clean
and free from the germ of disease. More
mutton and less pork on our tables would
be best for both producer and consumer.
We are making some progress in this
direction, but there is yet room formore.
—LiveStock Report.

TURPENTINE FOR ROUF.
Experiments made show that the germs

of roup are destroyed when brought in
contact with spirits of turpentine. Tur-
pentine, however, is a severe dose to give,
even ifeffectual, and if too much is given
it may do damage of itself. To properly
prepare it, mix one part spirits of turpen-
tine, one part kerosene and three parts
glycerine in a sewing-machine oil-can,
and always shake well before using.
With the point of the oil can forco three
drops of tho mixture in each nostril and
five or six drops down the throat of the
fowltwice a day. Roup is a disease that
is almost incurable, being contagious,
and gradually exhausts tho bird instead
ofcausing instant death. Ifitappears in
the entire flock, tho labor of handling the
sick birds is often more than the value of
the flock; and as roup cannot well bo

j treated on the wholesale plan (that is,
without handling tho fowls), it is cheaper
to clean them out, burn the carcasses,
thoroughly disinfect and begin anew.
The buildings should be very warm and
dry.—Farm and Fireside.

CANNED SALMON IN ENGLAND.
English journals have boon trying to

get up a sensation over alleged cases of
poisoning from the consumption ofPacific
Coast salmon. It is hardly possible that
thoro is much truth in tho statements
which have been so carelessly made; but
it is a well known fact that poisoning

j from canned goods does sometimes result
ifthe canned stuff is allowed to remain in
the can after it has been opened. Upon
opening can ned goods the contents should
be immediately turned out into a recepta-
cle and placed where it will remain cool.
This is sometimes neglected by persons
through Ignorance or carelessness, and it
is a surprise that so few cases of com-
plaint are brought to light.

THIN YOUR FRUIT.
Agreat many people are complaining

about the smallness of their apricots and
peaches and attribute it to the light rains,
lack of irrigation, hot weather and every-
thing else except the right cause, which
ifj in most cases, undoubtedly, lack of
proper cultivation or thinning in the
spring. In many orchards recently vis-
ited the fruit actually hung in such close
proximity tliat it was impossible for the
apricots to reach canners' or acceptable
drying size, and still owners were com-
plaining of small fruit. It does seem
strange how slow people are to realize the
value of proper thinning of fruit early in
tho season.

DAIRY CATTLE.
"I truly believe," writes Willet M.

Hays, "that a great period has beeh
reached in the breeding of dairy cattle.
The simple tests for fat which culminated
in the Babcock test have now providedan accurate and easy means of determin-
ing for record the daily, weekly and
yearly capacity and actual production of
butter as well as of milk of every cow
worthy of a placo in the stables of a
breeder of dairy animals. And the time
has now come when all breeders of high-
class dairy eattlo to succeed with the best
must give their cows a record, just as
must our trotting-horso breeders have
records for their stallions, mares and the
get of breeding animals, in order that
they may secure good prices for young
animals."

SHELLING) PEAS.
An Albany. N. V., firm has brought

out a patented devieo for shelling peas.
The peas are cut down like wheat or
barley, and the vine and pea are all ted
into the machine, which separate the pea
from the vine and pod perfectly fine and
clean. The machines are large, being 16
feet long, 11 feet high and 6 feet wide.
The company do not sell these machines,
but let them out on a royalty, and they
are in great demand in all places where
canned goods are put up, as they make a
very great saving in the harvesting of
peas.

Tho cheap-
est mode of producing eggs is to compel
the hens to pick up their food at this sea-
son, as tin re is a plentiful supply of in-
sects, seeds and grass for all kinds of
poultry.

RESCUED FROM THE RIVER.
Edmund D. Woodson's Body Reoovered

on Yesterday.

After laboring all of Sunday night, all
day Monday and Monday night, in the
effort to recover tho body of Edmund D. |
Woodson, who was drowned in tho river
on Sunday ovening, tho faithful friends
of himself and family almost gave up the
hope of its recovery until in the natural
course of events it would rise to the sur-
face.

