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 ROBERT ALLEN DIES.

After Weeks of Suffering He Suc-
cumbs to the Hammer Blow.

His Assailants Will Now Be Charged
With Murder—Furlong Must
Stay in Jail.

Robert Allen, the victim of the cow-
ardly thugs, Gordon, Haley and others,
died yesterday at Stockton from the effects
of the hammer blow he received on the
head.

The death of the unfortunate saloon-
keeper was not unexpected, as he was re-
ported to be sinking several days ago.

This means that Gordon, Smith and
Furlong will be tried for murder, instead
of robbery—also Haley, if he is ever cap-
tured, and possibly Casey, the informer,
too0.

The facts of the cruel assault have all
been published in fullin the RECORD-
Un~ioN, and only a brief resume is all
that is necessary now,

. Early on the morning of the 11th of
May last Robert Allen was on his way
home from his saloon, when he was
crueily knocked down with a black-
smith’s hammer and robbed of several
hundred dollars. The garroters :_x\(:;zpml
and for a time the whole aflair was
wrapped in mystery. But through the
skill of Chief Drew, Captain l.ee and
Speeial Officer MeLaughlin, a clew was
n{;minvd, and the thugs—all except
Heoley—were' captured. Casey and Gor-
don, two of the prisoners, confessed and
fmplicated Dive-Keeper J. D. Smith and
William Furlong, who was employed as
a bar-keeper by Allen.

Casey was not prosecuted and Gordon
pleaded gnilty. Only two days ago the
fatter was sentenced to twelve ¥y
prisonment at Folsom. Smith was tried

sfor robbery last week, and the jury dis-

THE INQUEST.

Death the Result of a Blow Struck by
a IHammer.

StockToN, July 3l.—At the inquest
held to-night over the remains of Robert
Allen of Sacramento, who was robbed
and fatally beaten by robbers in May last,
there were present from Sacramento Dis-
trict Attorney Ryan, Coroner Clark, W,
J. Davis, County Physician White and |
Dr. Simmons. District Attorney Ryan
said charges of murder will be preferred
against the prisoners, although one of
them, Harry Gordon, has been found
guilty of robbery.

The autopsy was made to-night by Drs.
Rucker and Hoischolf, of the State In-
sane Asylum, Coroner Clark of this
county and Dr. Clark, at whose place Al-
len died, the Sacramento physicians
being present.

The top of the skull was taken off and
the brain exposed. There was a hole al-
most as big as one’s thumb in that part of
the skull, which was removed. It had
been made with the small end of a black-
smith’s hammer, used by Haley, the rob-
ber who struck the blow.

Miss Annie Allen, daughter of de-
ceased, testified that on the morning of |
May 11th, about 1 o’clock, she went to the {
door of the Allen residence and found |
her father, hatless, bleeding and bruised,
the right side of his head wounded, and |
his hands covered with blood. There |
were marks on his neck as if he had
been choked.

He was assaulted half a block from his
home. She found at that place at 4 o’clack |
a bunch of keys and a hamer near a pool |
of blood. Her father said he looked back
and saw two men following him. Tnat
was all he remembered.

W. J. Davis, the Sacramento court re-
porter, related the confession of Gordon,
telling how he and Haley watched Allen
when he closed up and went home. The
plunder amounted to §300.

Dr. Asa Clark testified that Allen came
to him a month ago with a fracture of the
posterior part of the parietal bone on the
| right side, which was the cause of death.
The hole was little more than an inch
long and about an inch across. The bone |
{ was crushed down on the membrane of |
the brain, though the membrane and
brain were not penetrated. His mental
| power seemed to be very much attected. |

The injury was such as might have been
effected with a hammer.

Dr. Hoesholt testified that indications
of inflammaltion and congestion were ob-
gervable in the brain. This condition
was caused by the fracture. He was one
of the surgeons who performed the
trepaning operation on Allen. There
were no indications of other wounds at
that operation or at the post-mortem.

When asked if the fracture was neces-
sarily fatal, he said it would be hard to |
answer that question, but the cause of
death was certainly from this wound.

Dr. Simmons of Sacramento testified to
the condition and pearance of Allen |
after the assault. Allen had curious de- |
lusions regarding his wealth. Dr. Sim- |
mons’ opinion was that death resulted |
from the eflect of the blow, which was |
given with an eight-pound hammer. Dr, |
White of Sacramento and Dr. Rucker,
perintendent of the State Insane Asy-
lum, testified to what the autopsy re- |
vealed.