There was one chance left—that of
bringing the body up from the bottom by
concussion of the air. Accordingly yes- i
terday morning Captain Cook and* Quar-
termaster Joseph Bauquier ofBattery B

I fought their way with ono of the nieces
of artillery through bushes, and bram-
bles, and dug-outs, over a journey ofsev-
eral miles to reach the spot where the
young man was drowned.

They had just got the gun to the bank
near the treacherous holes where the
body was supposed to lie, and were pre-
paring to discharge it, when an exclama-
tion was heard from ono of tho party
about a hundred yards further down the
river, as he pointed to an object that had
apparently just come to the surface.

There was quite a number of persons
in the vicinity, chiefly intimate friends of
the deceased's family, and all eyes were
turned in the direction indicated. Tho
gunners withheld their fire, while Mr.
James Patterson, an elderly gentleman
who loved the deceased as if he had been
his son, cried: "Oh, Isee my boy!"

Aboat hastened to the spot, and sure
enough the floating objoct proved to be
the body of the drowned youth. The
father and brother of deceased were thero
(tho latter having just arrived from Lake
Tahoe), and their anguish momentarily
gave way to rejoicing, so glad were they
to recover the body before it had become
seriously disfigured.

The body was secured and taken charge
of by friends while word was sent to the
Coroner. It was found to bo in a fair
state ofpreservation, having been in the
water but forty-four hours. How it hap-
pened to rise at that time is an unsolved
mystery.

Coroner Clark brought the body to the
oity and prepared it for the grave. The
funeral will-take place from the family
residence at 4 o'clock to-morrow after-
noon. ;

The father, mother and brother of the
deceased have been overwhelmed by the
kindness of the friends who have shown
bo much interest in.their terrible afflic-
tion, and especially to those who labored
so long and zealously in the effort to re-
cover the body of their loved one. To
one and all they extend their heartfelt

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Prett?
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farma.

TN THE SPRING OP LABT YEAR
\u25a0*\u25a0 Robert A. and Xeal J). Barker associated
themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable
location Inwhich to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract
at Tancre<L

Negotiations were opensd with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract In
question. With W. H. Mills, tho General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land.
This being more than they had thought of"
taking for their own use, they epoko to a
number of friends about it, with the rcault
that the tract was divided among the follow*
Ing people: B. L. Hlckok, 4O acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Oreathead, 20 aores; J
Mrs. L. Oreathend, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20 I
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; IU A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. lias*
lett, 1O acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acre; A. W.
Kelly, lOncrcs, and Frederick. Kelly,10 acres.

80 far ttils had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the .and
already purchased, Itwas found that so many
moro would like to Join itthan the area of tho
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, "Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of tho whole ofit, after subdividing
It according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on tho sth ot
June, 1890, tho Western Co-operative Col-
onizatlor and Improvement Company waa
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following officers: President, Will-
lam McKay; Vice-Presldent, M. P. Brown;
Directors—H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke and
R. A. Barker; Secretary and General Manage
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, G E. Snook; Treas.
urcr, First National Bauk of Oakland.

Tho balance of the tract, 373 acres, wan pur.
chased. A contract was entered Into for the
purchase of a largo number of truit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between §3,000 and
?4,000 to the company, tho prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lauds in
trult trees, etc.. the first year. Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees
and between 20.000 and 30.000 vines willbe
planter,.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the eflfect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
Joining In with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For trie company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley In
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
ha» visited It, but one thing is very sure, and
that Is that this neglect will never again be
lelt in the Valley.

Th« fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties--peaches, apricots, Bartlctt pears.
prunes, Ugs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both Bides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their grateful shade.
A considerable number of citrus trees aro also j
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that those fruits can be success-
fully grown In tho valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be
ascribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention 6hould be made of the town-site,
about which there Is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A Email park of bomo three
acres has been laid out right In tho center of
the town. This paik it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to timo as mauy
of tho beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever bo a
large and busy city, but it Is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell In.

Apetition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, ana to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give tho
settlers on the east side of tho creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willingto givo tho necessary right of
way, and are very desirous ofhaving a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It Is thought that It
would be a very wise expenditure of publio
mon«y to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies aro of widespread benefit to the whola
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities aro welt known, but to
those who aro willingto settle on the laud and
show that the country also affords attractions
and comforts, and ways of making money
pleasantly, every inducement should bo held
forth.
